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Granite Marker erected at the grave of Col. David Morgan and

William €. Morgan, his son, in the Davidson Cemetery at Ivel.

A single headstore marks the
burial place of Col. David Morgan,
Sr,, and his son, William C. Maor-
lgan, who are buried in the old
Davidson cemetery at Ivel. They
were buried together in a common
grave, Oct. 13, 1815, the day after
they had been murdered, while the
fugitive-killer watched from the se-
|eurity of a far-off, forested hill,

The story of the tragic deaths of
the Morgans and the flight of their
killer is one ‘that has fired the
imagination of the descendants of
both sides in the double murder,
Today, after a lapse of 137 years;

| these descendants relate the old, old

tale. Nothing tangible remains as
evidence to corroborate the many
oral versions that will not die. Of
such stories the following is a com-
posite'of what the people say.

Edward L. Osborn, Virginia im-
migrant, lived somewhere near the
| present community of Ivel, prob-
ably north of Ivy Creek, and on the
east side of the river. He had mar-
ried a Burchett, we are informed,
|ﬁ sister to the settler, Drewry Bur-
chett. Lucinda, a daughter, was in
| her early teens and her brothers
and sisters were in. various stages
of childhood and adolescence,

Gshorn was, comparatively speak-
inz, well-to-do.

William Ely, in his “The Big San-

1811, but family historians of 'the
Morgan family say it was 1815. Ely
‘narrates in his meager account of
‘the murder: “Escaping, he was not
‘heard from for over forty years,
wheni an old Sandian, ‘passing
through Southeastern Ohio, saw
‘and recognized the double murder-
er. Osborn denied his identify at
\first, but, when pressed, piteously
hegged the venerable Sandian never
‘o divulge his whereabouts till af-

¢ his deatn. During the whole
time he bad lived within two hund-
red and fifty miles, on a straizht

line, of the place where he had
‘committed his atrocious crime.”

Floyd County Historical Notes

By HENRY P, SCALF

The following notes on Civil War
veterans are from Hardesty's Presi-
dents, Soldiers, Statesmen, Vol. II,
published 1892:

William Frasier

“The subject of this skefch is a
native of Kentucky, born in Floyd
county, Aug. 4, 1843; his parents
were Robert and Frances (Hall)
Frasier, the first parent now de-
ceased. He enlisted at the age of 16
years in Co. B 39th Ky. Mtd. Inf,
which was assigned to service in the
3rd Brig. 23 A. C.; he participated
in all the hardships and engage-
ments in which his command took
part, from the capture of ML. Ster-
ling, Ky., to the fall of Saltville,
Va.; his battle list includes Beaver
Creek Cracker’s Neck, Marrowbone,
Paintsville, Puncheon, Mt. Sterling,
Cynthiana, Frankfort, Pond Gap
(Pound Gap?) Saltville, and Glade-
ville: was several times detailed on
perilous scout duty; in spring of '64
was detached on perilous raid from
Louisa, Ky. to Wise county, Va,
from which he suffered very much
from hunger and exposure; he re-
ceived an honorable discharge at
Louisville, Ky., Sept. 15, 1865.

“In 1869 he married Elizabeth
Bentley, also of Kentucky, and they
have 13 children, orn in the order
named: Anzy, Evan, Nancy, Martha
F., Robert, Rosa B., Arzella, George,
John ¥., Walter, Antony, Samuel,
and Henry Harrison. Mrs. Frasier's
parents, Samuel and Mahala Hall
Bentley are yet living; her brother

Residents of Floyd county drew
$527.808 in public assistance pay-
ments during the past calendar year
out of @ total of $35,187,055 provided
by the state and federal £overn-
ments, according to a report by the|
Department of Economic Security,

The report showed that $22,194491
distributed over the sgtate for old
age assistance: $12,015798 for de-
pendent children grants and 5976,836
for aid to the needy blind.

Payments in Floyd county were:

Old-age sassistance, $259,835; de-
pendent children, $248,561, and aid
to the needy blind, $18,512.

Old-age payments increased .an
ayerage of $5.39 during the year to
& monthly average last month of
$35.02. The rolls declined during the
year from 65,858 in December, 1951,
to 56,197 last month.

Aid to the needy blind showed a
similar trend with average pavinents
last ‘month of $37.12 to 2,452 blind
persons, compared to $31.52 in De-

“Tuberculosis is our No, 1 health
enemy,” declared Mrs, J, D. Mayo,
nurse of the Floyd County Tuber-
culosis Association, as she spoke

“Of the half million casés of de-
tive tuberculosis in the United
States only 200,000 are in hospitals
or iselated, which leaves 300,699 in
spread the disease,” ‘stated Mis,
Mayo, ‘explaining that the control

of the disease is 50 years behind
the control of other communicable

dlseases, due mainly to the lack of
beds ‘in the hospitals. where tiber-
culosis patients are treated.

Seals annually and contributions by
Floyd countians, along with the un-
ceasing efforts by those w40 labor
to econtrol this disease, the annual

death rate in Floyd county has been.

reduced from 35 persons five years
ago to 15 last year,” related Mrs.
