RABIES

Most people like dogs, which are
usually iriendly end useful com-
panions: to man.

The dog that bites, however; is|
far from popular, '.IYne majority of
us know that rabies, an infectious
and soemtimes fatal disease, is most
commonly fransmitied to human
beings by the bite of a “mad" dog.
Every dog that bites isn’t necessari.
ly rabid, but no dog-bite vietim
should overlook the possibility that
the offendinz animal is
with the rabies virus.

travels slowly along fhe nerves and

Ongce it reaches the brain,
variably fatal. The bite of ¢ rabid
| dog on & person’s face is more dan-
| gerous than if the victim were bitten
| on fhe leg, or even the arm, be-
cause the virus has a shorter dist-
| ance to travel to the brain,

The best way fo avoid rabies,
naturaily; is to avoid the possibility
of being bitten by a dog. Be friend-
ly and courageous in the presence
of dogs -and never run from one
| under’ any circumstances. Avoid

But if the precautions fail, and a
dog should bite, consult a doctor
immediately. The doctor wili ster-
ilize the woun% and, if the bite is
deep, he may  cauterize it. When
the skin has been broken, the dee-
tor may also give the dog-bife vie-

or lockjaw, as well as rabies.
Neyer kill a dog who has bitten
someone, but repert the incident fo
the health officer; He will see that
the suspected dog is kept isolated
rand under observation for about
ten days. If the dog appears to be
well after ten days, there is no
danger fhat anyone whom he might
have bitten wlll develop rabies,
Many dogs are vaceinated these
days against rabies. The annual in-
jection of ‘anti-rabic serum in the
dog is not always completely de-
pendable, bitt it does lessen: the
possibility of the animal’s getting
the disease; and it is wise for the
dog-owner to see that his pet re-
ceives this treatment. ;

Using the 3,000 acres of land loan-
ed for the Jamboree, the Jamboree
camp will be divided into 40 sec-
tions, each having 34 troops. There
will be 1,360 troop campsites, each
80 by 90 feet, covering a total of 800
acres.

from +this county is blue-grayish
Pennsylvanian, the bed is approxi-
mately -eight feet thick and lies
about 30 feet below the Van Lear
coal seam. The analysis follows:
“The shale is very slow to slake
in water. No carbonates or soluble
sulphates were present. Thé drying

plastic bar, when placed in a hot
dryer, did not warp or crack. This
is evidence the shale will be rather
easy to dry.

“The transverse strength is suf-
ficient for forming brick and tile,
and no trouble should be encoun-
tered in handling dry ware from
this shale. The color is tan, medium
red and dark red The shale is easily
oxidized and is rather open-burning,
as it did not witrify. Its firing
shrinkage is moderate. The porosity
would limit its use to building brick
and structural tile, although it may
pe suitable for such producfs as
grain tile and heavy clay products.”

The ground water study has been
centered in the Paintsville area,
which extends into this county. In
Floyd wells have been selected in the
Prestonsburg vicinity and on Mid-
dle Creek for measuring of water
levels.

The gauges used, resembling little
green houses, give a continuous rec-
ord of water level changes in the
wells. The geologists then atitempt
to correlate the changes with pre-
cipitation, river stages, changes in
atmospheric pressure and earth-
quakes. It was stated that some of
the wells showed the results of the
recent large guakes in California.

A phase of the investigation this
summer is the general reconnais-
sance of the whole Bastern Ken-
tucky coal field which will detail
strictly the ground water.

It was explained that any actual
data can be obtained by any private
concern or individual. _

Samples from a number of selec-
tive wells were taken for tests of
the chemical quality of the water.
Minerals found in @ underground
water are: silica, iron, calcium,
magnesium, sodium, potassum, bi-
carbonate, sulfate, ehloride, fluoride,
nitrate, manganese, and aluminum.
Samples are sent to Columbus, Ohio,
for analysis at the U.S. Geological
laboratory there.

The project, begun in 1943, is be-
ing financed jointly by the stafe and
federal governments, and the work
is being conducted by 17 members
of the U.8. Geological Survey.

The firm seeks a restraining order

‘against the United Mine Workers

and its affiliated Distriet 50, United
Constructionn Workers, to prevent
picketing of its property and “in-
timidation of employes during the
current strike.” The strike began
Feb. 11,

Thirteen officials and members of
the unions are cited in the petition.

The firm also charged that three
of its linemen were fired npon while
repairing a broken pole in the Feds
Creek section of Pike couniy last
week.

Hdgel Hutchinson, of District 50,
one of those mamed in the action,
has denied any intimidation of com-
pany employes, He said the bullets
came closer to the union pickets in
the Feds Creek incident than they
did te the linemen,

Hutohinsen added: “We picket
company projects but we picket
peacefully and we don’t interfere
Wwith emergency projects.”

Hutchinson said his company has
signed 55 .of the company's 60-odd
production and maintenance em-
ployes, but company officials refuse
to discuss the gubject of union rec-
ognition.

Also named in the eourt action is
Carson Hibbitts, field representative
for the UM W.

The company's petitlon charged
that 25 pickets in five cars followed
linemen to the Feds Creek area and
threatened them while they were
working to restore service to the
area. It added that while three line-
men were up a pole they were fired
on from a nearby woods “by persons
unknown to the plaintifi.”

Hutchinson said the pickets had
offered fo help set the new pole and
were refused by the company. He
said one of the bullefs fired from
the woods landed in a creek near
the pickets.

—money that would have been spent
outside our borders if we had done

NEW YORK, Feb. 20 — Note-
worthy advances have been made
in Prestonsburg in the last decade
in the mode of living of th~ aver-
age local resident.
