SCHOOL WORK
HIT AS FIRMS
DELAY BIDDING

To Readvertise Bonds;
Delay Only Temporary,
Superintendent’s View

The Floyd County Board of Edu-
cation ran into a snag Wednesday
which has ecaused a temporary
suspension of weork on the $475,000
county high sehool building here.

The troubls encountered was the
failure of bond firms to submit bids
on the $445,000 bond issue advertis-
ed by the Floyd fiscal court acting
as the board's agent in financing
the preject.

A ‘mervous” bond market was
given by the firms as the cause of
their reluctance to submit bids.
Higher rates of interest fized by
the federal government was cited ‘as
one cause of the disturbed market,
One broker’s representative said
here that a $300,000 bond issue pur-
chased by his firm from Bourbon

Normally, the entire issue would
have been gobbled up by buyers
within a2 few days, he =aid.

In view of the situation, the
Loard and fiscal court jointly de-
cided to readvertise the $445,000 is-
sue, and this is expected to clear
the way for the schoel structure
within the next two to three weeks.

Superintendent Virgil O, Turner

said a prospective buyer of thektond
\.vr.ua had hinted af a higher fee for
handling the bonds and also.at a
higher rafe cof interest. This was
quickly discouraged, he added. The
Board of Education about two years
ago entered into a contract with
the W. O. Thornburgh Company on
school bond finaneciniz, and under
this plan agreed to pay 1% to the
firm for handling the financing and
4% interest. Omn Superintendent
Turner’s insistence, however, the
Louisville company recently reduc-
ed the handling charge to .8%.

Despite this conecession, the figure
hinted at here Wednesday was 3%
for handling the Lond issue and
4,715 75 Interest. :

Sitting in o the proceedings
were three representdtives of the
State Department of Education —
Samuel Alexander, director of fi-
nance, Boswell P. Hodekins and W.
W. Rochi, auditor. They concurred
with the Floyd officials in the de-
cision to reject any exorbitant fee
demands and in the plan to read-
vertise the bond issue.

“This is one big headache” com-
mented Superintendent  Turner,
“put I feel it will all work out all
right.” He expressed the belief that
the failure to receive bids will not
delay work longér than two or
three weeks.

The contraeting firm of Akers &

Is Held Insignificant
As Truck Mining Skids

The gap in ecoal production as
measured in tons between the first
four months of this year and the
cerrespondinz period for last year
has narrowed from a lag of 1,001-
650 tons the first week in April to
919,540 tons on May 2, according|
to figures released last week by
the Big Sandy-Elkhorn Coal OCper-
ators Association. This slight gain,
though, is not considered signifi-
cant.

Three mines of the Association
have closed, according to the an-
nouneement;, one of them being
Liberty Elkhorn of this county.
Nineteen mines worked the full five-
day week ending May 2.

Truck mine operations, which
gained somewhat during the month
of April, began to skid in volume
the week ending May 2. April’'sfirst
week vielded 47.8 railroad cars of
50 tons each, rose to T84 cars the
second week, elimbed to 96.8 in the
third week but skidded back to 62.8
in'*the last week, This leaves the
truck mine operators 15126 rail-
road cars of 50 tons each short of
their production effort the first
four months of 1952.

Captive mines are still doing
well in this area, accordinz to the
Association report. As of the period
ending May 2, their mines were
only 5994 cars short of the produc-
tion for the same period last year.
Haying a daily rating of 166 cars,
it can be seen that this lag is nct
impertant,.

All in all, however, the niines, ex-

Kentuckians are throwing away
hundreds of thousands of dellars of
their tax money each year by
throwing trash on the highways
within their state, according to W.
P. Curlin, Commissioner of High-

 ways.

Everything from beer cans to dead
livestock is being thrown on high-
way rights-of-way iIn some areas,
and the problem has become one
of the major headaches in main--
taining Kentucky roads. Reports
from all of the state’s 11 highway
districts show highway dumping to
be prevalent.

“Hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars that should be going into bet-
ter highways for Kentucky is be-
ing spent each year to clean up
trash that motorists are leaving
with the Department of Highways
because a roadside makes a con-
venient place +to dispose of if.
Nearly a third of the time spent
on maintenance by highway crews
is going into cleaning up debris)”
Curlin said. : ¥
The money being spent to pay
crews to clean up ‘trash and the
money -spent in repairing machin-
ery that is damaized by heer ecans,
bottles and other pieces of rubbish
can’ be estimated fairly closely,
Curlin said, but there are other
losses, not suffered directly by the
Department of Highways, that are
incalculable.

The adverse affect that libtered
hishways have on tourists that are
bringing money into Kentucky can
not be estimated, for instance. Nor
can the threat to health brought

on public roads.

Highway litteres are of two types
—the deliberate and the careless—
according to maintenance officials,
and both have an equal guilt inde-
spoiling ‘public property.

The deliberate set out from home
with the week's garbage and deposit
it on a roadside, often at a place
where there has been dumping be-
fore and the resulf is soon a full-
grown dumping eground cosgplete
with spoiled food, tin cans, hottles,
old newspapers and dead dogs and
cats.

The careiess are the beer-can
throwing type whose aim is to get
small artieles out of their auto-
mobiles and who shower bottles,

cans, wrmappings from s and
other itmes all along their route
of travel. These items may not he
as unsightly as a week’s home ac-
cumulation of frash but the bot-
tles and ecans can be death on a
mowing machine and they are hard
t0. clean up.

A dead ealf and a dead dog were
found side by side on a McCracken

and spoiling the atmosphere and
scenery alike. Reports from through-
out the state say that highways
have become @ favorite dumping
places of some filling station oper-
ators who throw away larze num-
bers of empty oil cans.

Tt is Cutlin’s hope that publie
opinion will force an end to the
needless aste of highway dump-
ing and heisuggests that civic clubs,
women’s clubs and other organiza-
tions make it a project of theirs to
conduct. county-wide cleanup cam-
paigns or maybe even a state cam-
paign.

We gather from the third verse
of the Vance Song an inkling of the
difference. between Judge Peter
Johnston @mnd the Elder: WVance:
There are several versions of the
song, The third verse, as given by
W. P. Vance, of Sword's Creek, Vir-
ginia, great-grandson of Elder
Vanee, indicates that the minister
blamed the judge for the severity-
of his punishment. It reads:

“The Judge he said he was my
friend,
Though Elliott's life I had saved

A juryman I did become
That Eliott he might live.”

There is anpther version of the
Vance Song, taken from its: oral
rendition in the Hatfield family of
West: Virginia, for Elder Abner
Vance was the great-grandfather of
Levil Anse Hatfield, the feud lead-
er of Lozan county. This verse, and
it is the verse that is rarely ever
the same with any cother rendition
of the song, follows:

“The judge called me 'incarnate
fiend; :

For Elliott’s life I saved;

I couldn't agree to Elliott's guilt,

Humanity belongs to the grave)

The first trial was held under
conditions of high emotional ten-
sion in Russell county. Hundreds
flocked to the little courthouse and
attempts to empanel a jury were
met with failure. Judge Johnston
authorized the gathering of a jury
from a neighbering county. The
Horton family and the Common-
wealth were aggressive and deter-
mined in the prosecution. How-
ever, a Vance proponent was on the
jury and it remained in disagree-
iment until Judge Johnston dismiss-
ed it as hopelessly ‘hanged.”

Here on the trial details we are
following the autherity of the his-
torian Adams, Tt is ‘at variance with
Emory L. Hdmilton, of Wise, who
studied the case. Hamilton prepared
a manuscript for the present writ-
er, of which this is a quote: “At
the sprinz term, 1818, he went on
trail for the murder of Lewis Hor-
ton. The court was presided over
by Judge Peter Johnston, father of
the famous Civil War General Jo-
geph E. Johnston, and the ‘trial at-
traoted a great deal of attention.
He was found guilty and Judge
Jehnston sentenced him to be hang=
ed on. Friday, July 17, 1818, His
.attorneys appealed the case and a
new trial was granted. The case
was docketed for trial at the Sep-
tember term of 1818, but a jury
could not be found in Russell coun=
iy, It was again set for trial at the
April term, 1819, but again a jury
could met be found. It was then
moved to Washington County Su-
perior Court where Abner Vance
was tried. the second time in May,
1219, and again found eilty ‘and
sentenced to Be hanged. Ancther
appeal was taken, but this time the
| appeal was refused.”
| Now fhat ail hope of judicial re-
| liaf was lost for the minister, the
Vance adherents bezan the cirenla-
tion of @ petition. Thousands sign-
ed the appeal for clemency to Gov.
James P, Preston, who refused to
intervensg.

It was printed as
a broadside and his flock sang it
in ehurch.
