Last weel;: I talked to you about deputy sheriffs and how I pro~ 
posed to adn.inister law enforcement in this county. This week I want 
to discuss a matter that at ftrst blush has little to do with law enforce­
ment but does have a lot to do \Vith making Floyd county a better 
place m which to live. · 

To begin with we are living jn r. county with a. declining economy. 
9ur coal 'field~ are in the doldrums as never before since the depress­
Ion. The Conner-Journal carried an article recently in which it was 
said that 7,000 miners in Eastern Kentucky lost their jobs last . 'ear. 
Ot~l· young men and W?men are leaving for other states. Is there any­
thmg the office of shenff can do to make Floyd county a better place 
to Jive? There is. 

To begin with Floyd ccunty need~ small 
industry. It needs little factories in our 
towns to keep oul' young people here for 
work. But men with money are not at­
tracted to a section except a section that 
has promise. Like the men who created 
the towns of David and Wheelwri~ht, to 
mention only two, they want model com­
munities in an atmosphere of good living 
and good life. 

The sheriff's office can assist in giving 
that to a county. The ftl'St impression of 
a county is often through its sheriff de-

partment. The office can develo::> for the 
county it serves a good neighbor policy 
with other counties and with men who 
visit us or who come to see the possibili­
ties of industrial development. This is 
just one of the details of the office that 
the old-line sheriff. had no cognizance of 
nor cared. But a new day must be brought 
to this county and the whole united will 
c-f the people and their officers must be 
enlisted to assist. This is a part of my 
platform.
