Rate Down 30 Cents,
Floyd Loses $26,266;
15 Counties Are Hit

For the school year which began
Wednesday the per capifa support
of education by the state will be
$28,10 per child, 39 cents less than
last year's rate, it was announced
in Frankfort,

Reason for the drop is that there
are more school-age children this
vear than last. The total amount to
be distributed will be the same.

But Floyd county. which lost a
school pepulation of 573, will re-
ceive $26,266 less than last year
from this fund, which is for: teach-
ers’ salaries and for no other pur-
pose. Last vear's $38.40 rate was an

The independent  Prestonsburg
distriet hiad a school population gain
of eight, which will' result in the
distriet receiving $136.60 more in per

capita funds this year than last.
The total per capita fund for Pres-
tonsburg, City Superintendent Chal- |
mer Frazier said; will be $32.346.90.

Fifteen county school distriets,
including many of the coal-mining
areas, will losé $£10,000 or more in
per capita aid ‘because of heavy
population losses.

only to family contacts under 30
and to pregnant weommen of any age.
Family contacts are the other mam-
bers of the family in which there is
a diagnosed case of polio.

Dr, Drake sald that since gamma
globulin is so limited, parents
should not depend on the possibili-
ty. of obtaining if, and practice polic
precautions as always:

The court’s resolutions point out
that the court advertised the 2445 -
000 bond issue for sale on two oc-
casions and that on' both a repre-
sentative of the W. C. Thornburgh
Company, with the company's full
consent and authority, was present
and refused to make eny legal bids
on the bonds or to sell the bonds
to another firm.

It also alleged that the Thorm-
burgh firm had information about
the bond sale but refused this in-
formation to other brokers. This,
the court claims, is why no bids
were received. It also contends that
since the second advertising of the
bond issue the company has made
no effort whatever to sell the bonds
and has not asked the cowrt to re-
advertise them.

The company several weeks ago,
at the urging of the county board,
reduced its fee from 1% to 9%
but, the court resolutions noint out,
has since demanded that its com-
pensation be Increased from 9 of
1% to 4%, an increase which would
have cost the board an additional
$13,780. This increase was asked, it
is claimed, with the knowledge “it
was In open and flagrant viclation
of State Department of Education
regulations.”

as “dabblers,” the name he usually |
applied to woodsmen.

To Parsons, he said: “Where wers
you ralsed?”, Henry replied that he
Was reared on Big Mud Creek, in
Floyd county, Kentucky. Then the
old feud leader fired another ques-
tion, with a grin: “Ever hear of
the Hatfield-MeCoy war?"® “Of
course,” Henry sald, “everybody has
heard of that war”, By this time
Johnse came up, and viewing the
evidence of his father's labor pir-
acy, explained: “You always take
my good men".

Henry was put to work at the mill,
offbearing lumber. At times he fired
the steam boiler or did any kind of
labor necessary. He got the muniti-
cent sum of T5c per day, In three or
four years Anse raised him to a dol-
lar. Maybe it was the fact that Hen-
Iy was a good hand around the farm
that earned him the raise for Anse
took him to his home and kept him
there a year. He cut corn and help-
ed in the sorghum making.

One Christmas Day Henry and
Devil Anse went hunting for hogs,
Before the turn of the last century
hogs ran wild in the woods of Lo-
gan county. Each had a mark on
the ear to determine ownership and
ever so often it was necessary to
Tound them up, When the two came
to a gap in the mountains Anse
lay down on the ground near his
trusted Winchester. Henry had be-
come i1l and the Iull in the hog-
hunt was welcome. Squirrels played
in the nearby trees and Henry shot
a few. Soon Anse began to talk
about the feud, and in all of the
six years' association with him,
Henry had never heard him talk so
much about the trouble with the
McCoys.

He related for Parsons the story
of the internationally famous feud.
One of the chief factors bringing
on the fighting, Anse said, was the
many wild hogs that Randolph Me-
Coy owned in the mountains. Since
Anse lived opposite the mouth of
FPeter Oreek on the West Virginia
side, and the McCoy chieftain only
six miles away on Blackberry Creek,
these hogs would come down to
Tug river, ford across iIn their
search for something to eat and
destroy the [Hatfield crops. Anse's
SOUE ~plak - thel i HERT™

hams and sides.

Hogs chased and torn by bear
dogs. and the bear hunting eanines
kept by the Hatfields were rugged
beasts, are not a matter serious
énough for general shooting but it
was one of the factors, Anse said,
that led up to the shooting. There
was a trial over the ownership of
a4 hog between Floyd Hatfield and
Randolph McCoy. Hatfield won and
MeCoy vowed vengeance, chiefly
because a lie, he said, had been
sworn, Things drifted along. Came
the fatal election day battle in
which the three sons of Randolph
MeCoy killed Ellison Hatfield. “El-
lison was my choice brother”, Anse
told Parsons.

Anse talked on and soon his mind
drifted back to Johnse's courtship
with Alifair MecCoy, Randolph’s
daughter. Some of the hogs had
been killed by Johnse's dogs and
when he went again on his regular
visit to see the daughter of the clan
| leader he was refused admitiance,
chiefly by Mrs. McCoy.

Johnse went again to see her, this
time armed with a .32 pistol. Big
Jim McCoy, Alifair's brother was
constable. He was one of the Mc-
Coys that the Hatfields really fear-
ed. “He was the nerviest man I ever
saw,” Anse told Parsons. However
when Johnse Hatfield came up to
the McCoy cabin the second time
after the hog killing it was Sallie
MeOoy, the girl's mother, that or-
dered him away. Big Jim stayed in
the backeround and did not inter-
fere.

Johnse retreated down the road
and as he did so his anger flared.
He began to fire the gun he car-
ried. When he had completed the
fusillade he had fired 20 times.
Since the shooting was on Sunday,
the McCoys, probably at the insti-
gation of Big Jim procured a war-
rant for Johnse and the constable
arrested him. Johnse paid a small
fined and went to jail several days.
All of which didn't lmprove the
famous temper.

The TReyv. Parsons contributes
some things new and many old that
he had from Devil Anse as to the
feud. He verifies that Valentine
Hatfield or Wall as he was called,
stood picket the night the three

In the Beech Creek valley were
huge forests of wvirgin timber. Anse,
after the feud had subsided, bought
it, thinking the title good. A lumber
company from Chio came in and
having aecquired an old patent, paid

the taxes and asserted title. Anse
saw his property in danger.
He summoned his 14 emplovees,

among whom were some of the
deadliest shots and most courageous
men in the mountains, and supplied
them with lanterns. He put them at
the task of cutting the biggest pop-
lar and oak trees, They worked all
night.

When | morning came and the
weary axmen started for the sham-
ty, Anse explained that he was al-
lowed to take off what fimber
had been out the prior days. “What
you dabblers did tonight will get
every one of Fou in the peénitent-
iary,” he joked.

The lumbericompany was pressing
Anse to get hls “down” timber off
and he was, ostensibly, comgplying
with their request. But Cap, the
flery son of the feud leader, re-
sented the “pushing around”, When
a group of “detectives,! as the Hat-
fields called them, came to the
woods in the employ of the lumber
company and began to counf the
stumps, the Hatfields fled to the
woods ' and “lald out.

Rev. Parsons was a Witness in
one of the killings that were per-
petrated in the section after the
feud, Elias, Troy and Cap had
trouble with one Dave Kenney of
Pike county who was following the
logzing jobs. Tt seems, Parsons Ye-
lates, that two lewd women had
Leen Prought into camp by some
of the men. Dave, it appears from
the evidence, had some things
against him in Kentucky, and fear-
ed the law. He suspicioned that
the women would betray him,

Kenney threatened to whip one
of the women but Cap sald: “No,
you don't. I'm boss when Pa's
gone’., Kenney reached up and
ierked one of the women off the
wazon, slapped her dowm in the
snow. When he did so he stated he
was the “best man that ever saw
Beech Creek.”” Parsons relates that
Cap stood up withh his Winchester
and in a tone, pregnant with po-
tentialities of sudden death, said:
“Take that back, Dave”. Parsons
was standing within a space of 40
feet ‘'of the wagon and hedard Dave
Kenney reply: “I won't”. Cap
sald: “You talked too far”. Sud-
denly the Pike county man went
for his revolver as he attempted to
seize Cap's Winchester. He would
have made it too but at that mom=-
ent, Troy Hatfield, who wes stand-
ing within a few feet, fired three
shots into Dave Kenney. He fell in
the snow beside the wagon. In the
irial, at which the Rev.
was & witness, Troy was acquitted.

Parsons married Lieinda Price
of Johnson county in 1899 and
went to housekeeping on Beech
Creek. The Parsons home was a
favorite stopping place for Anse as
he traveled up or down Beech. Mrs.
Parsons, herself a great admirer
of Anse, likes to describe him at
this time,

“He carried a big leather ‘shot
pouch' on his side, a .44 revolver
and & 45:90 Winchester, Most of
the time he had another smaller
revolver in the ‘shot. pouch’, too”,
she sald. Rev. Parsons chimed in
to tell about tHe large hunting
knife he carried also and the large
amount of ammunition. The feud
leader must have been a walking
arsenal.

Rev. HRenry Parsons started
preaching in 1910 and, while he
is really 76 years of age, he looks

Applicable, Holifield Says
To City Electric Boards

Frankfort, Ky., June 22—FElectric

Grauman Opinion Says
Affidavit Supporting
Motion Lacking Facts

“The affidavit does not contain
facts but contains only conclusions,
generalities and hearsay,” comment-
ed Special Judge Lawrence S, Grau-
man, of Louisville, in a written
opinion discussing at length alle-
gations made by four plaintiffs in
an affidavit filed Monday in support
of a motion to require Judge Gran-
man to vacate the bench in the
trial of three Tax League cases here.

He overruled the motion to vacate

The affidavit, signed by Jesse K.
Lewis, attorney for the Floyd Coun-
ty Good Government Taxpayers
League, and by four League direct-
ors, Gorman Colling, Polk Saunders.
Woodrow “Horne and Dr. Edw, B.
Leslie, stated they did not believe
the special judge would afford them
a fair and impartial trial. The cases
in which Grauman was asked to
vacate were thase of Henry Stumbo,
A. B. Meade and Clive Akers.

In support of the motion the 4ffi-
davit inmcluded these :allegations:

That the resination of Judge
Lawrence F. Speckman, a Republi-
can, as speeial judze was forced by
subterfuge and that the appoint-
ment of Judge Grawman to hear
the cases was effected through poli-
tical connections linking Floyd
county, place of the hearings, and
Jefferson county, home cf Judge
Grauman, with Frankfort,

That Judgeé Speckman jgnored
political considerations and that
after he had held a ‘hearing - her
the remark was made that unless
the defendants “got rid of Judze
Speckman  all their cases
gone;” thaf a letler was written the
Gourt of Appeals to give them poli-
tical relief.

Residents of Floyd county received
a fotal of $51,705 in public assistance
payments last month, according to
a report from Aaren Paul, director

| Children and Ald to Needy Blindi
programs.

The payments were divided this
way.

Needy old persons, $22,789; fami- |
lies of dependent children, $27,152,
and indigent blind, §1,764.

A total of $3345632 was distrib-
buted to the needy throughout the
state last ‘month, compared with
$3,333.804 in April. May totals pave
$1,948.202 to the aged; $1,305303 to
dependent children, and $02,227 to
the blind,

Average payments remained al-
most unchanged from April, Paul
said.

So, for those who don’t get
to fish a great deal there has been

greatly reduces and sometimes al-
most eliminates the tendency to
backlash.

The man who fishes a good deal
or who is long on manual dexterity
should learn fto cast without this
device to get greatest accuracy,
distance and ease in casting; he
should learn to use a free-running
reel. (According to Jason Lucas, a
free-running reel does not mean
a free-spool but a regular one with
the antibacklash device not in op-
eration and the end caps so loose
that one can Jeel a slight click
when the spool is shaken sidewise.)

The average angler who doesn't
et to fish nearly as much as he'd
like to should by all means use his
sntibacklash. But he should realize
before buying a reel that the less
the total-spool-and-crank-weight,
the lighter he can set the antiback-8
lash to countéract inertia—so the
more accuracy, the darther, and
with the least effort he can cast.
