Publicity of the Kentucky
Railroad Association which
has gone out to the state’s
newspapers tells quite effec-
tively the story of the rails’
tax contributions to the
Commonwealth and its coun-
ties.

We accept the figures:
$7,107,685.565 in all during
1952; $44,5637.04 to Floyd
county for general taxes and
$113,394.83 in county school
taxes.

The news rélease, accu-
rate as it was, tells only a
part of the story—and we
don’t accept that. It points
out that the railroads paid
T0 times more in taxes for

such purposes than did com-
mon carrier frucks. True
enaugh, perhaps.

But it ish’t exactly fair to
the trucks to stop there, al-
though we perhaps should
not expect the Railroad As-
sociation to supply the fig-|
ures. It should be pointed
out that the trucks do a joby;
too, in making up the state's
fiscdl “pot.” For instance:

The state road fund receiv-
ed items of money such as
this from motor transport:
$285,360.75 from bus mile-
age tax; $1,101,026.24 from
truck Welght t‘ax and add-
ed to these were fines for
motor law violations, bus
certificates, taxi licenses,

{truck permifs and certifi-

cates, the driver’s license
fax, etcetexa: — all netting
the state road fund a total
of $2,058,751.44.

We hold no briea? for eith-
er group as they gird them-
selves for future legislative
skirmishes. All we want is
the facts, ma’am.

The old Johnson nbme on
Breeding’s Creek, Knotl county,
that was built in the first de-
cade of the nineteenth century.
Standing is Patrick Johnson, 83
who has spent his entire life in
the house, If was built by his
great grandfather.

Mr., and Mrs, Jethro Am-
burgey, Hindman, standing by
the “eourting chair” made for
Rev. Simeon Justice, Revolution-
ary soldier and their ancestor.
The chair descended through
the Smiths who were allied by
marriage to the Johnsons.

Five old persons living in a
house that is approximately a
century and a half old. Living
with the ‘memories of their
pioneer family that came over
the mountains from
River in North Carolina when
Floyd county was a wilderness
empire, full of game and savage
Indians.

The old house stands near the
motith of Breeding's Creek in
Knott county, and living there are
‘three brothers and two sisters—
Patrick, John D., Sidney, Eliza-
beth and Allie Johnson. Four are
unmarried. Patrick, the eldest, is
83. Around them are memories.
Looking down upon them from
decades long past are portraits
of their forbears, some dressed
in the formal clothes of the time.
Pictures of Simeon Johnson,
‘scholar, teacher and lawyer,
Fielding and Sarah Dotson John-
son, Fielding, lawyer and land-
owner was the first county attor-
ney of Knott county when it was
‘separated from Floyd county and
organized in 1884.

They sleep in corded four-
poster beds that Sarah Dotson
Johnson, wife of Fielding, brought
ito the old house as a part of the
personalty from the Mansion
House of Wise, Virginia. She was
a daughter of Jackie and Lucinda
ﬁatney Dolson, of Wise. Jackie
#,83 the first sheriff of Wise and

he died Mrs. Johnson's part
of the Mansion House’s furnish-
ings were brought to her home
on Breeding's Creek.

One of the old corded, hand-
turned beds, is called The Apple
Bed; another, the acorn—because
an apple is carved on the end
of each post of one and an acorn
is carved on the posts of the
other. One s finished with
varnish by seme Virginia crafts-
man, the other is unfinished. On|
them are ‘edveriets, made by |
hands long since dead. They
show you, these old people,
pitchers, lacquered in gold from
the Virginia Matney family, and
tableware from the Mansion
House, which was actually the
Dotson Hotel, one of the famous
hostelries in Southwest Virginia.
There is the Wedding Plate, a
large platter from which each
Johnson bride and groom ate his
or her dinner. When President

sketched them. The old people
prepared a giant turkey, served
him on the Wedding Plate.
Sitting under the picture and
an old Kentucky rifle that be-
longed to George Washington
Johnson, and with which he
killed deer, these old people
show you, from an old trunk,

Sarah Dotson Johnson, preserved
for almost three - quarters of a
century. There are the baby
clothes of Simeon Johnson who
lived to be old and has been dead
for decades.

Patrick Johnson stirs the fire
in. the ancient fireplace. You
are sitting where oldsters prom-
inent in early Eastern Kentucky
history sat, for the old house was
a famous stopping place on the
road from Whitesburg to Me-
Pherson, now Hindman, Pres-
tonsburg and Kentucky river
towns.

Simeon Justice was a
drummer boy in the Revolution-
ary army, but it would have
seemed incongruous to have
made 'stich a statement in 1834
when he and Adelphia Johnson
mounted horses for the trip to
Hazard to get married.

BCG is especially useful for im-
munizing groups of people who
are particuiarly vulnerable to TB
and heavily exposed to @ the
germs: doctors, medical students,
and nurses; hospital and labor-
atory workers; people unavoid-
ably exposed to imfection in the
home, and children and certain
adults who are believed {o have
poor resistance to TB and who
live  in communities where the
disease is unusually prevalent.

Until an ideal vaccine is dis- |
covered and given to all people,
the slower, proved ‘methods of
| TB contrel must be carried on.
All people must learn how to
against TB.
Every effort must be made to
find all the cases of TB, find
them early, and get them: Lreated
in TB hospxtals. Later break-
doewns of patients whose disease
has been - cured must be prevent-
ed through the use of modern
rehabilitation techniques. And,
finally, scientific research must
be intensified to find better!

1Board Completes

Report On Water

Frankfort, Ky, Jan, 11—A report
on the chemical character of sur-
face waters in Kentucky—the resulf
of a two-year study—has been com-
pleted by fthe State Agricultural
and Industiial Development Board
in conjunction with the State Geao-
logical Survey and the U, 8. Depart-
ment of Interior.

The report — published by the
Board—contains data “useful for
many purposes and parficularly in
regard to the industrial and public
use of the water” according to Phil
M. Miles, head of the Maps and
Minerals Division of the board.

“The data on quality of water are
valuable for the loeation and opéra-
tion of industrial plants, processing
and manufacturing of products, se-
lectionn of sources for public sup-
plies, design and operation of water
supply systems, maintenance, of
wildlife, fish population and live-
stock,” Miles added.

The administration 1s anxious to
increase the atate’s revenue and its
program for doing this, at least
for the present, does not include
any drastic revision of the Kentucky
tax structure. The Governor has in-
dicated he would prefer such over-
hauling wait for his sucecessor al-
though he has declared he would
not: oppose the legislature.

Should the legislature consent to
a sales tax law, such as Brown pro-
poses, it is Hkely that it would be
in another bill bearing a label more
acceptable to the administration.
The proposal by Brown submitted
last week was called a preliminary
draft since the final bill has mot
been completed,

Meantime, important groups out-
side Frankfort and outside the ad-
ministration are studying the Brown
measure along with other broad-
base’ tax plans as possible substi-
tutes for present tax laws.
