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PERKINS ASKS

Urges Locks and Dams
for Rivers, Building
Gf Schools in Area

WASHHTI‘ON‘ Jan. 25 — Repre-
sentative Oarl Perkins of Kentucky
said today fhat something must be
done to relieve the critical unem-
ployment sithation in Bastern Ken-
tucky,

Perkins said in a speech delivered
m the Hpuse that Ehe unemploy-
ment problem in Eastern Kentucky
¢an be solved by canalization of the
Big Sandy River, development of
navigation on the Kentucky River,
and construction of much-needed
schiools,

He is the author of bills to author-
ze & $75,000,000 impravement pro-
gram on the Big Sandy and Ken-

emergency Federal-aid sehool pro-
gram. The latter ealls for expendi-
ture of half a bilion dollars annual-
1y for three years. The sehool con-
struction money weuld be allocated
among the various states.

Perkins said the unemployment
level in Pike County, Ky.. was 21.7
per cent, many times the national
rate of three per cent, last Decem-
ber.

And, he added. the insured unem-
ployment rate for the entire East-
ern Kentucky area is approximately
18 per cent, also many times the na-
tional average.

“In addition,” he said, “a large
number of workers in the area, in-
cluding practically all the miners,
are receiving only part-time em-
{ployment of less than three days
per week."

Perking said purchasing power of
the area is Mrastically reduced and
| “business faflures are approaching
| the rate of the depression years in
the early 30s.”

He said 24 coal mines in Eastern
| Kentucky have been shut down, af-
lfe! ting miore than 2,500 men.

Canalization of the Big Sandy
River and development of naviga-
tion facilities on the Kentucky Ri-
ver, he said, “is one of the answers
Lo our economic problem in Eastern
Kentucky.”

“These long-needed improve-
ments,” he added, “can be done
now by the utilization of a portion
of the labor cf the more than 60;-
000 unemployed persons in thege
two valleys, pending a revival of the
demand for coal which economists
| predict will double by 1960.”
| There is also immediate nieed for
modernization of school facilities in
the area, Perkins added. He siid a
school survey authoriized by Con-
gress showed an immediate need for
a $66,000,000 building program in 13
Eastern EKentucky counties,

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Kentucky properly owners are
required to list their property
withh the eounty tax commis-
sioners by March 1. The listing
is on property owned as oi Jan.
1 and is the basis for 1954 prop-
erty taxes, the State Department

|of Revenue reminded today.

Many persons find out too late
that 1iheir property has been
omited from the tax roll. They
are then required to pay a pen-

alty of 10 per cent plus interm‘t,
because their property was omit- |

ted. While the county fax com-
missioners use all available
means in an effort to assess all
property, it is still the taxpayer’s
responsibility to list his properiy.

All real estate, tangible and in-
tangible property owned by a
person should be listed with the
county tax commissioner.) Tang-
ible property includes auto-
mobiles, household furmishings,
inventories, farm machinery, and
livestock, to name only a few
classes. Intangible property in-
cludes such items as stoeks and
bonds, moertgapes, notes'and ac-
counts receivable.

Railroad Service
Being Ab_arifloned

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 25—The Ken-
tuecky Rallroad Commission took no-
tice of a definite trend toward
abandonment of local freight and

| passenger service, and the increas-
| ing use of other methods of trans-

portation in its biennial report of
operations.

The: Commission noted that dur-
Ing the period there were filed he-
fore it 47 actions—35 of which were
deecided, and 12 left pending—main-
ly ‘involving retirement of railroad
stock-pens, stations, shelter sheds
and tracks, and discontinuance of
regular stops. employees’ serviceés or
train services.

“Statisties presented by the rail-
roads tell a story of disuse of local
services by the fraveling and ship-
ping publie,” the commission report-
ed. “Explanation for this disuse is
found in the tremendous increase in
motor vehicle rezistrations in the
state, and the entire country.

“Thig increase is apparent both in
passenger vehicles and trucks. The
motor fransportation has expanded
greatly. It is likely that the inerease
in private automobile ownership hag
cut deeply into the railroads’ local
passenger service patronage, and
that the increase in motor trans-
portation service has likewise in-
fluenced the decline in use of local
freight service.”

It 'was suggested that the .com-
mission—composed of Frank L. Mec-
Carthy, Lexington, chairman; Frank
A. Stubblefield, Murray, and Pleaz
William Mobley, Manc¢hester—had
held hearings on important cues-
tions in Frankfort that might better
have been held nearer the areas af-
fected—but that serious budgetary
problems prevented such a course,

Durable goods con-
sumption seems to be leveling off,
as 1s refleeted in the plans of
automobile companies to produce
less im 1954 than in the peak year
of 19563. While it is true that in-
ventories are not greatly out of
line with sales, it appears im-
probable that recent rates of in-
ventery accumulation - can be
| maintained. This is particulariy’
true in the markets for durable
goods in which there has been
an involuntary rise in inventories.
| Sinee prosperity depends on con-
| tinuation of past rates of growth,
recession can be avoided only by
the emergence of new spending
in other spheres, such as business
expenditure in developing new
methods and new produgts and
increased state construetion of
highways.

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Unemployment Pay|*
Over $17 Million

Frankfort, Ky. Jan. 25—Benefits
totaling $17,604,000 were paid by the
Division of Unemployment Insur-
ance to unemployed workers last
year, it was announced today by
Vezo E. '‘Barnes, commissioner of
Economic Security, The 1952 total
was approximately $15,140,000.

The increase was attributed by
‘Barnes to a larger number of elaims
In key industries, tobacco, coal min-
ing, apparel and distillinz, and in-
ereases in average payments for s
week of total unempleyment.

Amendments to the Unemploy-
ment Insurance law, effective April
1, 1852, raised weekly henefits ceil-
ings to $28 for 26 weeks from a
preyious high of 524 a week for 24
weeks. Average payment for a week
of total unemployment was $22.74
last year, compared with $19.46 in
1952 and $16.84 in 1951.

A high number of claims last|
month brought the total for 1953
to 138,978 initial elaims and 1,0217,-
142 continued claims, with a subs-
tantial number of unemployed from
higher wage brackets. Tast month’s
elaims followed an upward trend of
recent months, with 19,148 initial
and 145,095 continued claims.

About a fourth of the'new claims
were in mining, 23 per cenf in con-
struction, and 33 per cent in manu-
facturing. Heaviest manufacturing
layoifs appeared in the apparel,
lumber and furniture, and metals
industries.

Four areas—Morehead, Mayfield,
Pikeville and Somerset—had in ex-
cess of 200 unemployed for each
1,000 persons working in ecovered
employment. Morehead's high rate
was because of layofis in the clay
industry, in addition to large num-
bers of interstate claimants, May-
field’s unemployed came mostly
from apparel and construction
firms, Pikeville’s from coal mining,
and Somerset’s from construction
and lumber industries.

Eight other areas, Bowling Green,
Corpin, Danville, Hazard, Hopkins-
ville, Madisonville, Prestonsburg and
Winchester had from 100 to 199 un-
employed for each 1,000 persons
working.

New applications for jobs last
month were ten per cent above No-
vember, 61 per cent above Decems-
ber, 1852. During December;, 3214
persons were placed in non-agricul-
tural jobs, bringing the year's total
to 34,456, slightly below the 1852
placement total of 35542. There
were 1507 farm jobs {filled, com-
pared to 478 im November. 37,843
farm jobs filled during the year,
down sharply from the 1952 total of
58,515 jobs.
