A bill was introduced in (he
state Senate last week to repeal
comparative signature law in
all counties of the state except
Jefferson.

The Court of Appeals ruled Feb- |
ruary 12, that use of r:ompar:u.l\re-'
gignature books in elections in this |
state is manditory. e}

FEight persons are under indiet-
ment here for failure as election |
officers ta comply with the com- |
parative-signature law. By mnext/
election the county Registration and
Purgation Board will be in position
to sean every signature beck from
all the county’s 60 precincts to de-
termine if they were used as re-
quired by statube, it was sald this
week by S. R. Hatcher, secretary of
the hoard.

The Tuling came in a deeision
voiding' a recemt wet-dry 1local
option election in the city of Mid-
dlesboro, 'in which the drys were
deelared the winners by 79 votes.

Ward Cites Gam
In Tourist Industry

Frankfort, Ky., Feb. 24 (Spl)—
Although Kentucky has advanced

‘rapidly as a tourist state, it has

actually only scratched the sur-
|'face of its tourist potential, Com-
missioner of Conservation Henry
Ward said in a speech at a Chi-
cago luncheon today.

. Kentucky has the finest state
parks in the country and many
new privately-cperated acommo-
dations for tourists but “many of
our state parks are but little be-
yvond the beginning of develop-
ment”’ and private accommoda-
tions are often over-filled during
the vacation season, Ward said.
“In brief, Kentucky' has a long
way to go before it reaches the
saturation point in its develop-
ment of recreational programs
and travel attractions.”

The speech was delivered be-
{fore a meeting of the Northern
Great Lakes Area Council , a pro-
motional organization with head-
guarters in Chicage. Also partici-
pating in the luncheon were
members of the Mid-West Travel
the National
Assaciation of Travel Organiza-
tions and officials of the National

Travel Show now being conduet-

ed in Chicago.

Ward ingited all listeners to
visit Kentucky's booth at the tra-
vel show and to spend a vacation
in the Bluegrass State.

parks during the last six years
and that all 24 of Kentucky's
parks Rave been improveds Park
attendance during the period has
ineredgsed until 3,261,500 persons
visited the parks last year. Near-
ly £400,000,000 was spent on tra-

! vel in Kentucky in 1952

He said demand is still
ahead of the accommodations
available, and that the parks can
handle only a small portion of
the requests it reeeives for res-
ervations each year.

Ward said the state govern-
ment takes the position thaf it is
in partpership with private busi-
ness in developing Kentucky's
travel indusiry.

“The individuals interested in
the development of such a great
recreational project as the Ken-
tucky Lake area would have made

whole job themselves. The state,
working with them, has been
able to decomplish a minor mir-
acle in a ecomparatively short
period of time,” Ward pointed out.

“That is the objective of the
whole state program—to supple-
ment what private business is do-
ing, to encourage the right ap-
proach Lo design and constiue-
ttonn. and operation of facilities
serving the fraveling public, By
building excellent facilities n a
stale park in one of the new
areas and operating them suf-
ficiently -and with the best in-
terests of the publie in mind, the
state has assisted in creating a
good reputation for the area, and
has been able to advertise it as
‘a spot that fourists can plan to
visit with the assurance they will
be treated properly.”

Ward said that an advertising
program being carried on by the
Division of Publicity was helping
to get persons to visit Kentucky
and take advantage of both State
and private accommodations.

He said this effort is directed
toward the ebjective of “making

Il the name ‘Kentucky' stand out in

sueh a way that when people start
thinking of a trip they will decide
they ought to investigate the
Bluegrass State.”

Both the development of parks
and the state's -premoti_c‘un program
are designed “to make Kentucky
a better place in which to live
and \in which to enjoy life—
