Dr. George P. Archer, chairman
0f.  the Frestonsburg Board of
Education declared, “This issue

statement in reviewing the county
board's reaction to the city bhoard’s
offer of half the cost of the build-~
ing if this money could be matched
by the county' system. The county
board pleaded inability to match
the amount offered by the city
group.

He fixed the total to be raised
by the 5-to-35-cent levy proposed
at $155,000, and pointed out that
a tax rate of 35 cents per $100
valuation, baseéd on county assess-
ment, will realize $10,700 a year.
This annual income, he said, will
amortize the bond issue in 25 years.

Replying to the claim that the
added tax “will run us out of town,”
Dr. Archer pointed out that Pres-
tonsburg property-owners pay ap-
proximately $30,000 a4 year for
education; that Paintsville’s pay
74,300 and Pikeville's pay $80,029.
These figures, he added, are ex-
clusive of taxes paid by companies
and for franchises.

“If,” he said, “the argument that
the 35-cent tax will run us out of
town is sound, why don’t the people
of Paintsyille and Pikeville move to
Prestonsburg?”

Fipgures he produced showed that
T18% of thé money fo amortize
the bond issue will be paid by comp-~
anies, leaving the individual prop-
erty-owner to pay 2849%.

As corn planting time is almost
here once again, farmers will want
to give special considerations to beth
soil fertility and varieties.

Fertilizer is one of the cheapest
prodyets a farmer can buy. You
can't get along without friends and
if you are a farmer you can't get
along without plant food. Each
farmer wants to use every pound
of plant food he needs bub not one
pound that he doesn't need. We can
find out how much and what kind
you need by the soil test. When ¥ou
there are

certain ways of saving nioney.

Let us take two grades of fer-
tilizer 3-9-6 and a 5-10-10 by adding
the numbers we find that there afe
18 pounds of plant food in 100 Ibs:
of 3-9-6 and 25 Ibs in a 5-10-10 per
himdred pound. So if we divide the
number of pounds into the price
per hundred, we can tell which will
be the chesper. Don't buy bags of
fertilizer, buy pounds of plant food.

Every adult should go to his doc-
tor for a physical checkup and a
chest X-ray once 4 year, oftener if
there is reason to suspect that he
has been exposed to infection from
an active case of TB. The eye of
the X-ray cau see beneath the sur-
face. With this and other scientific
tests, the doctor cas discever tuber-
culosis before there are any obvious
outward signs of the disease.

PIKE-CO. PRISONER

WOULD CHANGE THINGS TO FIT

PIKEVILLE, Ky., March 15—
Prisoner Hiram Bailey, who feels
a bath is a man’s right and a
sizeable bed a necessity, used cold
legal language today to tear apart
the Pike County jail—a source
of warm pride to Jailer Frank
Coleman.

Bailey asked the Pike Circuit
Court to order Coleman to let him |
install a shower in the jail at his |
own expense. The 58-year-old
motel owner; who drew a 60-day
sentence for selling liguor on the
side, also requested permission to
provide himself with a suitable
bed and bed clothing.

In his request for a mandatory
injunction against Coleman, Bail-
ey ‘advised the court “that the
plaintiff . . . . weighs in exeess of
300 pounds and is 6 feet, 2 inches
tall and on medical advice is on
a diet which diet does not include
soup beans and potatoes, the maj-
or items of food served to prison-
ers in the Pike County jail, and
that the bed and bed clothing pro-
vided the plaintiff are not suffi-
cient to make him comfortable. |

Coleman, whose lack of sym-
pathy may stem from the fact that
he's a full foot shorter and 150
pounds or more lighter than ‘Bail-
ey, said: “Every prisoner in my
jail is being treated alike.”

Coleman said, “Bailey also ask-
ed for a te]ev:swn set, a telephone
and seclusion from other prison-
ers, He didn’t get them.” None of
these items was asked for in the
suit.

The jailer pointed out that the
grand jury which adjourned last
w(_-:r:r!( had praised him for main-
taining a clean and sanitary jail.

The jury also recommended that

[ Coleman's,

at least one shower be installed
on each floor of the jail, which
has neither a bath nor shower.
Shower rooms were built with the |
jail but showers were never put |
in,

Bailey's atforney, Francis M.
and F. Dale Burke, said their
client must QIeep on a steel cot
which is only six feef long and 30
inches wide and a mattress only
two inches thick.

The Senate has approved establish-
ment of a Dairy Commission which
would promote the sale of dairy
produects with funds which dairy
farmers themselves would provide.
Elections are proposed under the
terms of the bill to allow the farm-
ers to decide whether they would
enter the plan.

The legislators must choose this
week on two of three constitutional
amendments to offer the voters. The
three are: Reduce the voting age
to 18; allow prosecuting attorneys
fixed salaries instead of fees as at
present, and exempt household goods
from taxation. Only two amend-
ments may he voted in an election.

Only one administration measure
has been defeated in a floor vote in
the present session. The House, in a
22 to 56 vole, beat a proposal that
the purchase dates for automobile

January 1. But this was guickly sal-
vaged Tor possible action this week
on a maotion by Floor Leader Harry
King Lowman Lo reconsider the
vole.

Lowman promised an amendment
Acceptable to ppponents if the meas-
ure is again brought up for a vote.
The hill also would require registra-
tion of metor vehicles in the eoun-
ty in which they are prineipally op-
erated.

Commenting on Lowman’s action,
Representative James: Lanmibert, mi-
nority floor leader, of Rockeastle
county, said: “We killed this bill
fair and square. How do you kill a
bill in this House so it will stay
killed ?"

Prepackaged Food Items
To Be Spot-Checked Soon,
Commiissioner Adams Says

Eleven fieldmen from the Depart.
ment’s Division of Weights and
Measures have commenced spot
checks on various prepackaged items
offered by the retail and wholesale
outlets in the state of Kentucky,
Coemmissioner of Agriculture Ben S.
Adam announced today.

The Director of the Division of
Weights and Measures, George L.
Johnson, reports that preliminary
reports Irom his reptesentatives in
the field disclose that at least 907
of the packages of flour and meal
have been' checked thus far
have weighed out less than the
weight indieated on the package.
Other field reports indieale that
field seeds and dairy feed§ are in
many. instances short of the weight
stamped on the containers.

Johnson pointed out that both in
the case of flour and meal, as well
as seed and feeds, that some shrink-
age may be expected because of
evaporation from the time fhe com- |
modity is packed until purchase is
made by the consumer. Johnson
added that it is the responsibility
of the relailer, wholesalér and pack-
£ to see that the consumer gets' all
that he pays for by weight. In all
cases where short weight is found;
that item is stamped to indicate it
15 “illezal for sale” and renioved
from the dealersg shelves.

Johmson cited the Department
regulation which states: ‘“the term
‘net weight when packed’ shall not
be used, as it is not necessarily a
statement of net weight when of-
fered for sale™

The Agriculture Depsriment de-
cided L6 inaugurate the prepackage
nspection program after a sutvey
it ‘cahducted edrlier this year, THIS
survey covered retail stores in: to
Heitbucky towns.

Signature Law Repeal

To Fail of App_roval

At Present Assembly
A Tew days remain of the

present session of the General
Assembly and the comparative

signature law in the 119 counties |

of the stat¢e may be presumed
to undergo no repeal at this time.
Jefferson county is excluded from
provisions of the law as il now
stands.

That is because Goyernor Weth-
erbyy, who opposes repeal; now
has the whip hand of a veto ihat
cannot be overriden. And there
is no doubt but that he would |
veto ity The law requiring voters |
to sign their names to gualify for
a ballot was a key in the model
registration law the Governor
sponsored in 1952

The Governor is allowed 1o
keep a bill 10 dayvs before he votes
it, approves it, or lets it become
a law without doing either.

Aside from the parlimentary
death thus assured for the repeal-
er, Senate Bill 141 actually has
been peacefully at rest for t\\o.
weeks. That i8 'to 'say i
sponsor, Senator Wayne W. ch' 4
man, Mayfield, and its advocate, |
Lieutenant Governor Emerson |
Beauchamp, have not beeti push- |
ing for passage. |

The bill has had its two réad- |
ings in the Sehate since February
16. It is new in the rules eom-
mittee but, if that committee so
desired, it could be pulled out for
a vote at any time.

This bill 'would have repealed
the signature requirement in all
counties but Jefferson, where it
has been the law since 1930,
Friends of the bill based its merit
upon the ground that rural vofers
do not like to be forced to sign |
their names.
