failed to sign the comparative-

The recent rulmg, upholding
‘the law was Tade in a suit con-
testing a loeal-option election held
at Catlettsburg last June 23. The
wet-dry election produced a 221-
vote victory for the dry forces.

But 278 persons who voted in
the election did not sign the com-
parative-signature book. When
the contest suit was filed, 99 of
these persons testified they had
voted dry. The other 128 persons
refused on Constitutional grounds
to reveal how they had voted.

Boyd Circuit Judge Watt® M.
Prichard overruled a motion that
he require these 128 voters to dis-
close how they had voted on the
theory they were legal wvoters,
even though they had failed to
sign the comparative-signature
book. Judge Prichard dismissed
the contest suit and upheld the
dry victory.

- But Judge Prichard erred, the
Court of Appeals said.

Since the comparative-signa-
ture law is Constitutional, and
since use of comparative-signa-
ture books is mandatory in Ken-
tucky elections, the Appellate
Court said the 278 Catlettsburg
voters were illegal voters. =

Therefore, Judge Prichard
should have compelled all of them
to tell how they voted and should
have deducted these votes from
the totals to determine the out-
come of the election.

The case was sent back to Boyd
Circuit Court with instructions to
Judge Prichard to follow this pro-
cedure. Catlettsburg, meantime,
remains wet.

The appellate opinion, written
by Judge Parker W. Duncan,
noted that the election contes-
tants had raised the question of
the law's constitutionality, con-
tending it violated these sections
of the charter.

Senator Cooper last week arramged
& meeting between the Secretary of
the Interior and representatives of
the ‘coal industry to develop a de-
finite program of Federal action.
Among the recommendations made
during the four-hour session, Sen-
ator Cooper reported, was the exs
pansion of federsl purchases of
coal, as well as restriction on the
importation of residual fuel oil,

The Commerce Department sur-
vey explored in considerahle detail
the henefieial effect from the devel-
opment, of the waterways and water
resources in Eastern Kentucky and,
Senator Cooper pointed out, that
this will mot only improve the eom-
petitive position of Kentucky coal
with respect to transportation costs,
but will provide water supplies need-
ed for any future industrial ex-
pansion.

The action of the Senate Public
Works Committee in authorizing a
re-examination of the comprehen-
sive plan for the Kentucky River,
the Commerce survey team found
“is a major step in exploring the
possibilities for full development” of
this water resource, Senator Coop-
er said. Since the survey was com-
pleted, the Publie Works Commit-
tee has also approved a resolution by
Senator Cooper for a re-examination
of the Big Sandy River projects.

Greater use of federal and state
teehnical assistance was also sug-
gested by the 'Commerce Depart-
ment, report, aceording to the Sen-
ator.

The Survey by the Area Develop-
ment Division was made during the
week of February 8, by Victor Rot-
erus, chief and Gustav E. Larsen,
assistant chief. The action resulted
from a general policy announced by
the Administration to help econ-
omically depressed areas. As stated
in the Commerce report, the policy
was issued by President Eisenhow-
er in December, 1953 with the goal
of providing “assistance to spet
areas of substantial labor surplus.”
Following issuance of this policy,
thet report says, “Senator John
Sherman Cooper of Kentucky called
the attention of Secretary of Com-
merce Sinclair Weeks to the prob-
lems in East Kentucky, and request-
ed that a survey be made to deter-
mine if these policies could assist
the situation there and to make a
general examination of economic
conditions. In response to Senator
Cooper’s request, the Secretary di-
rected two members of the Area
Development Division to make such
an examination through personal
visitation.”

Candrdate for Congress
Holds Campaign Rally
At Hindman, Satarday

James W. Wine, Pikeville attor-
ney, officially opened at Hindman,
Saturday, his campaign for the
Seventh district Democratic nomina-
tion for Censress by declaring that
Eastern Kentucky's need for sur-
vival “Is above polities.”

Wine told a rally at the Kmnott

county courthouse that Eastern
Kentucky needs a “positive’ pro-
gram.”

The candidate, a former U. S.
Commissioner for the BEastern Dis-
trict of Kentucky, told his audience
of about 1,000 persons from the 13
counties in the district, that Fastern
Kentucky’s people are “abused, con-
fused and used by faulty leadership.”
He charged that Eastéern Kentucky
has been neglected when compared
with other areas throughout Ken-
tucky and the nation.

The area, he sald, is “far behind
other regions in public works, roads
and school aid from the federal gov-
ernment.”

The Pike countian said that if
elected he would promote the for-
mation jof an advisery council, re-
presenting miners, businessmen,
farmers and civic groups within the
Seventh District's 13 counties. He
stated that he would meet with the
council in the distriet periodically
to seek its advice on Eastern Ken-
tucky’s needs and to push plans for
area improvement,

Wine touched on his early back-
ground in Knott and Floyd counties
before entering the University of
Kentueky from which Rle received
his law degree.

The candidate, praised by a group
of Eastern Kentucky leaders who
endorsed him at the rally, beamed
most at references to 'the twin sons
born to his wife earlier in the week
at Pikeville. The Wines also: have |
two other children.

Other speakers on the program
referred to0 [Eastern Kentueky's
widespread unemployment, particu-
larly in the coal industry, and to
the area's meed for strong, positive
and new leadership.

Knott County Judge Dennis Stur-
gill, who welcomed Wine's support-
ers to the rally, cited the large num-
ber of unemployed Eastern Ken-
tuckians now receiving emergency
relief in the form of “commodities.”
“We mneed leadership, not charity,”
he said.

Ray Chapman, a miner and union

member from Pike county's huge
Pond Creek coal fields, declared
that “nothing has been done” fori
Eastern Kentucky. Chapman, who
said many miners are backing Wine,
added, “Miners know James Wine.
He has the kind of leadership and
ability that is needed fo ease our
present condition.”
. DYy A Ar Pagempresidentrof Pike-
ville College, addresserd some of his
remarks direetly to the many young
people at the rally. “Young people,”
he said, “hold the key to Eastern
Kentucky’s future and they will be
one of the biggest factors in its im-
provement. They are looking for
leadership.”

Benny at Betsy Layne. She worked
with him about one year.

They went
from school to school holding daily
Bible classes.

Arman Wright was sent as 8 pas-
tor, and stayved six months helping
he girls. The girls lived on “Big

school in the Grethel schoolhouse.

They stayed about a year .at this
place.

/ this time the girls had 10
gchools they visited, riding in a

jeep aver the rough roads to get to
the schools, in good weather or bad.
They next moved
bullding at the mouth of Branham’s
creek, then to a house one and a
half miles farther on, staying =a
and 2 half. The people sold
property and the girls had fo
e back into the store building,
here they held Sunday School.
About this time ZEleanor Akers
hiad to leave her work for a period
of six months. The long rides over

rough roads in the jeep had caused
2 back ailment which laid her up|
for a while.

After Eleanor left, two more girls
sent to help Mary Lou. One,
a school mate of Eleanor’s, was Miss
Eileen Kernan, Canistal, N. Y., and
T.ois Allen, Richburg, N. Y., was the
other. After six months Eleanor
returned, leaving four to carry on
the work started.

The girls used the store building,
leaving the shelves in place, but
put in seats and a piano.

In' October, 1953, a new pastor ar-
rived to help the girls, Rev. Elmer
Francisco, Black Creek, N. Y.,
brought his family with him and
has become so interested in the peo-
ple of this area he is planning to
spend a great deal of time here. Rev.
Franeisco was formerly the pastor
back in Eleanor's home town. The
attendance increased after his ar-
riva® {rom 40 to 70 with eight con-
versions. A revival brought 104 and
g Christmas program 150.

The girls have worn out two jeeps
since they came here eight years
ago. They have a jeep truck and a
Ford country sedan to take them to
the various schools which total 21
now with 46 classes. They &lso hold
Vacation Bible school.

In January, 1954, the church voted
to build a new church on the pro-
perty owned by the Baptist Mid-
Mission, The new church was fo
be two stories and the upstairs to
be an apartment for the girls.

The girls had $50000 in their
church fund and $600.00 in the house
fund. With this and the Lord's
help they started the new bullding.
People around them had working
bees and donated their time and
labor. Four men from New York,
two masons and their helpers, came
here and donated their time and
labor. (The church is of cinder
blocks.) Then with freewill offerings
tithings and other donations the
walls are up to the second floor
and the work is prozressing nicely.

These girls who have so unseifish-
1y given their lives to the helping
of people who need them, leaving
comfortable homes and the com-
forts of living and working in the
cities or at least the small towns
or villages for labor in this mountain
area, with only the barest neces-
sities to live on and work with are
to be congratulated on their cour-
age and determination to be of help
to their fellowman. They are doing
a wonderful thing.

Eileen Kernan is a
nurse, and to help with the expenses,
she works part of the time at the
Methodist hospital, Pikeville.

Said Eleanor Ackers about their
work: “In looking back over these
years, I don't see how we did it. I
guess the Lord was with us, for the
going has been rough. But we aren’t
sorry.”

Deaths by fire in Kentucky were

under the preceding year, it was re-.
ported today by State Fire Marshal
J. T. Underwood, Jr. '

There were 149 fire victims in the
State lest year, compared to 192 in
1052 and 200 in 1951—the gradual
reduction being attributed by Undex-
wood to “definite advances in fire
safety education.”

"This is the first time in five
years we have been able to report
4 substantial decrease in' deaths by
fire," he smid. “and although 1953
showed fewer lives lost than before,
we definitely have not won the bat-
tle against fire.”

Principal causes.of deaths by fire
remained approximately the same as
in previous years. Forty-three per-
sons died as the result of being trap-
ped In ‘burning buildings; and 21
were fatally injured when their
