Throughout the ages. a man with 
a hoe has been symbolic of farm 
livino as it was in most countries 
and ;sit is in some countries today. 
Limited in knowledge and equip­
ment the man with the hoe could 
but follow in the footsteps of his 
fathers of ages past. Patient, stolid, 
industrious, he was able only to 
wring a meager livin,s from the soil. 
He and his were consigned to ever­
'asting toil and little more. Famine 
and hunger were never far distant. 

But what. of the American man 
with the hoe-the American farm­

. er? Yes, 150 years ago the American 
farmer was much like his counter­
part throughout the world-but that 
no longer holds. An agricultural 
miracle has taken place. A farm­
ing revolution has come. The Amer­
ican farmer of today is no lon~er 
shackled to the past, but works with 
efficient methods of the presel!t and 
looks to the future. 

The "American Way" to him 
means use of farming know-how, 
unknown just a few years ago. Ex­
periment stations, like the ' ones at 
the University of Kentucky, offer 
information which farmers today 
drink up and use. They are able to 
produce food as it I as never been 
produced before. 'The historical 
"man with the hoc" did well to 
produce for only himself and his 
family. But out· Amencan farmer, 
tl1ough ohly about one-seventh of 
our total population. produces so 
that ow·s i,s a land of plenty, a land 
where hunger is little known. 'The 
truth as brought by research and 
extension people to the American 
farmer has made l1im free and he 
is no longer merely the "man with 
t11e hoe."

What 
does one do wh en they're a t a 
Ladies Aid meeting and hears some 
of the ladies talking about Ken­
tuckians. (They didn't know there 
was due in the crowd.) You don't 
jump up and fight, you keep quiet 
and hope that in tlme we can prove 
ourselves. 

If some people knew you were 
from Kentucky, they wouldn't rent 
you a h ouse on a bet because some 
have come up here and r ented 
houses and proceeded to. literally 
wreck them. You should see them 
when they move. They don't even 
bother to haul their tin cans and 
litter away. I would just as soon see 
a pretty lawn as a pretty house. 

I hope you don't thin k me too 
hard but I have been wanting to 
write you. I read your column and 
think you're doing a good work . 
More power to you.

The most tragic part about t his 
letter-(original available on re­
quest) is that she did not sign her 
name. Need one explain why? 

Yes, she is much too hard on her 
home state, where more Americ;lns 
desire to live than in any other. 
She has suffered from being jud&ed 
with the masses, or by a minority 
of careless indigents or transient$. 
Kentucky has a wonderful people, 
and noble heritage. She alone pro-
duced a Lincoln. . 

The writer of the letter is also 
right on some points. Our best peo­
ple are constantly deploring the 
condition of most streets, etc. When 
will we DO something about it? 

It is sheer ignorance of anyone to 
condemn en masse the entire popu­
lation of a state or section because 
numbers are guilty of whatever the 
offense may be. It is the . r ankest 
ignorance. It is enough to make in­
telligent individuals smart, and let's 
hope that some da:y many get hot 
enough to eliminate the ordinary 
appalling conditions that make us 
the target so often. 

While only fools would classify 
everyone. anywhere, as low-class, we 
do ourselves a great injustice by 
merely becoming indignant when 
thet charges are made. Advance is 
invariably spearheaded by progres­
sive people. We have enough of 
these to take the steps necessary 
and make the charges needed IF 
we pull together, If we work un­
selfishly in harmony, free of pre­
judice and unfriendly rivalry be-
tween communities. •

My nephew recently was tellii:g me 
of how many priceless four-poster 
beds he had seen cut up to make 
a settee for the front proch in the 
Fidelity neighborhood. He even had 
a whole cartload of this valuable 
stuff burned in a pile just to get · 
rid of it. If this had been carried 
out completely, it would have de­
stroyed evidence of our former life.
