Here, in two "easy" lessons, Bill Endicott, of !vel, demonstrates 

how to bring a diamond-back rattler back alive. A forked stick 
is lowered-steady, there!-toward the snake, then a sudden 
jab and the rattler is pinned to earth at the neck. That done, you 
disregard the writhing and rattling, but devote yourself to the 
business of dropping a looped cord down over the reptile's head 
and around its neck. After that, Endicott ties the cord to the 
stick a distance of about six inches from the immobilized head 
of the snake. All this done, it requires no great amount of nerve 
to carry away the rattler, writhing at the end of the stick. 

In the two photos shown here Endicott had to take special 
pains, since the stick he was using was about to snap (see second 
p1eture).
