Wenctell P. Butler, Superintendent of Public lnstructiou , h a s 
aptly rema rked that this is lik • h<ning a brand ne\v car but 
no gas to run it . The program is a sound one and we believe 
that the p eople of: Floyd county \\·ill ask Lhe ne_' i Leg·islature 
to appro priate more money for the :schools ·o that our chil­
dren can ret"ei,·e educational opportunit y equal with chil­
dren in the r icher sections of the :state. 

V\Tithout t his program l'loyd count~·. thi::; year, would have 
been in a sad state already, for as you knO\\, Flo~·d county 
last year lost $66,907.15 in equalization money and $26,-
266.38 in per capita money . . That was a hard blow b ut we 
have managed to :squeeze t hrough the year with ou t h a ving 
to cut salaries or curtail .en·ices. \\'ith the same money we 
could not finance our program another year. Our allotment 
this Year under the 11ew Minimum Foundation Law w ill 
bring back to Flo~·d county about $7G,OOO.OO" of the $93,-
173.5-1 lost last year. This will save our p1·ogram and enable 
us to go fonnud in planning our :school progr am for the boys 
and g-irls. This is about 70 pel' cenL financin g· of the school 
program and in the next two years '' e will need at least a 
30 per cent increa:se of support from the state leYel. 

It i very import<mt that Floyd county citizens keep proper ­
ly informed and read~· to give this school program wh ole­
hearted :mppor t so that the county may not only maintain 
its present educational ::;tandards, but may lift .them steadily 
higher.
