QOur fight, then, remains
one of economics, of human
yvelations, as much as one
of planes and bombs, guns
and shells, Tf, say, Russia
should throw its resources
into the tremendous task of
building roads, schools, fae-
tories, modernizing apricul-
ture, giving the people of
Red China the good things
of life—while their non-
Communist mneighbors of
southeast Asia remained
steeped in ignorance, beset
by disease and hunger, with
none of their neighhor’s ad-
vantages given them—what,
then, would be the result but
for the downtrodden to turn
Communist, too, and for the
diseagse of Communism to
spread elsewhere ?

These are some of the
matters President Eisenhow-
er must ponder, these trou-
bled days.
