Years period a year ago. "Records 
show that 29 motorists were killed in 
traffic mishaps over the Christmas 
week-end, while 12 fell victim on 
the New Years week-end," he said. 
An additional five mqtol·ists were 
killed during the week between. 

"Three main threats face us dur­
ing the winter season," Jones said. 
"They are reduced visibility, inade­
quate traction, and changing tem­
peratures." 

To cope with poor visibility, wind­
shield wiper blades must really wipe 
clean, free of smear, and defrostP-rs 
should be in excellent working order. 
the safety coordinator emphasized. 
Headlights, tail and stop lights 
should be functioning well, guaran­
teeing ability to see ahead at night 
and to be seen by motorist ap_ 
proaching from behind. 

Jones pointed out that negotiat­
ing snow-covered or icy roadways 
calls for tire chains and good tires, 
equalized brakes and reduced speed.

Removed; Clark Says 
More Food to Result 

For 1955, Fishermen of Kentucky 
are getting a Christmas gift. All 
size limits on fish in Kentucky's 
lakes, ponds and streams have been 
removed, effective on Jan. 1, 1955.

commissioners that the majority of 
the lakes, ponds and streams are 
heavily populated for the amount of 

I food available. By allowing the pub-, 
lie to remove fish of all sizes, fish ­
eries experts believe the remaining I 
fish will have available more food 
and will reach larger sizes. Clark 
also pointed out that hte spawning I 
potential of fish is kept down by 
larger populations and many of the 

1 spawn do not reach eatable size be­
cause of the lack of food. B y remov­
ing these smaller t11an 10-inch bass, 
for instance, Clark claims that more 
spawn will remain to grow faster, 
and to reach a larger size. 

The Commission also was remind­
ed that as an experiment the size 
limit on bass at Lake Cumberland 
has been removed for two years, 
and that during that time fisheries 
men have seen the size of the bass 
increase from under 10 inches to 
well over that size. He also pointed 
out that other states have removed 

I 
the size limit and have experienced. 
better fishing as a result. Clark de­
clared that with an :abundant food 
supply bass will grow to the 10-inch 
size in one year, and that a more 
varied size of bass may result to the 
fishermen, with the removal of the 
size limit. 

A discussion of the removal of the 
creel limits was held, but the Com­
mission decided that since the 
game fish were most sought after, 
the creel limits should remain to 
encourage fishing for non-game 
species. 

TI1e commission also made it clear 
that residents of the state under 16 
years of age are not required to 
have a fishing license. 

Size limits which will be in ef­
fect until January 1, but which 
will be removed on that date are: 
Black bass, 10 inches; jack salmon 
or walleye, 13 inches; sauger, 10 
inches; northern pike, 18 inches, 
and muskellunge, 1'8 inches. Daily 
creel limits which will remain in 
effect are black bass, 10; rock bass 
or goggle eye, 15; crappie or new­
light, 30; jack salmon or walleye, 
10; sauger, 10; northern pike, 5; 
white or str iped bass, 15 and mus­
kellunge, 5. The possession limit, 
after two or more days of fishing. 
is double the daily limit.
