POLIO VACCINE
AID PLEDGED

Chapter Here To Work |
With Health Department |
If- Immunization Given ‘

Full epoperation of - the Floyd
County Chapter of the. National|
Foundation for Infantile Paralysis|
was offered this week in support of
the prospective polic vaccine pro-|
gram now being organized by the|
Floyd County Health Department.

“Chapter volunteers, familiar with |
the problems of pelio, have been
alerted to the county-wide organiza- |
tion for this program now in pre-
paration,” said Ray Howard, Chap-|
ter chairman. “Our members are
prepaved and eager to give all pos-
sible aid to health, medical and|
school authorifies in explaining the
significance of this program to par-|
ents and to'the community at large |
and to help in whatever other ways
they can, if thé vaccinations take
plice this spring.” |

If the Salk vaccine now being
evaluated proves efective in prevent-
ing paralylic polio and is liecensed,
it will be given here under the di-
| Teetion of the county health depart-
ment, with the aid and cooperation
of local physicians, school authori-
ties and velunteers. Children in the
first and second crades of public,
private and parochial schocls will
receive it upon request of their par-
ents, as will children in the trial
groups last year who did not receive
yaceine ‘al that time, the Chapter
chairman said.

The 1954 vaccine frials invelved
1,830,000 school children, of whom
440,000 received vaceine in  studies

sponsored. by the National Founda-
tion. The'March of Dimes oraaniza-
tion has contracted for $9,000,000
worth of wvacecine to be used this
spring if the vaccine is licensed.
This comimitment has assured an
immediate supply of vaccine and |
has ‘helped keep pharmageutical |
| houses: tooled up for full .deucmonl
| while waiting for the evaluation re- |
port. It also will make possible vac-
cine for distribution to nhysmians
through usual channels.

The National Foundation supplyu
is being distributed without cha‘;‘ge:
for the product to state health of-
ficers across the country. It will bel
\offered fo all children in first and
second grades of publig, private and |
parochial schools whesg pavants re-
| quest it. They have been chosen be-
cause of high polio incidenee in
these age groups and their accessi-|
bility in sehools. |

“Chapier volunteers are looking
forward to the possibility -of parti-|
cipating in a polio vaceination pro- |
gram,” Mr. Howard said. ‘“They
have been working for that day a
long time. Parents should be inform-
|'ed about it, but they must also be |
cautioned wnot fo let their Thopes
un away with them. Preparedness
does not mean that polio prevention |
| has been established as yet. | It
| means only that if the vaccine 18|
licensed in the spring, we will lo;se|
|no precious time
