HEALTH NOTES 
By Floyd County Health Department 

"Early immunization is one of the 
most important things parents can 
do for their children, but unless 
booster shots are continued at reg­
ular intervals parents may face the 
danger of communicable disease at 
a later date," L. R. Mezra, M. D. 
Director of Division of Maternal 
and Child Health Department, stat­
ed. 

ImmunizatiOn for diphtheria, 
whooping cough and tetanus may 
be given at the s~:<me time. The best 
age for tetanus is during infancy, 
from tWo to six months. A booster 
to continue protection should also 
be given every one to two years. 

"Many people do not understand 
that a ]Jooster shct is not the ori­
ginal dosage but is a necessary, fol­
low- up dosage later to insure a 
permanent resistance against these 
communicable diseases and tetanus," 
Dr. Mezra added. 

Immunization against typhoid 
fever should a lso be given by the 
time the infant is six montb.s old, 
and then followed up by a booster 
every other year. 

A smallpox vaccination should be 
given to children under one year 
of age, an(i then at six and twelve 
years of age. "For that matter,'' 
Dr. Mezra said, "a smallpox vacci­
nation should be obtained every 
five to seven years." 

1 "Communicable diseasrs are an 
ever-present threat," Dr. Mezra 
stressed, "and parents must be vigi­
lant and not backslide in their ef­
forts to protect our young Ken~ 
tuckians. The best advice is not to 
delay but see your family physician 
or local health department today."

The first two examples represent 
carelessness of handling plants. In 
some parts of the state, this care­
lessness of planting has resulted 
in the outright death of the plants, 
due to drying out and due to freez­
ing.

Those 
plants that had roots exposed were 
killed. Several farmers have done 
an excellent job o! setting out 
plants, and all of them reprot that 
their plants were not damaged by 
the unusually low temperatures, nor 
by drying out.

For Trial of Damron 
Summoned from Boyd 

Efforts to seat a jury for the 
second trial of Willard (Catfish) 
Damron in the Pike county torso 
murder case were suspended tem­
porarily Tuesday. 

Circuit Judge E. P. Keesee call­
ed a recess in the case until 10 
a.m. today (Thursday) to enable 
Sheriff Alex Blackburn to sum­
mon 200 more prospective jurors 
in Boyd county. Only seven 
jurors have been seated tentative­
ly from an original panel of 148. 

The jury is being imported un­
der an order issued by Keesee 
after Damron sought to transfer 
the trial to another county. Judge 
Keesee denied the motion for 
change of venue but agreed io 
bring in an outside jury. Damron 
contended he could not receive a 
fair trial at Pikeville. 

His first trial in Pike circuit 
court last December ended in a 
jury disagreement. 

Damron is charged with wilful 
murder in the slaying of Clyde 
Jack Clements, a former Tennes­
sean who fled the county jail 
here in May, 1953. A body with­
out head, hands or feet, found in 
a rural area on Caney Fork of 
Johns Creek in March 1954, has 
been identified by police as that 
of Clements. 

Damron has denied any con­
nection with the case. He said he 
never had killed anyone. 

Of the venire of 148 scheduled 
to appear Monday, 45 did not 
show up. Judge Keesee ordered 
them brought in under attach­
ments. Two of the number show­
ed up voluntarily Tuesday morn­
ing, received a dressing down 
from the bench and were dismiss­
ed. 

Blackburn was in Boyd county 
Tuesday, seeking to bring in the 
other 43, as well as to summon 
the new panel of 200. 

The tentative list of seated jur­
ors was reduced from eight to 
seven Tuesday. Judge Keesee ex­
cused a man who said his wife 
was ill. 

The jury is being qualified for 
the death penalty. A number of 
prospects have been dismissed on 
that ground and on negative an­
swers as to whether they could 
convict a person on circumstantial 
evidence.

But 
never do they dare to state the bald 
truth, that the next great advance 
in the evolution of civilization can­
not take place until war is abolish­
ed . . . This is the one issue which, 
if settled, might settle all others."
