Parasite Control Aid |
To Three Communities

The Cumberland Field Station
in West Prestonsburg, working in
cooperation with the Floyd and
Letcher County Health Depart-
ments, has been studying children
and adults in wvarious mining
camps to determine the degree of
infestation with intestinal para-
sités. Results to date show that,
on the average, over half of the
children and many adults in the
areas studied are infested with
parasites, predominantly with
Ascaris (roundworms),

Because of the frequeney and
severity of infection with round-
worms, the field station and
health departments are planning
to offer treatment for round-
worms in certain selected towns.
The first towns to be offered
treatment are Auxier, Manton and
Hemphill. The treatment program
is' being started after considera-
|tion and approval by the Floyd
County Medical Society, the Floyd
County Board of Health, and the
Kentucky State Department of
Health.

It is expected that several other
mining camps and towns which
are now under study will be offer-
ed treatment during the summer
| months.

week told the Interstate Commierce |

come of ©lass I railroads during the
three years 1952 through 1954 was
$2,402,000,000, and dividend pay-
ments amounted to $382,000,000 in
1953 and $379,000,000 in 1954, the
largest amounts paid by Class I rail-
roads since 1930,

National Coal Association submit-
ted the figures in support of its
petition to remove immediately in-
creased freight rates made effective
in 1952 ranging up to 40 cents per
ton on coal. The railreads . have
countered with a pelition to make
the rates permanent rather than lef
them expire on schedule next Deel
31. The coal industry contended that

It said these rates “have operated
‘to restrict the production and moye-
ment of coal and reduce the volume
of coal handled by the railroads,
and have reduced the revenues of
the railroads from the coal traffie.”

National Coal Association pointed
out that the Presidential Advisory
Committee on Transport Poliey, and
Organization on April 18 noted the
big defieits incurred by the rail-
roads for passenger and/other serv-
ipes, Tt recommended legislation to
alleviate the situation.

“This is 'one of the measures that
should be taken to relieve railroad
deficits before consideration is given

to making permanent the inereased
freight rates established: in = this
proceeding,” National Coal Associa-
tion said, The Presidential Advispry
Committee said that these actuyal

|

losses must be borne from earnings
realized from freight services.

“In 1853, the passenger out-of-
pocket ‘deficit of the railroads
amounted to more than $700,000,000,
and the less-than-carload out-of-
pocket deficit was approximately
$100,000,000,” National Coal Associa.
tion said. ‘“These deficits caused
freight rates to be higher than they
would otherwise need fo be on the
traffic carrying such burden, The
coal Industry is being required to
bear an undue share of this burden.
Measures should be taken ito sub-
stantially reduce these and other
deficits before consideration is giv-
en fo making permanent increased
freight rates established in this pro-
ceeding.”

The Rev..William N. Blair, DD,
retired Presbyterian missionary from
Korea, will speak at the First Pres-

Dr, Blair first went to Korea in
1901, and for the next 46 years, until
his retirement in 1946, he was in
gvangelistic and educational werk
in Pyengyang in northern Korea.

For a time he
was prineipal of the Men's Higher
Bible School, and for a number of
years he taught in the seminary.

During the war Dr. Blair had to
leave his work in Korea.

Early in the fall of 1946, Dr. Blair
made a special trip to Korea at the
recuest of the Presbyvterian Board.

The
purpose of his visit was to remew
cantact with the Korean Christian
Church and its leaders preliminary

the most profuond consider-
ation before any mother or
father denies his or her
yvoungster the protection
against infantile paralysis
that if offered.

“shots,” and the results were
given the closest, most meti-
culous study by medical
science before the wvaecine
was declared a safe preven-
tive and licensed by the fed-
eral government.

THE EARLY GARDEN
INSECTS

Among the first inseets to come
to the garden are the plant lice,
Their in-
jury is by draining the plants of
sap, and the sign is stunting of
the plants and ruffling of their
leaves. Because these suckling in-
sects do not eat leaf tissue, stom-
ach poisons are unavailable, but
the lice must themselves be hit
with materials that kill on con-
tact.

Such a material might be to-
bacco extract, except that it is ef-
fective only when the air temper-
ature is 60 degrees or higher, As
the season for louse trouble on
dabbage and peas is cooler than
that, Malathion should be used,
as its effectiveness is not influ-
enced by temperature. Malathien

comes in 25% strength, for mak-!

ing “wet” spray: 2 level table-
spoons per gallon of water. Also
it may be had as 4 percent or 5
per cenl dust, to be used “as 18.”

But dusting is only & poor second |

choice to spraying. Spraying
should be done when the lice are

present. The killing should be in-
stantaneous, but if not, spray
again.

Another insect that comes early
is the black fleabettle, on pota-
toes just eoming up. Its injury is
by riddling the leaves with many
small holes. Though these are in-
dividually small, added together
they constitute considerable loss
of leaf surface, and it is easily
seen why this pest is really a
serious ene. Always it sets pota-
toes back, and at best, the crop
is cut down.

Because this is a chewing in-
sect, it can be killed with stom-
ach poison spray, at 50% Meth-
oxychlor, 2 tablespoons per gal-
lon of water. Or, second best, §%
dust may be used. The program
consists of 3 applications, as fol-
lows:

(1) When the potatoes are 4
inches high.

(2) Ten days later,

(3) In 10 days, again.

That program has resulted in
hastening the table maturity of
potatoes as much as 15 days, and
because of the removal of the
fleabettle handicap, total yield
has been doubled.
