Breeck thought that it was a job 
for Federal inspectors and promised 
that one would inspect the two yards 
in the near future. 

"Lots of livestock is coming into

Boggs says, "and it is not Federal 
inspected. Some of this livestock is 
diseased and if not diseased when 
brought in, is diseased when taken 
out of these yards. These animals 
should be kept off Floyd county 
farms," Boggs added.

' center of the stream is vacant and ' 
unappropriated property. 

The amendment added that each 
county may lease such beds for 
sand and gravel revenue. 

Mr. Walker's argument, as ex­
pounded in his brief prepared by 
Attorney William Powell, is that 
this did not restrict counties to 
leases for sand and gravel, but mere­
ly permitted them. In other words, 
he claims the counties still have 
the power to sell the land. 

Ohio River Oil Company, which 
has assigned its lease to Olen D. 
Sharp, Mt. Carmel, Ill., oilman, and 
Kentucky argue that the 1926 
amendment does restrict Hender­
son county to the leasing of the 
bed for sand and gravel only. 

It and Kentucky .admit however, 
that the northern half of the river 
bed is vacant and unappropriated 
land. But they say it can't be deed­
ed. 

They further claim that the State 
Property and Building Commission, 
acting on behalf of Kentucky, was 
granted authority to lease such pro­
perty for oil and gas by the re-en­
actment in 1949 of a law creating 
that agency. 

The law says nothing about the 
Ohio River bed. It deals primarily 
with right of the agency to handle j

First National Bani{ Vets Who Have Lost 
GI Term Insurance 
May Ask Replacement 

Veterans of the Korean conflict 
who lost their World War I or II 
GI term insurance because their 
policies expired within 120 days af­
ter their discharge may now apply 
for replacement of that term insur­
ance under a new law, 0. H. Geralds, 
Acting Manager of the Veterans Ad­
ministration Regional Office in 
Louisville, announced. The new act 
is Public Law 194, 84th Congress, 

I Geralds added. 

I 
Under this new act, veterans 

whose GI term insurance expires 
after April 25, 1951, either while 
they are in active service or within 
120 days after discharge may re­
place such insurance within 120 
days after discharge, or within 120 
days after July 29, 1955, whichever 
is later. 

They must file application, meet 
good health requirements and pay 
the premium at their attained age 
in order to qualify. 

Previously, only those GI term 
policies that expired while the 
policyholders were in active service 
after April 25, 1951, could be re­
placed within 120 days after dis­
charge. No provision was made for 
the replacement of term policies 
that expired within the 120-day 
period after discharge. The new law 
adds the latter period for replace­
ment. 

In addition, the new law grants 
another opportunity for replacement 

I 
to those persons whose term poli­
cies expired while they were in 
active service after April 25, 1951, 
but who failed to apply for replace-
ment within 120 days after dis­
charge. These persons now have 120 
days after July 29, 1955, in which to 
apply.

Says Industry Speaker; 
Neither Does It Hart 
Irreparably, He Adds 

PUT-IN-BAY, 0., Sept. 8 - A 
coal industry spokesman said here 
today that legislation enacted dur­
ing the first session of the 84th 
Congress "neither helped us greatly 
nor harmed us irreparably." In 
"n address before a meeting of the 
joint committees on land and water 
use of the National Coal Associa­
tion and American Mining Congress, 
G. Don Sullivan, administrative as­
sistant of the coal association, ex­
plained that the full impact of con­
gressional action will not become 
evident until the effectiveness of 
national defense amendment to the 
Trade Agreement Act is determined. 

f'Ihe amendment. which was 
adopted in lieu of attempts by oil 
and coal state le isla tors to pla ::c 
a quota limital.ion on oil imports. 
provides for holding the imports at I 
1954 proportions). 

Mr. Sullivan told his audience that 
the amendment "was not wholly ac­
ceptable" to the coal industry, but 
that the provision-if enforced-can 
nevertheless curb the "pro15ressive 
usurpation" of coal's E:.st coast mar­
kets by importers of residual oil. 
He added that the coal industry is 
prepared to continue during the 
next session of Congress the crusade 
for a 10 per cent quota restriction 
on crude and residual oil. 

Tl1e industry will also resume ef­
forts to have congress remove other 
competitive burdens, including be­
low-cost sales of natural gas to in­
dustrial customers, Mr. Sullivan de­
clal·ed. 

In 11is address on "Washington 
Pe1spective," Mr. Sullivan reviewed 
recent developments in the various 
federal agencies which are charged 
with the responsibility of issuing 
regulations and orders affecting 
energy fuels. Quoting a Cabinet 
committee's recommendation that 
railroad freight rates be adjusted 
to remove "the excessive and dispro­
portionate contribution that coal 
rates are making to meet the cost of 
other unprofitable services of the 
railroad industry," the National 
Coal official said that his industry 
is "hoping for expeditious action"
