TIDBITS OF KENTUGKY FOLKLORE

By GORDON WILSON, PRD.

In the early days of the study of
folk songs, it was assumed by scho-
lars that in primitive times every-
body made up songs, evervbody was
a poet, il you please. “The singing,
dancinz throng” of these earlier
scholars seemed fo satisfy all one’s
guestions about primitive people.
Later scholars repeated this conglu-
sion ad nauseam. If did not seem
to dawn upon some of these intel-
lectuals that they might observe
primitive people of today and see
It
would not have taken an observer
more then a day at Fidelity to dis-
cover that sinzing, especially solo
singing, ran in families. Onceina
great while the whole community

 might join in on some song, but that

wasabout like some modern singer
of note requesting the audience to
join him on the chorus of “My Old
Kentucky Home.” Modern scholars
look upon ballad-making and folk
singing as distinetly an aecomplish-
ment of occasional persons or of
families but moft of people as a
whole.

Certainly folk singing and other
folk accomplishments were not uni-
versal in our part of tl}e world. An
occasional workman could do very
artistic designing of furnifure: some
of our women, in certain families,
could make artistic designs for
quilts or embroidery; however, most

of us were as awkward with our)

hands as the proverbial man with
ten thumbs. My own artistry as a
ca.rpanber went no further than econ-
struct.lng horse troughs with fairly
straight. lines or chicken coops that
would stand erect or nearly so. But
some of the boys I knew could work
wonders, even though they could
not spell and did not know wheth-
er Europe was a counfry or some

sort of patent medicine.

Now, Aunt Jane and her daugh-
ter Mary were genuine folk singers.
Whether it was a family charac-
teristic beyond the time of Aunt
Jane, 1 do not know, but I strongly
suspect it was. Nobody else in my
shole expelienace has ever had a
more folkish volﬂe than did Aunt
Jane, and her daughter'’s voice was
not too far hehind her mother's.
By the side of these two voices the
others of us merely croaked or wail-
ed.

Mimiery also ran in certain of
our families. One certain family did
this so well that the rest of us seem-
ed poor imitators. If one of our
neighbor families had!lived in the
time of television or even extensive
vaudeville, they could have been
another Foy family, mm so famous
in pietures.

Yarn spinning is by no means a
habit equally great among all sorts
of folk. Ma:iy yarn-gpinners are dull

'to 'tears bub live long lives with-

out ever finding it out. It seemed a
shame in my boyhood to tell a pro-
fessional but dull yarn spinner that
he was batking up the wrong tree.
Many times we laughed at his story

because it was so pointless or so

irritating that we had to get some

bidden in our homes. But the yarn
is

oy

to hasten along on his way. where
to slow down, where to pause for
laughter or wonderment. The aver-
age yarn spinner, especially the dull
one, seems to expect the words alene
to be funny; that is rarely true. That
is one reason why written-down
humor is often flat. The best humor
in the world is a sort of combina-
tion of words, voice, occasion, and
previous experience of yarn spinner
and listener. I have often tried fto
teach Mark Twain's “Jumping
Frog”, but T despair of getiing it
across except to those who have
Enown a dead-pan spinner of yarns
have known a dead-pan spinner of
yarns that are at best rather point-
less. Too many people expect a yam
to be riproaring funny; some are;
but. mahy of the best produce a
chuckle that occurs again and
again, sometimes for a lifetime. We
laugh at the stage Englishman who
takes a long time to catch the point
of the punech line; he may be mere-
ly tasting and enjoying what the
rest of us want to enjoy all at once.
Anyway, a good folk teller of tales
offen injects into his yarn some-
thing that lasts long after the loud
laughter has vanished. And, many
times. this yarn spinner is the lineal
descendant of some other feller
who rolled then in the aisles back in
other generations.

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The Republican party recognizes the issue, knows that
the Kentucky voter is aware of this distinetion between the
two parties and is inclined to -exercise his right of suffrage
against them for good and sufficient reasons. Those reasons
have been in existence a long time. They stem back through
the long record of Republican leadership that has never of-
fered this state anything but ineffectual and fumbling at-
tempts at progress. That’'s why the Republicans now hide their
party label, push forward a candidate with his sponsors hid-
ing in the brush. )

The Republican party is, admittedly a realistic party. It
realizes its utter failure to offer Kentucky anything construe-
tive in the way of reform or progress while it was in power
a few times and that failure rises now, like a long huried
ghost to plague them. They know that at one time, just bare-
ly five decades ago, their party offered Kentucky nothing but
the prospect of civil war and armed thugs at the state capital.
Kentucky threw them out on their ears then. Since then, when
the forces of Democracy were a little unaware, the Republican
party slipped into power three times. They seldom mention
those administrations and in the records of constructive gov-
ernment there is no mention at all.

Ed Denney recognizes the ineffectuality of his party to
lead or give'this state an administration dedicated to good
roads, to the improvement of our school system, to the selee-
tion of subordinate public officials who are able and willing
to serve only Kentucky. That's why Ed Denney poses as a
candidate without a party, that’s why he shoves the elephant
back in the barn and go out with a few disgruntled Demo-
crats and stalks the mule. The situation embarasses nohody
but the Republicans.

But Ed Denney was not trying to camouflage his party
baek in April when he was preparing to be a candidate in
the Republican primary. He was a stalwart Republican then,
told an audience, April 12, at Louisville: “If I run, T am
going to run as a Republican. I am not going to forsake my
own party to get a few Democratic votes on the other side. It
I should run, and lightning should strike, I believe that the
Republicans should get the spoils.”

The Republicans would like to forget about that state-
ment of Denney’s. They are promising many Democratic state
employes that they can keep their jobs under Denney. But
that’s not what Denney said in April. He said then he be-
lieved the Republicans should get the spoils.

And spoils is what the Republicans think our state gov-
ernment is. They think the jobs, the whole mechanism of gov-
ernment is just so much booty to cart off, just so much, as
Denney says SPOILS to hand out—to the Republicans, We
have Denney’s word for it.

Denney’s record is typically Republican. He was in the '

State Legislature at one time, earned the reputation of a
man who always voted NO. No matter how good the bill was,
no matter how great was the need or demand for a bill to be
passed, Ed Denney voted NO. He voted that way on soil con-
servation, TB sanitoria, aid to dependent children, appro-
priations to the Disabled Ex-Service Men’s Board, guaranteed
veteran re-employment, and dozens of other things the Demo-
crats sponsored and passed.

Denney is against a sales tax . . . Now. But he wasn’t al-
ways against it, maybe not so firmly and finally eommitted
against it even yet. As Chandler says, “ A leopard doesn’t
change its spots.” Denney managed Eugene Siler’s campaign
for governor four years ago. Siler ran on a Sales Tax program.
Denney was a firm, faithful advocate of Siler and his program
then. Maybe he is trying another little bit of camouflage. If
a man denies his party, he can deny a program he privately
favors.

To the teachers of Kentucky Ed Denney offers only the
ineffectual thinking that is traditionally Republican. He told
an audience at Louisville last week:

“If T can keep expenses as low as possible and keep our
income high, then I can effectuate the Minimum Foundation
Program. If we can’t do that, we're going to have to have
more money.”

Chandler says he can implement the Minimum Foundation
Program for Education WITHIN the present tax structure.
That’s the clear-headed thinking of a candidate who knows
the tax structure of Kentucky and what it can stand. The
above statement of Denney's reveals again the befuddled
thinking of a candidate who offers a lot of “If’s”. If he can
he will, if he can’t he will . . . by getting more taxes.

This state has had enough of high taxes that brought little,
often meaningless benefits, Just last week a tax research
group pointed out that Kentucky had the highest tax increase
in the nation. To impose more taxes, to take the chance of
Denney imposing extra taxes is to risk fiseal bankruptey in
Kentucky. Chandler has had tax authorities examine the
tax structure and income and knows how to implement
the Minimum Foundation Program for Education without
extra taxes.

The issue is just Demoecratic good government or Republi-
can mismanagement and leaderless inefficiency. It has al-
ways been so in Kentucky, will be that way forever unless the
Republicans grow a crop of progressive leaders.

Ing this fruit, the pawpaw, back
to its former opulence.

Fifty wears ago there were
plenty of pawpaws (pronounced
po-aw). They could be gathered
by the wagon load. On one oc-
casion I was going to Whitesburg
with some Revenue men, and
near town we saw an old lady
filling a basket with paw-paws
and ene of my friends asked her
what she was going to do with
them, and she replied: “I am go-
ing to make apple butter out of
them.” My friend didn’t make any
remarks. T was deputy collector
of Internal Revenue, and a civil
engineer in Pikeville asked me
to make a survey of a pawpaw
distillery as he wanted to make
some pawpaw brandy. They told
me at the Colleetor’'s office that
he did not have any rules or reg-
ulations whereby it could be
done. I reported the fact to the
engineer. Sometime later, he told
m that “T got my pawpaw brandy,
all right.” I suppose that he made
moonshine,

There is mothing wrong with
the pawpaw bushes apparently.
They are growing still on the
mountains, have plenty of bloom
every spring, look healthy
enough, but when “foddering
time” comes around, there ‘‘just
ain’t any pawpaws.” Well not
many and having little else to do,
the possums just lay around in
the trees and get the few there
are the minute they begin to turn
| ripe. They don’t leave any. to fall
off in the grass and leaves 1o
ripen as a pawpaw should.

For more than 30 years I raid-
ed most every section of the
mountains, found plenty of bush-
es but rarely a pawpaw. I recall
that a pawpaw to be at its best,
must be allowed teo fall on its
own accord from the tree and
to lay for a couple of weeks or
more in the dew and leaves.
When it turns black as a man’s
hat, it is in fine shape for eating.

The pawpaw should never be
eaten in a house; but on the spot
and by one's self if possible. It
is a fruit of reflection and re-
miniscence and is best eaten in
the solitary and its natural ele-
ments under the bright blue sky
amidst the flaming color of Oc-
tober.

Botanically speaking, the paw-
paw is a kissing cousin of the
papaya tree of the tropics. The
papaya bears a fruit that titillates
the tastebuds on the tongue much
affer the fashion of a muskmel-
on, but the pawpaw has a taste
of its own.
