Bowing to Perkins
on his right he sald, “Carl, I am
very grateful to you."

Reosevelt spoke about the bill he
and Perkins hoped to zet across for
the teachers, the schools, and the
students, especially those in college.

Declaring that it is important for
all American youths to have equal
opportunity for higher education,
the California congressman admit-
ted the bLill and the Eastern. Ken-
tucky lawmaker are sponsoring is
net perfect.

“But,” he said, "It is a good bill
and is a start in the right direction.”

He explained that the government,
under the provisions of this bill,
would put up $400,000.000 a year for
four years to be matched with an
equal amount by the states to help
the schools and the students.

To Chandler Majority;
Lead in County Noted

Complete unofficial returns from
last week's general election show
that A. B, “Happy” Chandler record-
ed the heaviest victory margin in
Kentucky history in defeating Ed-
win RB. Dvnney, Republican, by 131,-
353 votes for the post of Governor.

Floyd county added a majority
of 2,187 to the Chandler sweep, and
the Bevenfh Congressional district
gave the victor a 14,187-vote edge
over Denney, who carried only his
home district, the Bighth.

Fach of this county's four Magis-
terial districts gave Chandler a
majority, with the Third (Left
Beaver Creek, mainly) .contributing
most heavily ta his Floyd margin.

Magisterial Pistrict No. 1
gave Chandler 1996 votes fo
1,393 for Denuey; No.2 (Right
Beaver Creek  polled 1,067 votes for
Chandler, 779 for Denney; No. 3 gave
the winner 1,927 votes to 1,012 for
the loser, while District 4, where
Republican 'strength is  normally
concentrated, gave Chandler 1,057
votes to 685 for Denmney.

Added to these majorities were 33
absentee votes whith could not be
classified as to precincts, 19 of these
ooing to Chandler and 14 to his op-
ponent.

The Chandler margin easily

smashed the record set 16 years ago
when Democrat Keen Johnson led
his Republican opponent, King
Swope, by 106.130 votes.

When the final figures came in,
Chandler had a total of 457,185 to
325,832 for Republican Edwin R.
Denney.

In winnine this year, Chandler re-
ceived 99.077 fewer woles than he
did in 1935, when his total was 556,-
262. He won the governorshin that
vear over Swope, who polled 461,.-
104 in his first race for governor.

Swope’s total that year, inciden-
tally, is still the record Republican
vote for governorship. Swope’s 354.-
704 total against Johnson in 1939 is
the second highest Republican vote
for that post.

Only twice in history has a win-
nine candiate for governor polled
more votes than Chandler did last
week, His own 1935 total is still the
yecord followed by Johnson's total
of 460.834 four years later.

Total vote cast for the two major-
narty candidates this year was 783.-
017. Only twice before has that to-
tal been exceeded in a governor elec-
tion—in 1935, when rampaging in-
terest in the sales-tax issue sent the
total to 1.017.366. and in 1939, when
the total was 815,534.

In the 1951 governor's election.
the total vote was 634,359, compared
with 675,551 in 1947, and 549,669 in
1943,

Chandler’s  total vote last week
fell about 44000 short of the 501.-

259.875. compared with 241,754 for
Bert 'T. Combs.

Only about 97000 votes were cost
in the Republican primary, with
Denney winning 77.000 of them.

In losing last week, Denney polled
more votes than any Republican
sinee Swope. He polled 46.000 more
votes than were cast for Republican
candidate Simeon Willis in 1943,
when Willls was elected.

Denney polled about 38,000 more
votes than did his campaign chair-
man, Eldon 8. Dummit, ‘when Dum-
mit was the G.O.P. candidate for
governor in 1847. And he polled 37,-
000 more than Republican Eugene
Siler did in 1951.

Dr. Leonard Roberts, of Union

BANK SHOWS
CCAL DECLINE

Cleveland Reserve Bank
Reviews Coal Production
In East Kentucky Field

A review ‘of the decline in the
coal industry in Eastern EKentucky
by the Federal Reserve Bank of
Cleveland contains gloomy statis-
tics for the last year but offers hope
for the industry in the future.

The analysis, ending on a less dis-
mal note, said: “The outlook for the
coal industry generally appears to
be somewhat improved.”

The article, in a monthly business|

review of the bank, pointed to the
increase in Eastern Kentucky pro-
duction for the first half of this
year as being about ten percent
higher than last year. Actually in
the field represented by the Big
Sandy-Elkhorn Coal Operators As-
sociatlon the increase is greater
than that as that organization’s
most recent report showed a climb
over last year of slightly more than
30 percent.

The bank’s statistics review the
big decline since 1947, “During 1947
production in the Eastern Kentucky
field reached 6.1 million tons. By
1954 production had dropped 39 per-
cent to 37.6 million tons. The de-
cline in production has not been
steady throughout the span of years
although total production declined
each year from 1851 through 1954.
During the first half of the cur-
rent year (1855), however, produc-
tion ‘has been running about ten
percent ahead of the 1954 pace.

“The bulk of coal output from the
Eastern Kentueky field comes from
seven counties in the area, each 'of
which produced over one million
tons in 1954, Altogether these coun-
ties extracted 30.9 million tons dur-
ing the year or 82 percent of the

| total for the area. Production dur-

ing 1954 was well below the 1946
rates for each of the counties. . . .
with the exception of Leslie county
where production in 1954 was five
times as great as M the earlier
year.”

The review says that Harlan coun-
ty was the top coal producer in the
Eastern Kentucky field throughout
the post-war period, but Pike held
the lead in the 1947, 1948 and 1949,
Harlan produced 8.9 million tons last
year, and Pike totaled up 5.5 million
tons.

“There is some indication,” the
analysis says, “that the rate of loss
of coal markets to competitive fuels
has tended to level off in recent
years. Likewise, the loss of export
markets appears to have run its
course. It is considered by many
observers that inecreased consump-
tion of coal by electric ntilities
should more than offset any furth-
er losses to competing fuels and re-
sult in continued net gains in total
coal production.”

The most recent report by the Big
Sandy-Elkhorn Coal Operators As-
sociation, which represents the ma-
jor mines in this area, issued for
the week ending Nov. 5, while show-
ing an increase of over 30 per cent
above last yeat's corresponding per-
iod, did show a decline from a
total of 7,045.8 cars of an average 50
tons for the week ending Oct. 29
to a figure of 6,346 cars.

Total tonnage produced by the
Association mines to Nov. § stands
at 11,154,780 but last year it was for
the corresponding period only 8-
573,000 tons.

Badget Bureau Officials,
Clements, Congressman,
Te Discuss Waterways

WASHINGTON, Nov. 12 — Sen-
ator Earle €. Clements said today
that he and cther Kentuckv con-
gressmen will meet November 21
with ftop Budget Bureau officisls
to urge budzet planning that will |
speed development of Kentucky wa- |
terways.

The Kentucky Democrat said the |
need for a speed-up was shown by
mounting flood damage; failure to
capitalize on navigation, wasting of
water-sterage potentialities and re-
creational benefits, and growing
siltation and water-pollution prob-
lems.

Clements said the Kentucky dele-!
gation would urge the fastest pos-
sible completion of the Big Sandy
River survey. He said that the
Budget Bureau last year had bud-
geted only a token amount.

“Conaress, recognizing the impor-
tance of the survey, doubled the ap-
propriation, enabling the completion
of the survey in half the time rec-
ommended by the Budget Bureau,”
he said. |

The delegation also will insist up-
on constructien starting on the |
Buckhorn reservoir in the upper |
reaches of the Kentucky River, he|
said. Planning funds appropriated
last year have made the project|
ready for comstruction in the com-
ing fiseal year, he added.

Congress has propesed comple-;
tion of the Kentucky River survey
in three years although last year|
the Budget Bureau recommended
from seven to eight years, he said.
The Kentuckians will ask for|
enough money to keep pace with|
the accelerated program outlined h:.-‘i
Congress, Clements said.

Because of increasinz tonnage
traffic on the Ohio River remova-
tion and replacement of obsolete
navigational structures will be
stressed at the meeting, he said.|

Anther item to be pushed is funds|
to continue construction of the Cat-
lettsburg floodwall at the confluence
of the Big Sandy and Ohio river, he
added.

In addition to the river projects,
Clements said he will urge increas-
ed funds for the small watershed
program new administered by the
Department of Agriculture through
the Soil Conssrvation Service.

“A full program for conserving
our natural resources through
stream development requires that
this program be implemented by
substantial funds and a realistic
policy on the part of the Adminis-
tration,” Clements declared.

Besides himself, Clements said
the budget session will be attended
by —or their representatives—Sen-
ator Barkley and Representative
Watts, Perkins, Natcher, Grezory,
and Chelf.

scoring and 81 yards gained passing.

In Floyd Coanty Spending
Sales Management States;

Local Food Bill Is High

NEW YORK, Oct. 1T — With in-
icomes of Floyd county residents
running at a hizh level, the ques-
tiong arise: How much of this mo-
ney are they spending? Where are
theyspending it and for what?

Answers to the questions are con-
tained in a copyrighted study made
by Sales Management of the spend-
ing habits of people locally and in
other parts: of the counfry. Put|
under the spotlight are each com-
munity's purchases of foods, autos,
general merchandise and the like.

In Floyd county most of the earn-
ings in 1954 went into the cash reg-
isters of the local retail stores. These
expenditures produced retail busi-
ness in the amount of $22965,000
for the year.

The chief buying emphasis was
on food, which took 25 cents of
each dollar spent in the local stores.

The volume of such purchases in-
dicates a trend toward more luxuri-
ous living. Floyd county's food bill,
in meat markets, erocery stores,
delicateasens and such, came to $5,-
829,000 in the year. Divided equally
among the local families, this |
amounted to $544 per family. |

The local ability to indulge in
more and better food is but one
facet of an overall improvement in
the standard of living. !

Luxury buying in Floyd county
was indicated also in outlets sell-
ing’ hew and used ecars, farm ma-
chinery and other automotive equip- |
ment. Such sales ran to $5,209,000, |
accounting for another 23 cents of |
the retail dollar. |

Another outlet was in general
merchandise stores, incliding de-
partment and variety stores. The |
volume was $4,719,000, ampunting to
20 cents.

Loecal sales of furniture, house-
hold equipment and radio and music
supplies were $2,137,000, equal to
nine cents.

Drug store operations came to
$327,000, for a little more than an
adidtional one cent.
