Friday that $55,880.87 of the funds 
of the Prestonsburg School con­
stt·uctlon account and $200,000 worth 
of <>overnment secunties bought with 
lunds from that account be trans­
ferred from the First National 
Bank to the original depository, the 
Bank Josephine. 

The judgment, which may be ap­
pealed to the Court of Appeals, re­
sulted from a complaint filed by 
the Bank Josephine after the funds, 
derived from the sstle of bonds for 
the construction of the auditorium-
gymnasium here, had been trans­
ferred on authority ·::lf a City Coun­
cil ordinance to the First National 
Bank. The City Counhil acted as 
fiscal agent in financing the gym 
construction. 

The Bank Josephine. however, 
con tended that it was designated 
in t. e original Council ordinance as 
the depository, that the bonds were 
sold under terms of that ordinance 
and that the ordinance constituted 
a bond between the sellers of the 
bonds and the purchasers. 

Judge Hill''> order directed that 
the City Council's ordinance of 
Sept. 19 designating the First Na­
tional Bank as the depos:tory be 
adjudged null and void, and that 
wnts of mandamus issue command­
mg Wesley Campbell, city trea.~urer.

Army's guided missile school is set 
for April 2, according to an an­
nouncement this week by Sgt. Glenn 
R. Walke of the local U. S. a1·my 
recruiting station. 

Men, who are high school grad­
uates and desire to attend this 
school must be volunteers, able to 
pass a physical examination and 
undergo a security clearance prior 
to and including the Jan. 15 so as 
to enable those who qualify to com­
plete an eight weeks basic training 
course prior to entry into the guid­
ed missile school. The training of­
fered under this program includes 
maintenance, installation and as­
sembling of electronic guidance ma­
terial and the school generally is in 
session 24 weeks.

"In terms of average acreage of 
cropland the entu·e eastern low-in­
come area is operating on !arms on 
which the total cropland per farm 
is inadequate for most types of en-
terprise-an average of less than 31 
acres per farm. Poor soils charac­
terize most of this area." 

The report, for the use of the 
Extension personnel, lists the rela­
tive importance of the problems. 
Heading the list as No. 1, is, of 
course, inadequate incomes. One re­
commendation Is, "Encourage the 
development of larger (farm) units 
by way of such already existing pro­
grams as farm and home develop­
ment." Emphasis should be placed 
with youth groups on the need for 
these larger size farmsh off-farm em­
ployment should be encouraged and 
the possibilities of new enterprises 
should be encouraged. 

The labor force problem is noted 
by the report. "The labor available 
on farms as indicated by 1950 data 
on population points to the fact that 
the smallest tillable acreages in 
farms have larger than average 
families. Eastern Kentucky is par­
ticular case in point. In the seven 
county area formed by Leslie, Perry, 
Knott, Martin, Floyd, Letcher and 
Pike counties, average farm popula­
tion per farm was over 6.8 persons, 
yet farm size averaged less than 20 
acres of cropland per farm. In this 
same area over 45 per cent of the 
farm operators worked off their 
farms more than 100 days dming the 
year compared to 21 per cent for 
the state." 

Recommended as a partial solu-
tion to this high number of per­
sons on the seven county area 
farms is "out migration from the 
area." This is a variation of the 
old suggestion of "take the people 
out of the hills and the hills out 
of corn." Floyd county farmers 
point now to migration as creating, 
here in a distressed economic area, 
e. labor shortage that seriously in-

Editor, The Times: 
As I sat down to study next Sun­

day's Sunday School lesson on the 
subject, "Who Is My Neighbor?" 
based on the story of the Good 
Samaritan, I could not help but 
think of two recent events that took 
place last week-end. One of these 
gained nation-wide publicity and 
the other may not have been heard 
of outside Floyd county. 

The first incident I refer to is the 
recent effort of the Governor of the 
state of Georgia to ban the Georgia 
Tech football team from playing ni 
the Sugar Bowl game in New Or­
leans because the opposing team, 
Pittsburgh, has one player who is 
a Negro and futther because tickets 
were sold in Pittsburgh to fans on 
a non-segregated basis. While this 
was being aired on a nation-wide 
scale, here in Floyd county <which 
on occasion some so-called "en­
lightened" people have referred to 
as backward) a county high school 
basketball tournament was in pro­
gress. Among t he teams participat­
ing was a first-time entrant, Pal­
mer-Dunbar high of Wheelw1·~ght, 

the only Negro high school in the 
county. The team played in the first 
round of the tomnament and, al­
though defeated, displayed excellent 
sportsmanship, as did the opposing 
team and all of the fans. 

Without getting into a.ll of the 
ramifications of segregation and 
non-segregation, I merely cite this 
as an example to show that if people 
want to apply the principles of our 
Lord as set forth in the Parable of 
the Good Samaritan, they can and 
will work. 

So, as I come back to my Sunday 
School lesson I am reminded that 
love of God is the motive for love 
of neighbor; further, that our neigh­
bor includes all the people of the 
world and, last but by no means 
least, our sincerity of belief (or 
lack of it) is seen in our actions. 
The world still has need of Good 
Samaritans.

Certified Berry 
Plants Available 

Six and a half million Kentucky­
growh certified strawberr-y plants 
will be available for planting next 
spring, it is announced by the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture and Home Economics. 
The plants were grown under the 
supervision of the college and were 
certified by the Kentucky Seed lm­
provement Association. They were 
grown from approved virus-free 
stock and an insect -control pro­
gram was followed to prevent the 
indoctrination or spread of virus 
diseases. 

Inspections were made to detect 
disease and to determine the gen­
eral quality of the plants. Samples 
of roots and soils were examined for 
the strawberry root-knot nematode. 
It is believed th!lot these certified 
plants will be the best available for 
setting this season. 

In tests of virus-free plants this 
year, yields over ordinary plants 
ranged !rom 10 to 60 crates, worth 
an extra $60 to $300 an acre. 

Some uncertified plants may be 
set this year, due to the large de­
mand. These may not be a safe risk, 
depending on the safeguards used 
to prevent the spread of the virus 
disease. 

Farmers wishing to set certified 
strawberry plants should see their 
county agents. He has a list of 
growers.

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SAYS FARMER 
NEEDS ADYISE 
Avers Every Farmer 
Should Have Social 
Security lnlormirtion 
Defore income tax filing time, 

every self-employed farmer should 
make sure he has his social security 
number and that he knows how he 
i~ to report his self-employment for 
wclal security credit, Robert A. 
:Flynn district manager Social Se­
Cllity Administration, Ashland, said 
tlns week. 

Old-age insurance payments to a 
• self-employed farmer and his wife 

at age 65 and to his survivors on 
llis death are based upon these re­
ports of his net earnings of $400 or 
more yearly. As a self-employed 
penon, he will pay a 3 per cent so­
c:al security tax on his net eam­
ine-s up to $4200 in a year. This pay­
ment goes in as a part of his in­
oome tax return. Net earnings means 
the amount of income from farm 
operation after deducting farm op­
eratin gexpenses. These expenses 
<not living expenses) must be list­
ed unless gross earnings are not 
over $1800, in which case the farm­
er can report half of his gross as 
hi'> net. 
If he is also an employer and ex­

pects to pay at least $100 cash wages 
to an employee during the year, 
then he will need an "employer's 
itlentification number" as well as his 
own social security number. He gets 
the employer's number from his Dis­
trict Director of Internal Revenue, 
and gets his social security number . 
from the social security office. Any 
post office has applicati4;ln blanks. 

Flynn said that several farm own­
ers in the 65-or-older age group 
have come to his office to learn 
whether they can qualify to receive 
old-age payments. Those who are 
actually operating their own falins 
can qualify after they hav been 
under social security for only two 
years after 1954. 

Persons under age 65 must work 
longer, depending on their age. 
Those whose farms are worked by 
someone else on a lease or share ar­
rangement are not, ordinarily, con­
sidered self-employed, so pay no 
social security tax and get no credit 
under the program. 

A typical case where the owner 
.is considered to be a landlord and 
not a self -employed person is as 
follows: 

A landowner arranges with a 
share-farmer to produce a crop or 
livestock on the landowner's farm, 
for which the landowner will receive 
a share of the total crop or live­
stock or a share of the proceeds 
from their sale, and the amount of 
the landowner's share depends upon 
the total amount of the crop or the 
number of livestock produced. 

Flynn cautioned, however, that 
there are many variations of farm­
ing arrangements and, when in 
doubt, the owner and the operator 
should both contact their social 
security office or District Director of ' 
Internal Revenue for more exact 
information.

VVays To Increase 
Egg Production 

Suggestions for December, sent 
out by the Poultry Section of the 
University of Kentucky, says to sell 
pullets that are not laying. Allow 
three to four square feet of floor 
space per bird. Replenish nest ma­
terial frequently. 

Clover, alfalfa or lespedeza fed in 
the afternoon will help prevent 
eannibalism. Whole oats also should 
be fed. Try feeding the !lock a wet 
mash in the middle of the morning 
and again in the middle of the af­
ternoon. Pullets may be fed at noon. 
Better feeding brings more eggs.
