A suit filed in circuit court 

here last week by two creditors 
of Floyd county attacks county 
spending for non~governmental 
and unnecessary purposes and 
seeks to enjoin the fiscal court 
from spe:Qding from its funds un­
til the cTaims of the plaintiffs 
are paid. 

The suit was prepared by Atty. 
W. W. Burchett for the Pittsburg 
Steel & Tool Company and Arm­
co Drainage & Metal Products, 
Inc. They seek collection of 
claims for road machinery and 
supplies used in highway con­
struction. Pittsburgh Steel's claim 
is for $1,645.97; Armco's, for $5,-
280. 

Named defendants in the action 
are Floyd county, its fiscal court 
and budget commission members, 
as members of the governmental 
units and individually. The bud­
get commission is composed of 
County Attorney Robert S. Well­
man, Paul E. Hayes and County 
Judge Henry Stumbo. The fiscal 
court is composed of the County 
Judge and the four Magistrates. 

The suit points out that the 
new 1958-59 budget anticipates 
revenues to aling $205,078 but 
that last year, when the assess­
ment of $39,960,181 was the same 
as this year's, the county's rev­
enue income was only $172,925.55. 
It also claims that because of the 
negligence of the defendants the 
Sheriff has for the years 1954, 
1955, 1956 and 1957 failed to col­
lect an amount of money suffi­
cient to meet budget require­
ments.

Sturgill blamed most of the 
crime on a depressed economy 
and said that areas of the state 
hardest hit by crime are also 
hardest hit by recession. 

"It would appear that the areas 
of the state hardest hit econom­
ically show a marked increase 
in crimes of theft- or so-called 
economic crimes," sturgill said. 

"Some of the more apparent in­
creases," he said, "occurred in 
areas where people returned 
home from out of state when 
they became unemployed." 

Sturgill said, however, that 
some rises in the crime rate can 
be attributed to the natural pop­
ulation growth.

'!1he county in Eastern Kentucky 
having the greatest number of re­
cipients on the program in June 
was HarJoan county with 3,629 ~per­
sons assisted. Pike crowded Harlan 
in taking second place with 3,476 
persons. Bell had the third ihighest 
Eastern Kentucky number wath 3,-
219 receiving assistance. Obher high 
Eastern Kentucky counties were 
Perry, 2,993; Clay, 2,887, and Whit­
ley, 2,744. 

Flayette's recipients numbered 3,-
428 persons, rece1vmg $109,011, 
which made it slightly Wlder Pike 
county in the number bein~ aided.

SITE OF BOONE CAM 
This county's second historical 

highway marker. was erected Fri­
day. It is a conventional upright 
plaque commemorating Daniel 
Boone's discovery of the salt 
springs at the present David on 
Middle Creek in 1767. 

This county's first marker com­
memorated the Battle of Middle 
Creek and was erected in 1952. 
Two more markers, one for the 
scene of the Battle of Ivy Moun­
tain and another for the Garfield 
Place here where the Union gen­
eral headquartered in 1862. are 
scheduled for erection soon. 

Present at the erection cere­
mony at the Boone spring mark­
er were C. T. Dahlin, and William 
Crawford, general manager and 
vice-president respectively of the 
Princess Elkhorn Coal Company, 
J. Polk Hill, traffic superinten­
dent of the State Highway De­
partment, Henry P. Scalf, mem­
ber of the Kentuckv Historical 
Markers Commission: Chalmer F. 
Frazier, president of the Floyd 
County Historical Society and 
Quentin Allen, of The Times. 

Boone, his companion William 
Hill, and perhaps Nathan Boone, 

were exploring Eastern Kentucky 
in 1767 and a heavy snow having 
fallen they followed an animal 
trail to the salt spring. Here they 
stayed through the winter, ha~­
ing only to watch the lick to pro­
vide themselves with venison or 
other meat. They returned to 
North Carolina with news of the 
salt source and later pioneers util­
ized the springs. It was later 
worked by the Young family and 
became known as Young's Salt 
Works. 

The works, of a very primitive 
nature, were destroyed several 
times during the Civil War by 
raiding parties from both sides. 

The legend on the new marker 
reads: 

"Boone Salt Spring 
"Discovered by Daniel Boone 

and companions while exploring 
Eastern Kentucky, winter 1767-
68. Later called Young's Salt 
Works. These springs provided 
salt for pioneers and later for 
Civil War troops." 

The marker is No. 151 in the 
state's program to commemorate 
historical spots along its high~ 
ways.

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The total of crime complaints 
received by State Police in the 
first four months of 1958 is 1,705 
-an increase of 561 over the cor­
responding period of 1957. 

Of that increase, 405 com­
plaints were reported by the 
Eastern Kentucky posts of More­
heaQ., Pikeville, Harlan, London, 
Hazard, and Ashland. 

It was noted that the trend of 
crime in Floyd county generally 
followed the state trend. 

Statewide figures for the first 
four months of this year showed 
breaking and entering accounted 
for 558 criminal complaints com­
pared with 343 for the same per­
iod last year. But crimes of the 
same type nearly doubled in 
Eastern Kentucky. State Police 
received 243 complaints in the 
first four months compared with 
128 in the same period of 1957. 

The trend was the same for 
grand larceny. Eastern Kentucky 
accounted for almost half of 
those complaints. The statewide 
figure was 102 while 50 com­
plaints originated in Eastern 
Kentucky. The figures for the 
same period of 1957 were 73 for 
the state and 30 for Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

Petit larceny in the state more 
than doubled-to 31 cases report­
ed - while Eastern Kentucky 
jumped from one case in 1957 
to 13 cases in the 1958 period. 

In car theft, 'Only a minor 
statewide jump was noted- up 
eight cases from the 1957 period. 
But Eastern Kentucky car thefts 
in the first four months of 1958 
totaled 106 compared with 60 for 
the same period a year ago. 

Reported issuance of fraudu­
lent checks doubled in both the 
state as a whole and in eastern 
areas. 

The figures showed a big jump 
in complaints received about liq­
uor law violations, but Sturgill 
said the increase was due to 
stricter enforcement. 

In contrast to the apparent up­
turn in "economic crimes" as­
sault cases, murder, manslaugh­
ter, and sex crimes either were 
about the same as 1957 levels or 
were down. 

Sturgill emphasized that the 
figures do not take into account 
every crime. Many are reported 
to local authorities and in some 
instances State Police have no 
jurisdiction, as in Louisville and 
Northern Kentucky areas. 

To combat the crime rate the 
department strength has risen to 
380 troopers and another 105 will 
be taken into the force by next 
June. Thirty-one are detectives.

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Plaintiffs claim that at the time 
they sold to the county the cer­
tain supplies represented in their 
claims the budget had not been 
exceeded and sufficient funds 
were available to pay the claims 
had it not been used for unneces­
sary and non-governmental pur­
poses. Since that time, the suit 
alleges, the budget commission 
and the fiscal court have failed 
and refuse to budget any money, 
or a sufficient amount of money, 
to pay these claims and at the 
same time have expended county 
funds for non-governmental and 
unnecessary purposes. 

Although the floating indebt­
edness of the county ·was greater 
than the years' revenue income, 
the suit points out, the budget 
commission has authorized ex­
penditures this year for unneces­
sary purpose. More than $32,000 
in floating indebtedness has been 
incurred since Jan. 1, and, says 
the petition, defendants will con­
tinue to make obligations and 
incur indebtedness in excess of 
the revenue for the fiscal year 
unless they are enjoined and re­
strained from doing so. 

Plaintiffs ask that both the fis­
cal court and the budget com­
mission be restrained from ex­
pending any money from the 
county treasury for any non-gov­
ernmental expense until their 
claims are paid, and they also 
ask the court to direct the budget 
commission to reassemble and 
amend the budget so as to pro­
vide for the payment of their 
claims before any item is budget­
ed for purposes other than those 
pertaining to the operation of 
county government.

Gov. Bra miette 
Welcomes Home 
Confederates 

By CHARLES F. IDNDS

Secretary-Treasurer 

Thomas E. Bramlette, Governor 
of Kentucky, 1863-1867, went into 
office a strong Abraham Lincoln 
Unionist, but left his term a de­
fender of the ex-Confededate 
Kentucky soldier. 

In July, 1861, Bramlette ac­
cepted a commission in the Fed­
eral army and in defiance of the 
principle of neutralism organized 
the Third Kentucky Infantry to 
fight against the Confederates. 
Shortly thereafter, he resigned 
his commission to become Abra­
ham Lincoln's choice as United 
States district attorney. As fed­
eral district attorney, he vigor­
ously prosecuted Southern sym­
pathizers in the Commonwealth. 
In 1863 with federal super­
vision oil the polls, he won the 
gubernatorial election with ease 
over his opponent, Charles A. 
Wickliffe. 

Yet before the war was over, 
Bramlette had become one of 
Lincoln's most vocal critics, even 
going so far as to threaten to call 
out the militia if necessary to 
prevent the enlistment of Negro 
troops in Kentucky on the Union 
side. He quarrelled bitterly with 
General Stephen C. Burbridge, 
the commander of Union troops 
in the state and w:as finally 
successful in 1865 in having Bur­
bridge removed from his com­
mand. 

In December, 1865, little more 
than eight months after Appo­
mattox, Governor Bramlette wel­
comed back the Confederate 
soldiers to Kentucky and recom­
mended repeal of the laws which 
had been enacted against them 
during the war. On December 
18 the legislature abrogated the 
law which declared any citizen 
of Kentucky who invaded the 
state as a Confederate soldier, 
guilty of felony to be punished 
by a prison sentence of from one 
to 10 years. On the following 
day the Expatriation Act of 
March 11, 1862, was repealed. 

Governor Bramlette was born 
in 1817 in Cumberland (now 
Clinton) county Kentucky. He 
died 'in 1875 at Louisville and 
was buried there in Cave Hill 
Cemetery.

Roadblocks 
For Labor Day, 
Sturgill Says 

Kentucky State Police road­
blocks will be used extensively 
during the Labor Day week-end 
in an all-out effort to keep holi­
day road deaths at a minimum. 

State Safety Commissioner, 
Don Sturgill, urging motorists 
not to let their summer end with 
a highway smash-up, pointed out 
that 150 persons have died in 
road wrecks this summer, 
through midnight, August 20. 

He said the annual Labor Day 
week-end is traditionally a dan­
gerous time in traffic, and pre­
dicted that more than 10 persons 
may die unless all motorists 
drive as if their life depended in 
it. 

Sturgill said 11 deaths occurred 
over the last long week-end of I 
the summer last year as compar- 1 
ed with seven in 1956, 15 in 1955 
and 16 in 1954. 

Calling on all law enforcement 
officials to band together to re­
duce this tragic holiday toll, 
Sturgill asked motorists, "Take 
time for safety. All available 
State Police road patrol person­
nel will be on duty." 

1 "Plan all trips to allow ample 
time to arrive without exceeding 
the speed limit," the commis­
sioner urged. "On the way 
please avoid such deadly road 
violations as improper passing, 
following too closely and run­
ning stop signs." 

Sturgill added that the return 
trip is especially dangerous as 
most motorists are returning 
from the long week-end at about 
the same time. "Here fatigue and 
the urge to get home, team up to 
spell out disaster," he said.

THE CYPRUS VILLAGE 

Life in Cyprus is largely agricultural and pastoral. The 

rural life follows that of the farming village type community. 

In the east, houses are thickly clustered together, and often 

nestled in a picturesque setting as is shown in the mountain 

village above. Easterners have long lived in closely huddled 

communhies for protective reasons. They till their outlying 

fields by day, and return to their homes in the village at 
night. 

The Cyprus rural settlements differ from that of the vil­

lage in other eastern countries. Homes are not as closely con­

structed. Each house has its own enclosed, private grounds 

where vineyards, trees, and flowerbeds make up the family 

garden. The village church and community coffee shop are the 

main public centers. Food and clothing are produced by the 

individual family, so that large supply centers are not neces­

sary, and due to the semi-subsistence scale of living the absence 

of big business is very conspicuous. Usually in the center 

of the town is the "Agora" where the villagers market their 

wares. Nearby is the roadside scaffold where the village butch­

er slaughters the week-end meat supply. 
Cyprus villages are famous for their needle work. Many 

produce their own fabrics, including linen and silk. The attrac­

tive lace work done by the women at home, when sold, be­

comes a considerable boost to the family income. An ancient 

author said, "The greatest artists of weaving are the cypriots 

of Salamis." Pottery making is another village handicraft in 

Cyprus. Several of the world's large museums hold a wide 

collection of antiquities from the artistic talent of Cyprus.
