The bond issue would be amor-
tized over a period of years by
means of an additional tax levy.
It is estimated that a levy of 20
cents per $100 will realize more
than $60,000 to pay interest and
principal of the bonds, but the
fiscal court by making the pay-
ments over a longer period may
set the tax levy at a lower rate.

GET BENEFITS

Floyd Ranks Seventh
Because of Hazardous
Occupations of Area

One hundred eighty-four persons
in Floyd county were drawing So-
cial Security disability benefits, as
of December, last year, it was an-
nounced this week by H. H. Kel-
lerman, field representative of this
county for the Pikeville district,
Amount of menthly benefits was
$6,326, he said.

Floyd county stands seventh in
the state in the number of per-
sons receiving disability benefits, it
was pointed omt. Jefferson county,
in which Louisville is located, has
the highest number. Five hundred
eighty-three persons there drew
$43,410 monthly. Harlan county is
second to Jefferson with 188 recip-
ients receiving $14,152 each month.

Pike county stands third in the
state in the mumber of recipients.
One hundred forty-five persons in
that county receive $10,683 month-
1y.

Other counties, beside Jefferson,
Harlan and Pike having a greater
number of disabled recipients of So-
cial Security benefits are Bell, Ken-
ton and Lefcher counties.

Confiscated Automobile
Seized By Floyd Sher:ftf
Up For Sale Here

Circuit Judge Edward P. Hill
entered an order Tuesday direct-
ing the sale of the automobile
of Muncey Prater which had
been confiscated by Sheriff Her-
shell Warrens as a vehicle in
which illegal liquors had been
transported.

The sale is believed to be the
first ever ordered in [Eastern
Kentucky. Such action is provid-
ed for by the same statute that
authorizes the seizure and sale of
buildings where alcoholic bever-
ages are illegally sold.

Sheriff Warrens hailed the
court action as perhaps the great-
est help enforcement of the dry
law could receive.

“I intend to sell every car I
can just as soon as the owners
are convicted in these liquor
cases, and I'll exfend it to in-
clude buildings used for such pur-
poses,” Warrens said. “Of course,”

{he added, “we have to have the

cooperation of the courts to get
such things done.”

Owner of the confiscated car
also was fined $50 and given
a 30-day jail term. At first he
was fined $20 and given a 30-day
jail term by the quarterly court,
but he asked a transfer of the
case to circuit court and was
granted his request.

Roy Tate, who was charged
with having liquor for sale, also
was fined $50 and given a 30-day
jail term on the first day of the
new court term. Kermit Joseph,
who pleaded guilty to a drunk
driving charge, was fined $100
and his driver’s license was re-
voked. Russell Sammons was
fined $50 on his plea of guilty
to a charge of having liquor for
sale.

RAIDERS PINNED DOWN

BY ‘SHINERS RIFLEFIRE

Deputy Sheriff, 2 Federal Agents
Withdraw As 200 Shots Are Fired:

One Man Nabbed

Two federal revenue agents
and a Floyd deputy sheriff werei
pinned down by automatic rifle!
fire at nightfall last Friday when
200 shots were fired at them by
moonshine still operators they
were seeking to arrest on Riley’s
Branch, near Bevinsville.

The officers, armed only with
revolvers, found it useless to re-
turn the fire, the range was so
great. “They made it hot for us,”
said Joe Wheeler Lewis, the dep-
uty sheriff who accompanied the
federal men.

| FALL PASTURE SEEDING

Now is the time to provide for a

lush pasture next summer. Septem-
ber is one of the best months to
sow most grasses, Some of the le-
gumes also do well sown this month.
Good pastures are something that
don’t just happen, it takes planning,
and preparation.
Grasses that may be sown
month are orchid grass, red top,
fescue, bromegrass, and timothy.
Ladino clover and alfalfa are fhe
only two legumes that should be
seeded in the fall in a pasture mix-
ture. If lespedeza or red clover is
desired in the pasture they should
be sown in the spring.

On steep land the following mix-
ture has proven most satisfactory.
Fescue-10 pounds per acre. Ladino-
1 pound per acre and 7 pounds of
lespedeza sown in the spring.

For land that has been limed, the
mixture most desirable is orchid
grass, 10 pounds per acre and La-
dino 1 pound per acre. Lespedeza
can also be added to this mixture
in the spring.

Ancther good combination that
can be seeded on well drained, level

The preparation of a good seed |

grass. This is especially true with
fall seedings. The land should be
either plowed or disked heavily.
After the seed is sown, it should be
either ‘rolled or dragged with ‘a
tooth harrow.

The cheapest way to supply nitro-
gen for a pasture is through the le-
gumes. Legumes have the ability to
take nitrogen from the air and
transfer it in the soil. They can do
this, only if the proper bacteria
is supplied to the soil. This inno-
culant (bacteria) ean be obtained
from the seed dealers. Follow their
directions. When any legume is
sown, it should be inoculated.

One other requirement of a good
pasture, is the proper balance of
plant food. The only way this cah
be correctly determined is by soil
testing. This will show what plant
foods are available to the plants.
This is the basic for determining
i thie amount of fertilizer to be added.

Many Kentucky towns and cities
are still using ‘the open dump
method of disposing of garbage, rub-
bish, and ashes. The open dump is
anything but satisfactory to people,
but is suits flies, rats, cockroaches,
and mosquitoes fo . a “T”. The
smoldering fires in an open dump
causes air pelluting smoz, and in
warm ‘weather unpleasant odors
carry a long way. Such a nuisance
|and public health hazard can be
avoided with the sanitary landfill
method of refuse disposal.

In general, sanitary landfill con-
sists of depositing, spreading, and
|packing down the refuse to a layer
not over eight feet thick (usually
|f0111 to six feet thick and covering
|each day’s collection of refuse with
a six-inch layer of earth. The final
earth cover should be two feet
| thick to seal properly the finished
area and prevent buwrrowing by
| rodents. Land thus filled in is often
{used then as a playground, a ball
diamond, or on attractive planted
barrier to prevent erosion.

CHESTER LAYNE.
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THE ABBEY OF BELLAPAIS

In this picture stands one of the finest constructed Abbeys
of the Middle Ages. It is located on the Island of Cyprus off the
coast of Palestine some one hundred and sixty-five miles. This
Abbey is first heard of as a House of the Augustinian Canons,
a foundation of the king of Jerusalem, evidently Aimery de
Lusignan who held that title from 1198 to 1205. These Augus-
tinians came from Palestine where they held custody of the
Church of the Holy Sepulchre before the loss of Jerusalem in
1187. They were refugees from their two Abbeys in the lost
territory.

Documents from the fifteenth century refer to the Abbey
by the name of Lapais, which is a corrupted form of the name
it bears today. Its present name takes on a part of the local
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 Attend the Church.

village. From the above documents we learn that the Abbott of
Bellapais assisted at the coronation of Queen Charlotte in 1458.

The Abbotey of Bellapais was always considered a rich prize.
The many conquerors of the Island treated it with varying re-
spect. The worst blow was dealt it by the Turks who expelled
thet Monks from the Island. They seized the Abbey and its
properties but permitted the villagers to use the Church, which
they have continued to do until this day.

The magnificient gothic style of Bellapais has received the
admiration of all that have ever seen it. Its remains are care-
fully" preserved today because of its artistic and historical
interest.
