COURT HOLDS
RECOUNT 0. K.

Lyon’s Appeal Voided
On Grounds He Failed
To Contest As Voter

Judgment of Circuit Judge John
Chris Cornett, of the Magoffin
¢ircuit court, holding that the re-
count of the Magoffin county vote
which gave the courthouse bond
issue there the required two-thirds
majority was upheld Friday by the
Kentucky Court of Appeals.

The lower court decision was at-
tacked in an appeal filed by Wil-
liam Lyon, et al. He sought to have
the recount judgment declared void,
failed in the cireuit court, then ap-
pealed to the Court of Appeals.

Affirming the judgment of the
Magoffin circuit. eourt, the Appel-
late Court opinion, written by Com.
missioner Cullen, held that Lyon,
acting solely as a taxpayer, had nho
right to institute a confest or a re-
count proceeding., Lyon sued as a
citizen and taxpayer and not as a
voter who actually voted in the
bond issue election.

Citing Section 145 of the state
Constitution, the high court point-
ed out that solely as a taxpayer
Lyon did not have a right to vote.
Lyon maintained that the recount
statute, in denying a taxpayer the
right to bring or participate in a
recount proceeding involving an
election on the question of incur-
ring a Ppublic debt, is unconstitu-
tional. Commented the court: “He
cites no authority for this proposi-
tion, and indeed we believe there
is none.”

Lyon was represented by Joe
Hobson, of Prestonsburg; appellees,
by Paul E. Hayes, also of Prestons-
burg,

Lyon’'s complaint alleged several
procedural irregularities in the vote
recount and claimed that those
designated by the circuit court to
conduect the recount had made to
the court a fraudulent report.

Will Use Own Forces
On Project Stopped
In Hall Company Case

Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 1—The state
announced Wednesday that it would
restart 10 rural Knott county road
projects stopped by litigation in
the Hall Trucking Company case.

Charles Byrley, deputy highway
commissioner, said the state’s own
forces and equipment would be
used to complete the work started
by Hall under a conftract later
found to be illegal.

Franklin Circuit Judge W. B.
Ardery ruled September 22 that the
state was entitled to recover $66,-
960 paid to Richard Hall, Hindman,
because the work done by his firm
was not advertised for competitive
bids.

_Completion of the projects will
be done under the 1958 Force Ac-
count Act, which permits the state
to use its forces, without seeking
bids, when the cost of individual
projects does not exceed $12,000.

According to estimates of R. L.
Parker, a state engineer, the 10
Knott county roads will cost $3,603
to $11,938. His estimates take into
account only grade and drain work,

“Even if we considered surfacing
the roads now,” Byrley said, “it
could not be done until spring.”

He saild the decision by High-
way Commissioner Ward J. Oates
to complete the projects was moti-
vated by the consideration that
work already done would be wasted
by continuous washing by laln and

RUFFED GROUSE CONSIDERED

Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 6 (Spl.) —
Kentucky game biologists today
kicked off a new project aimed at
providing befter hunting in the
eastern and western section of the
state.

It could mean the establishment
of ruffed grouse in widely scattered
areas and provide a definite shot-
in-the-arm to Kentucky’s bird hun-
ting potentialities.

Fred Hardy, leader of the state’s
forest game research and develop-
ment project, announged today the
start of grouse trapping operations
on the Beaver Creek management
area near Burnside. The project
calls for trapped native birds fto
later be released on protected areas
in Mammoth Cave National Park
for study and research purposes. If
the binds reproduce successfully
there, Division of Game experts

|anticipate a large- scale program to

restock grouse in all suitable habitat
|in the state.

This attempt will mark the first
time native Kentucky grouse have
been used in the research and de- |
| velopment program. Biologists have
[been working with imported Wis- |

Census Bureau To Ask
School Enrol_lment Data

Supplementary questions on
three subjects will be asked in
laddition to the regular monthly
inquiries on employment and
unemployment in the October
Current Population Survey, it
was announced today by Super-
Wisor Hobert A. Yerkey of the
U. S. Census Bureau’s regional
field office at Cincinnati, Ohio,
which will participate in the sur-
vey.

The subjects to be covered by
the supplementary questions are:
school and college enrollment;
where college students stay
while going to school and name
of college they are attending; the
number of visitors, friends, etc.,
staying overnight in households
on October 19.

Similar questions oh school en-
rollment last year revealed that
41.2 million persons 5 to 34 years
old were enrolled in schools and
colleges in October, 1957, a rec-

ord high. Enrollment reached
new levels in every type of
school. About 1,824,000 persons

were in kindergarten last Oc-
tober, 27,248,000 were in elemen-
tary schools, 8,956,000 in high
schools, and 3,138,000 in colleges.

The questions on place of
residence of c¢ollege students and
on the numbet of visitors staying
overnight in households on Oc-
tober 19, are being asked as part
of a series of tésts of procedures
being considered for use in the
national census of 1960.
