LIFE EARNINGS 
HERE $77,000 
Report Says Education 
Adds $3,400.00 Per Year 
To Man's Earning Power

New York, Nov 6 - Purely from 
a dollars and cents standpoint, what 
is the value of an education to a 
young man in Floyd county? What 
is it worth to him, in lifetime earn­
ings, to go through high school and 
college? 

The questions axe of particular in­
terest right now because of Ameri­
can Education Week, November 9th 
to 1'5th. 

Studies made by the U. S. iDepart­
ment of Labor, the Department of 
Health, Education and Welfare and 
other agencies show that the finan­
cial benefits are very real. In size, 
they vary for each region, depend­
ing on local economic conditions. 

The typical Floyd county youth, 
equipped with an amount of educa­
tion equal to the local aver31ge, can 
look forward to lifetime earnings of 
$77,000, based on the findings. The 
figure takes into account present 
income levels locally as well as life 
spa'-1 and number of years of school­
ing. 

It is nearly twice the sum a man 
had prospects of earning after the 
last World Wax, inflationary effects 
considered. 

The Census Bureau states that go­
ing through high school and college 
yields as much as $3,400 extra in 
annual eaxning power over the years. 

The average income of families 
headed by college graduates is $7,-
600 a year, compaxed with $5,500 for 
those headed by high school gra.d~ 

uates and $4,200 for those headed 
by elementaxy school graduates, 
based on 1956 data. 

Among residents of Floyd CO'Uilty, 
the educational level was shown by 
the last census to be relatively hiigh 
and increasing, with a median of 
7.4 years of scbooling for the adl.llt 
population. 

Educ::. tional levels locally and in 
mos-t other .parts of the country have 
been rising steadily since the wax 
and are eJ<pected to continue in that 
direction. In 1957 more than two­
fifths of the population over age 
25 had a secondary school education 
or better, compared with only one­
fourth in 1940. 

However, a sizeable number are 
dropping out earlier for one reason 
or another. They might Jgive sec­
ond thought to this move, states 
the report, if they knew what they 
were sac1·ificing in earning capacity.

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COOPER URGES 
AREA SURVEYS 
MADE QUICKLY 
Senator Says Congress 
Has Neglected Section; 
Fishtrap Dam Discussed 
Senator John Sherman Cooper re­

leased Monday the text of a letter 
he had addressed to Gen. Itschner, 
chief o! U. S. Army Engineers, in 
which Cooper unged completion of 
surveys of five river valleys in East­
ern Kentucky. 

Senator C'ooper based his request 
primarily on the need for protec­
tion against floods which, he point­
ed out, "have recurred with tragic 
consequences in Eastern Kentucky 
in recent years." He asked that the 
corps of Engineers complete at hte 
earliest possible date surveys on the 
Fishtrap and Pound reservoirs, the 
Kentucky river, Devil's Jump reser­
voir on the South Fork, the Laurel 
river reservoir and the Upper Cum­
berland river. 

"To put it very bluntly," Cooper 
wrote, "this area has been neglected 
by the Congress for years. I recog­
nize that the Corps of Engineers 
must proceed according to law, and 
I appreciate the steady work that 
the offices of Colonels Comm, Stann 
and Skidmore have done to move 
these surveys along. But as these 
surveys have been authorized by 
resolutions of Congress, and appro­
priations have been made for their 
completion, it Is now the resonsi­
bility of the COTPS of Engineers to 
pomplete them at the earliest pos­
sible date." 

"I have been disturbed,'' Cooper 
wrote General Itscnner, "by reports 
that the question of ilie relocation 
of the Chesapeake & Ohio railroad 
might hold up, or at least delay, 
progress on the Fishtrap survey, but 
about ten days ago I visited Colonel 
Skidmore at Huntington and he as­
sured me that the survey could pro­
ceed without delay at the same time 
that studies regarding the !oration 
of railroad are being made."

By Wide "No" Margins 
Floyd county was not alone in

It is a special period 
to boost interest and support of the 
work done by the State Chamber to 
develop better opportunities for fu­
t.ure generations, Henry added. 

The "teams'' specifically will dis­
cuss with 'the local groups: (1) 
Community development factors, in­
cluding recognition of the need, 
community understanding, organi­
zation set-up, inventory of assets 
and liabilities, assignment of re­
sponsibility, improved shopping

CHURCH SETS 
PLAN MEETING 

At Mammoth Cave Park; 
Delegates Are Scheduled 
From All Sections, Said 

One hundred and two men and 
women, representing Christian 
Churches from all over Kentucky, 
will meet for a planning commis­
sion at Mammoth Cave National 
Park, November 18-23, to share in 
the projection of plans for the 
Christian Churches o:f Kentucky. 
Delegates to this commission in­
clude ministers, laymen and laywo­
men from every section of the state. 

The purpose of the four-day meet­
ing is to clarify program until June 
30, 1'959 and to plan program for the 

· year 1959-1960. Consideration will 
also be given to long range plans for 
1960-1970. 

Lester D. Palmer, Associate Gen­
eral Secretary for the Christian 
Churches of Kentucky, reports that, 
''The planning commission is struc­
tured to implement the 32,000 sug­
gestions made by 1,227 mmebers of 
212 Christian Churches of Ken­
tucky during seventeen district lead­
ers meeting which were held last 
winter." 

Four task 1groups have been ap­
pointed to plan state program to 
meet local church needs in the areas 
of Effective Churchmanship, Stew­
ardship and World Outreach, Lead­
ership Education, and Effective Dis­
trict Organization. These task 
groups will be chaired by John Nor­
ton Williams, Mt. Sterling; E. Tip­
ton Carroll, Sr., Hazard; Mrs. Stan­
ley Powell, Berea; and Harley Fisk, 
Florence. Resource persons for the 
task groups will include members 
of the staff of the Kentucky Chris­
tian MisSionary Society. 

The task group on leadership ed­
ucation will project plans for state 
and district level leadership educa­
tion for church school teachers, 
board members, and members of the 
Christian Men's and Christian Wo­
men's Fellowships. They will also 
seek to develop a program for im­
plementing local chUl'ch leadership 
eduction. 

Members of the task group on ef­
fec tive churchmanship will seek to 
work out plans for undergoing the 
mimstry of the Church. They will 
also work on a plan of recruitment 
for church vocations. This group will 
•give general study to the total life 
of the church as it relates to wor­
ship, evangelism, membership de­
velopment and stewardship. 

The stewardship and world out­
reach task group will seek to de­
termine a strategy whereby local 
churches can realize their steward­
ship potential. They will also project 
a program of World OUtreach that 
wil !motivate each church to give 
to outreach causes in proportion to 
the amount spent upon their local 
program. 

The final task group will give its 
entire attention to developing a 
plan whereby local churches can 
work more closely with one another 
in given districts to fulfill the mis­
sion of the church.

Governor Chandler's proposal to 
blacktop every mile of gravel road 
maintained by the state before he 
leaves office has hit a snag. 

Odds !;lOW are stacked heavily 
against completing the program. 

Chandler announced October 
25, 1957, the Hilghway Department 
would undertake the ambitious job 
of putting a smooth st!rface on the 
entire mileage of unpaved roads in 
th estate-maintained system. 

At th~tt time, graveled routes to­
taled 4,664 miles. The calendar left 
Chandler with two years, six weeks, 
and two days to do the work. 

Now-one year and two weeks 
later-just 737 miles of unpaved 
roads have beeu put under blacktop. 

As a result, Chandler's .builders 
have one year and ·four weeks ·to 
surface the other 3,927 miles-and 
the end of the construction season 
is nearly at hand. 

It develops also that mone:y as 
well as time is a factor. The pro­
gram will cost approixamtely twice 
as much as the original estimate of 
$37,000,000. 

Rural Highway Commissioner 
Mack Walters, in his job just over 
one month, said he planned to "de­
vote all my energies" to completing 
the work "if it is possible." 

He expressed doubt that it could 
be done, but said it wasn't 100 per 
cent hopeless. 

Walters said the winter months 
will be spent getting estimates on 
projects from each of the counties 
so he will be "ready to roll" when 
the new construction season arrives 
in the spring. 

"We are in good sha-pe- financial­
ly," he said. "Whether we have 
enough money to do all of th ework 
remains to be seen. But a lot de­
pends on whether contractors can 
do the job. A lot of men and ma­
chinery are involved." 

Walters said he had no intention 
of doing any substantial part of the 
program by force account-with the 
state's own forces. 

"As far as I am concerned," he 
said, "force-account work is an 
emergency function. our state forces 
have a full-time job in maintenance 
work." 

''TH OBE'' 
J. B. Wells, who preceded Wal­

ters as rural-highway commissioner, 
said the program hit a financial 
snag before it could be pushed into 
high gear. 

He and Chandler had proposed 
to finance the blacktopping partly 
from the 2-cent-a-gallon gasoline 
tax· for rural roads, partly from reg­
ular road-maintenance funds, ana 
partly ;from so-called State funds 
coming from the regular 5-cent-a­
gallon gasoline tax.

Geologist Shaler 
Discovered State ~s 
Natural Wealth

Nathaniel Southgate Shaler, Union 
Army officer, paleontologist, geolo­
gist, professor, college dean, scienti­
fic writer, poet, historian, brilliant 
convesationalist and speaker, but 
the greatest of these, at least to a 
resident of Kentucky today-geolo­
gist. 

Shaler, na-tive of Newport, was 
sent to Cambridge at 17 to prepare 
fot· a classical education at Har­
vard. There, tiring of the unimagi­
native fashion of rote learninlg', he 
became attracted to the brilliant 
teaching of Louis Agassiz at Law­
rence Scientific School. He was soon 
one of the favotite pupils of Agas­
siz and graduated summa cum llliUde 
in geology and zoology in 1862 . 

With time out largely for army 
service and a trip abroad, Shaler 
was appointed in 1869 professor of 
paleontology at Harvard. Four 
years later, the' third geological sur­
vey was authorized in Kentucky, and 
Shaler was appointed its director. 
He served from 1873 to 1880 until 
compelled to resign when a bill was 
passed in Kentucky requiring the 
state geologist to live in Frankfort. 
From 1884 to 1900, he was director 
of the Atlantic Coast Division of the 
United States Geological Survey. 
These were remarkable accomplish­
ments, added as they were to Shal­
er's teaching duties, his position as 
dean of Lawrence Scientific School 
from 1'891 to his death, and his many 
writings on scientific and varied 
other subjects, including a history 
of Kentucky. 

Shaler's work on the third geolo­
gical survey can hardly be overem­
phasized. The first two surveys 
known by the last names of the di­
rectors, Mather (1838) and Owens 
(1854-60) had proved in a system­
atic way what the earlier .pioneers 
and settlers of Kentucky has sus­
pected about the rich resources of 
the state. Though Shaler's work 
was terminated prematurely, the 
third survey brought home for the 
first time the full significance of the 
great untapped wealth of the Com­
monwealth in timber, iron, and coal. 
One estimate in 1878, for el'ample, 
as a result of the Shaler sbudy, 
placed the coal supply in Kentucky 
as more extensive than that of 
Pennsylvania or of Great Britain 
and Ireland combined. 

Never in the best of health, Shaler 
spent intervals of his last years on 
his farm at Martha's Vineyard, 
where he died unexpectedly of pneu­
monia in 1906 at 65.

Evidence that the eastern rim of 
Kentucky hill counties, which fur­
nish the biggest quotas of mi­
grants to northern cities, is sending 
them there ill-equipped to compete 
is found in statistics that show 
youngsters from the area have less 
than the state average in education. 

Except for their native intelli· 
gence they would be severely handi­
capped in the struggle to adapt them­
selves to a new environment and 
match themselves successfully with 
northern workers. The average of 
education in Kentucky is 8.4 grades 
but only one eastern county, Rowan, 
approaches it. All the other coun­
ties in the mountains fall far below. 

Martin countians hold the bottom 
position with an average of 6.3 
grades of education completed and 
Floyd county is but little better, the 
average being 7.3 grades. All other 
Eastern Kentucky counties show an 
average in the seventh grade, slig·ht­
ly better, or down in the sixth ,grade. 
The figures are compiled from the 
25 years or older group. The age 
group between 15 and 24 years fur­
nishes the largest migration quota. 
Twenty-seven and ei.g'hth- tenths 
percent of Floyd county's young who 
leave are within this age. 

It is, of course, in the Bluegrass 
counties where the youngsters add 
the advantages of an education 
higher than the state average. F ay­
ette has an average of 9.9 grades, 
Franklin, 9.1 and Bourbon, 8.7. 
Many counties from sections other 
than the Bluegrass have averages 
higher than the mountains. Many 
above the average and much higher 
than in the mountains are in the 
vicinity of industrialized Cincinnati 
and Louisville. 

Harlan county, which led all 
counties in the number of mi­
grants in the last six years with a 
total of 29,861 persons, has an ed­
ucation average in the 25 years and 
older group of 7.6 grades. Pike coun­
ty, which is second in number of 
migrants, has an educational av­
erage of 7.3 grades. The counties 
having an increase in population 
have the J:\ighest averages . 

A poor economic structure, which 
defeats the youngsters in their de­
sire to procure an education, will 
dictate that they must move on to 
greener pastures, over and out of 
the hills . 
It is in the Eastern counties of 

Kentucky where the greatest "drop­
out" in school occurs in the ages of 
16 and 17. Evidently the adolescents 
have entered some kind of employ­
ment to earn a living for themselves 
or to aid their family groups in an 
ailing economy. This condition of 
high "drop-out" accounts for most 
of the lower than state average in 
education, whatever its causes. 

The state average of enrollment 
in school in the 16-17 year group is 
56.3. All of the Eastern counties 
studied have a lower enrollment. 
Counties of Calloway, Jefferson, 
Campbell, Fayette, Franklin, Graves, 
Union and Webster have enrollments 
in this age group of over 70 per 
cent. All the Eastern counties, with 
the exception of Harlan with 56.7 
per cent and a few others, have 
pecentages down in the forties or 
even lower in the thirties. 

However, any comparison of en­
rollment percentages of the Eastern 
counties with the rest of the state is 
a little mixed due to local factors 
in many counties. A few counties 
with low economic advantages, in 
sections removed from the moun­
tains, have succeeded in maintaining 
high enrollment. Some of this may 
be attributed to the almost utter 
lack of nearby opportunities which 
tend a bit to discourruge early "drop­
outs." But it is a safe conclusion 
to make that counties in the East­
em section have a much lower en­
rollment in the age group under dis­
cussion. 

Figures that dismay are in Magof­
fin county where the enrollment is 
only 35.6 per cent, in Elliott where 
it is only 39.7 or Jackson with only 
31 per cent. Floyd county figures 
some better than the average hill 
county with an enrollment of 49.2. 
which is much too low compared 
with the state average .

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one bright spot in the educational 
picture in the mountains is the 
hi.gh school graduates who go to 
college. It is bright in a few places 
whether you inquire as to where 
they locate to work and live or not. 

This is not to say that Eastern 
Kentucky counties lead the state, 
as a section, in secondary school 
graduates seeking higher education. 
Knott county leads the state with 
52 percent going on to college, far 
above the state averlllge of 31 per­
cent, but too many mountain coun­
ties are below state average. In 
Ma,goffin county it drops to ten 
per cent, in many other mountain 
counties is is very low, but not as 
low as in counties in other sections, 
such as Breckinridge which sends 
only four per cent to college. 

Harlan county, which as said, led 
in migration, has 33 per cent of 
its students in college and Lee, 
which exports many of its young, 
skllled and better-educated, has 36 
per cent in college, five points above 
state average. Floyd county sends 
24 per cent to college. 

It is possible to draw too many 
"pat" conclusions from any study 
as to the educational level of East­
ern Kentucky migrants but it 
seems safe to conclude that a coun­
ty with a high export quota 
and a high number going to col­
lege that the cream of the educated 
are being drained off. It is safe to 
assume that a county with big 
migration and with a lower than 
state average in education sends 
thousands north less prepared edu­
cationally to cope with problems 
that ru:e fore i.gn to them. 

Many of the better educated, 
skilled and intellLgent are migrat­
ing, but also many unemployables, 
due to physical, emotional and men­
tal impairments are staying in the 
mountain counties. The less percen­
tage of educated who stay is to in­
crease the bw·den of leadership due 
to their fewer number. 

Too few may find themselves 
carrying the torch for too many. 

The importance of early detection 
of diabetes was stressed by Gover­
nor A. B. Chandler, who has pro­
claimed the period from November 
16-22 as Diabetes Week in Ken­
tucky. 

"An estimated 1,000,000 persons ln 
this country and 15,000 in Kentucky 
alone have undiscovered diabetes," 
said Dr. Hoffman, "and it is to find 
these people and to give them an 
opportunity to take advantage of 
available control measures that 
KSMA has sponsored the drive an­
nually since 1951." 

He emphasized the importance of 
being tested for diabetes each year, 
since early detection can greatly 
simplify the problems of control of 
the disease. "The unfortunate vic­
tims of the disease are those that 
are unaware they have it,'' ·he said, 
"because when caught early, very 
often the only precautions needed 
to insure a long life are control of 
weight and diet ."

Why, one winter, many years ago, 
when water pipes froze up nearly 
all over our town, there was an 
outbreak of itch ; and in Indiana, in 
a fashionable suburb of Evansville, 
head lice became so bad that state 
and national medical authorities had 
to be called in to deal with uhe pest.
