Historical Unit 
Probably Has 
The ~"TickLicker ,, 

By CHARLES F. HINDS

Historians are reasonably sure 
that the famed "Ticklicker" is lo­
cated iln the Kentucky Historical So­
ciety Museum in Frankfort. "Tick­
licker" was Daniel Boone's favorite 
rifle. 

It was bought in UJOO from Col­
onel Gilbert Walden, a self-styled 
"Southern Elocutionist, Rough Rid­
er, and Cow-boy Orator." Accord­
ing oo Walden it was made for Dan­
iel Boone by a North Carolinian 
gunsmith by the name of Graham, 
whose muzzle ma1rk consisting of 
eight sba'rs indicates that it was 
made sometime in the latter pa1't of 
the 18tih centm-y. 

"Ticl:ilicker" was featut·ed in the 
Februru-y 25, 1925, issue of THE 
AMERICAN RIFLEMAN. Accord­
ing to the article, there is no con­
tradiction between the period as­
mibed to the historical-society­
owned rifle and the charo.oteristics 
of the first of the Kentucky l·ifles. 
It lacks the pronounced crescent­
shaped butt pla•te common among 
flintlocks of the followtn30 century. 
Furthermore, the absence of a 
patchbox in the stock marks it as 
a Southern rifle, perhaps, one made 
in North Carolina. 

The Boone rifle WSJS passed on to 
Gilberl Walden with the information 
tihat Graham made the rifle for 
Boone around 1760. This, then, was 
the ll'ifle in al !probability whiCh 
Daniel Boone had with him when 
he first entered Kentucky in the 
Prestonsburg area in 1767 and which 
he continued to use until the yeal· 
1784 when he gave it to a mountain 
trapper by the name of Dedman. 

It .remained i.n the Dedman family 
for years, ihidden away, almost for­
gotten in a closet, until it was dis­
covered and publicized in a news­
paper. Colonel Ellis of Louisville 
read the news articles, looked up 
the family, purchased the rifle. Dr. 
Percy W. d.eB~·nay of Tallulah 
Falls, Georgia, was the next owner, 
and it was from this last named 
gentleman, a gun oollector, that 
it was pUJrchased by Gilbert Walden. 

What proof can be found in the 
Draper or other original manu­
scripts that this is indeed Boone's 
famed ''Ticklicker"? Several refer­
ences mention this rifle by name. 
but a complete description of it in 
manuscript awaits the diligent re­
searcher.

CATTLE LICE 
Before the weather becomes too 

cold, is lhte best time to treat your 
cattle far lice. Spraying is pre­
ferred over dusting, but this must be 
done before the weather turns cold, 
as there would be danger of pneu­
monia. Dust should be used in case 
of emergency during the winter. 

Either 50 per cent wettable D.D.T. 
or chlordane is recommended at the 
rate of eight pounds in 100 gallons 
of water. The cattle should be spray­
ed until wet to the skin. 

For dusting use either 10 per cent 
DDT dust or 1 per cent rotenone 
dust. 

FALL GRAZING 
The beautifUl fall weather has 

provided the farmers with many 
extra days of good pasture. The 
pasture season can be extended by 
applying fertilizer at this time. Dur­
ing: the past few years many acres 
have been seeded to fescue in the 
county. Fescue will grow through­
out the winter. An application of 
nitrogen fertilizer will increase 
growth. 'I\vo hundred pounds of 
ammonia nitrate applied per acre 
will save approximately one ton of 
hay. If their hay will run short 
this year, farmers should seriously 
consider treating their fescue now. 

CORN FI ELDS 
Much of the corn has now been 

harvested. The stalks are left stand­
ing to be turned under next year. 
Standing stalks offer but little pro­
tection for the soil during the win­
ter. The stalks also will be slow in 
rotting when turned under next 
spring. 

A much ibetter way is to disk the 
stalks in the field. This will provide 
more protection for the soil, and 
and tlhe stalks will rot much easier. 
This practice will also make plow­
ing much easier. 

Disking stalks won't take the place 
of a cover crop, but is the second 
best pradice. 

FOREST FIRES 
Now that the leaves llave fallen, 

the danger of forest fires has 
greatly increased. Let's continue to 
make every effort to prevent fire 
from starting. Fires are not only 
costly to landowners, but to every 
one. Burned forests wil !never be 
able to support a forestry enter­
prise in the county, that will in­
crease the total county income.

With the use of the tranquillizing 
drugs, 60 per cent of the patients 
are now able to return home after 
60 days' treatment and observation. 

The new Allen building where pa­
tients are entered resembles a mod­
ern hotel with its large foyer fur­
nished in natural maple with color­
full upholstery and a low tables with 
a lovely floral arrangement. 

All personnel are soft-voiced. 
smiling rather than dour, and are 
specially trained for their particu­
lar jobs. The improved shock treat­
ment whereby the patient is helped 
to return to reality was demon­
strated by a woman physician. 

The psychiatrist told of the tran­
quillizing drugs that are keeping 
the patients so calm that restraints 
are no longer needed. Group ther­
apy has taken the place of isola­
tion, and occupational therapy is 
available to all in some form. 

Artistic arrangements of flowers, 
weaving, ce1·amics, wood and leath­
er and other hand craft made bY, the 
patients of more skill were on dis­
play. Simple forms of occupation 
for those of lesser talent were in 
evidence also. 

One happy oldster wearing a 
white butcher apron was cutting 
white paper in strips and tulking of 
the apron he was making. 

Play therapy also enters into their 
lives, sometimes for the fi rst time. 
Simple games are taught, with eve­
nings for dancing, picnics in sum­
mer and seasonal parties. A volun­
teer worker was interviewing pati­
ents in the male ward for Christ­
mas gifts. This is just one of the 
many functions the volunteers per­
form, entertainment being a fav­
orite. 

"We were told," the nurses report­
ed, that of the 1,600 patients, 629 
are totally abandoned and forgotten 
people. These are the ones who are 
recipients of gifts from the Be a 
Friend Club members who contri­
bute sqme of the treats and gifts 
for special occasions." I 

Since the government is aiding· 
in the building program and main­
tenance, regular clinics are being 
hE;ld by a qualified psychiatrist in 

I five different districts for the pur­
pose of early diagnosis and con­
tinued treatment after discharge 
from the hospital.

Race St., Cincinna,ti 10, Ohio,' asks 
about .the Clark family of Floyd 
county. 

"I would like illuormatton oo1 
grandfather Reuben Clark, bmm 
May 22, 1845, and G1'31lldmother 
Helen Claa•k, bo1·n July 1'2, 1850. 
'IUiey lived in the house where Lil­
lian Ferguson now lives in ~es­
torisburg·. I understand ·they wru·e 
raised on the Clark Branch of Buf­
falo Creek. 

"MY great-granrlfather was W. G. 
Clark, born Oct. 14, 1806, came from 
North Crurolina. He had a bmther 
but I never knew his name or wl;}art; 
became of him. My great-grand­
mother was a Lewis, born in Floyd 
county, April 10, 1810." 

'IIhere is a reference to an Eidenn 
Clark in rtihe letter but W1fortunate­
ly the sequence of the thought il; 

broken. It is deduced !Jhat the wr>t­
er's refru·ence to his great-gmnd­
mother Lewis is . to Eldenn Lewis 
Clark. The writer was evidently 
copying forom an old Bible record. 

WILLIAMS FAMILY AND 
POWERS FAMILY 

Mrs. R. N. Lobdell, Route 1, Pis­
gah Forest, Ncrth Carolina, gives 
much inf'!mnation on the Williams 
family. 

"It seems that the Williams fami­
ly were confirmed Baptists. I really 
got started on them because I won­
dered if we aren't d,a<;cendants of 
Roger Williams or perihaps his 
brother Rober,t, who was a New 
England teacher, as you probably 
know. Was the Reverend Mason 
Williams Isaac's son 01' 'his grand­
son Mason H. P. Williams, born in 
the early 1800's? Mason, Isaac's son, 
was born 1'779 e.ccording to our rec­
ords. Isaac's daughter, Charity Wil­
liams Power, had two sons "·ho were 
BapUst ministers. They both moved 
to Texas where they lived until after 
the Civil War. Their sister, Saral1, 
married a Baptist minister, the 
Reverend Cullen Bryant Young. My 
aunt told me thrut one of Isaac's 
sons or grandsons, I did not remem­
ber which, was a senator; rus I did 
not find ihis name as a U. S. sen­
ator, and did not have a list of 
senators, I was glad to have your 
corroboration of •the family tradi­
tion in that particular. 

"I ll'~t very much that I do not 
know where Isaac lived in Kentucky. 
My fatheJ' and aunt both hl1Dilght 
that he at one time lived and own­
ed pmperty a,t Crab Orchard 
Springs, that perhaps he even died 
.there, but they were not sure that 
they :remembered the name of the 
place coo'l'ectly. I oam of the opinion 
that he moved, o:r perhaps traveled. 
would be a better word, about con­
siderably. The family tradition is 
that he made two or three trips to 
Kentucky before moving his family 
.there. It is thought that he went 
with Daniel Boone before the Revo­
lution. I think that it is -possible 
that he was a young relative of John 
Williams of N.C. 'N'hO was a member 
of the law firm of Henderson and 
Williams.

the main rivet'S. On this t rip it was 
the Cumberland and Tennessee. The 
Louisa Company wa.s organized in 
1774. The purpose was "to rent or 1 

purchase a •Certain tea·~·itory lying 
on the west side of the mountait:.s 
on the waters of the Mississippi 
from Indian ta·ibes now in posses­
sion tohereof." On Jan. 6, 1775, the 
oompany was reorganized as the 
Transylvania Company. Henderson's 
company bought the title to 
the lands whidh were <to be sold to 
individuals. The idea was to fcrm 
a "fourteenth colony." A report of ' 
these land companies can be found 
in "North Carolina, the Old North 
State," by Archibald Henderson. 

"Isaac Williams moved his fami­
lY Ito Kentucky abo11t 1795. His wife, 
'/Vho before her marria-ge was Mary 
Anderson, died on the trip. SaJ'ah

Opinions Differ 
On Main Causes 
Of Alcoholism 

"Our laboratory and clinical 
st!udies of ·alcoholism during the 
past severo! years have oonvinced 
us that alcoholism is a metabolic 
disease." (James J. Smith, M. D., 
dtrector research on alodholism, New 
York University-Bellevue Medical 
Oenter.) 

"The psychiatric literat!ur.e of the 
past few years have stressed more 
and more that compulsive drinking 
is a symptom and a result of a per­
sonality disorder." (James H. Wall, 
M. D., assistaJlt medical director, 
New York, Westchester Division.) 

"Environmental factors are po­
tent and indispensable for bring­
ing about alcoholism, but they do 
not do so unless .the person involved 
possesses the type of metabolic in­
dividuality which predisposes to ad­
diction." {Roger J. Williams, Ph. 
D., D. Sc., Department of Ohemis­
try, University of Texas.) 

These quotations from three emi­
nent .researchers in the field, show 
the divergence of opinion on alco­
holism. All agu-ee it is an illness but 
abtribut.e the result to different 
causes. This is evidence of the com­
plexity of tlhe problem and the nec­
essity of more study and reseaa-ch. 

The lay O!'ganization of Alcoholics 
Anonymous ignores scientific rea­
sons. They simply llldmit that ~e 
problem exists and mak.e a posi­
tive approaoh, m-ying to cl>rrect the 
Individual sufferer. The degree of 
success achieved by A. A. has at­
rtracted the notice of the profes­
sionals. 

As of today, there is a greater de­
gree of understanding between ·the 
p.mfessional groups and the indi­
vidual members of Alocoholics Am­
onymous tha.n formerly existed. 
Areas of conflict lhave been eli­
minated. The professional group re­
cognizes thra help that lay fuerapy 
can offer the alcoholic. The <recov­
ered alcoholic recog;ndzes the trem.­
endous contribution scientific study 
ihas made. 

Agreemfttlt thwt researchers, phy­
sicians, clergymen, social and wel­
fare workers, members of Alcoholics 
ADlOill.ymows, each have oome special 
skill or knowledge, thrat each cam. 
make a worthwhile contribu~iron to 
the eventual solut ion, is rapidly 
taking form.
