Needed Federal Grant 
If Easements Expected 
Without Undue Delay 

The $134,673 road project from 
Dewey Lake boat dock to the Strat­
ton Branch recreation area was 
halted this week bty the state wlhen 
it was discovered that tlhe State 
Hig.hway Departlment had not pro­
cured fa'Offi the federal government 
riglhts-of-way for the route.

MARTIN PLAN 
IS APPROVED 
Community Is Second 
Planning Improvement 
Under F ede·ral Program 

U. S. Senators Morton and 
Cooper announced in a joint 
statement Tuesday that the Hous­
ing and Home Finance Agency 
had approved a workable pro­
gram for urban renewal at Mar­
tin.

Only eigfu.t states have a higlh.er 
physician-population ratio t h a ill 
Kentucky, putting the state in 
fortieth place in the nation. The 
Hazard area, with 2,001 persons to 
each. physician, is the worst spot, 
medically speaking, 'l1he Pikeville 
area, one of the 13-socalled medical 
service areas, stands second with 
2,316 persons per physician. 

"Of bhe 13 medical service areas 
. .. only the Cincinnati Mea !has a 
better ratio than the 1955 national 
ratio of 757 persons per active phy­
sician," according to a study, titled 
"Trends in the Number and Distri­
bution of Medical Doctors in Kl".n­
tuoky," by John R. Christiansen and 
Thomas R. Ford. The study was re­
leased I!U Au~st by the University 
of Kentucky. 

Jt is in the 120 counties studied 
tJhat bhe state's need fur more doc­
tors is noted. Many counties have 
only one practicing physician witihin 
tlheir borders and many others only 
two. The greatest need for medical 
se1•vices lies in the eastern counties. 

Floyd county has 20 practicing 
physicians for a ratio of 2,184, near­
ly twice the state average of 1,207, 
-but Bre11!thitt county, with only two 
physicians has a ratio of 9,075, is 
lowest in :bhe state. Knott is second 
with two doctors for 8,468 persons 
per physician. 

The Bluegr~s counties have far 
better medical SeTVices than otlher 
counties. F1ayette leads the state 
with the ratio of 516, and Jeffer­
son, in which Louisville is located, 
has a mtio of 661, second best. Jef­
ferson has 846 practicing physicians 
out of the state total of 2,638. The 
number of physicians in the state 
has decljned from 3,761 in 1906.

Not a legend lingers today of what 
Harman said when he found the 
place. He could have exclruimed 
"My God, what a place to live!" a s 
did William Robert Leslie when he 
discovered the bottoms of Johns 
Creek that. were the site of the 
Leslie Settlement in. 1'791. But Har­
man, having traversed the wilder­
ness from the seaboard to 1the Mis­
sissippi, knew that of all the places 
he had explcred this was the near­
est to an eM'thly Eden. 

Assisted by relatives, he built a 
cabin near the mouth of Johins 
Creek in 1755, and 1fu.ey used it as 1 

headquarters While hunting. They I 
went back to Virginia, loaded with 
prime fms and vocal with tales of 
adventure. Indians burned the hun­
ting cabin down. 

For yea:rs the HarmaJ!ls returned 
each fall to the mouth of Joihns 
Oreek, growing more and more in­
trig·ued with the section. Finally, in 
1789, Matt:hias Ha11man led a group 
of settlers from Southwest Virginia 
and founded what historians oall 
Harman's Station. It was the first 
settlement in an area tJhat ~mcom­
passed an unpeopled empir>e in 
whioh not 'a white man's cabin stood 
between the settlements ai1QIUnd 
Crab Orchard, now Tazewell county, 
Virginia, and little stations <m the 
edge of the Blue GTass in :Kicn­
tucky, 

Harman and his aJSSociates had 
pu:!'SUed the Indians who canied 
Jenny Wiley into captivity from 
Abb's Valley, Virgilnia, Oct. 1, 1789 
but he had been stymied in plll'­
suit by the swollen Big Sandy at 
w!hat is now Louisa. He founded the 
station immedtately afterward. 

Either in late March Oil' early 
April, next year Mrs. Wiley escaped 
to the fort. Harman and hi.s set­
tler friends escorted tihe borderland 
heroine through Indian ambuscade 
and the ten10rs of the trail back to 
her husb!llnd, Thomas Wiley. The 
next spring, 1791, rtlhe Hannans re­
turned with others from what is 
now soott and Lee counties, Vir­
ginia. 

Meanwhile other eastern families 
were marching westwrurd, following 
in ,rtlhe footsteps of the explone.rs. By 
the time of tihe Revolution many of 
these virile, coum:geous families who 
were to people the West had reach­
ed the eastern wall of t1he Cumber­
lands. There bhey paused in the 
westwrurd trek, stopped forr a while 
by rtlhe ruggedness of the kansmon­
trune country and IndiaiD harrass­
ment whioh was prompted by the 
English. 

Typical of these ihardy spirits who 
were figblting !the Indiad1s, British 
and the '\\-ilderne:ss was Samuel Aux­
ier. He \lies buried in Blockhouse 
Bottom, in sight of the place he 
fortified and manned. 

The Auxiers came to America 
ftl'om the Rlhine River in 1755, the

1. Parcels should be insured. 
Sealed pa~rcels may be mailed at the 
thkd ar fourth elass posb!llge rates 
without labels, notations, or en­
dorsements of aJ11Y kind aJUthorizing 
the opening of parcels for po.sltal 
ilnspection. Packages sealed with 
modern sealing materials carry b€lt­
rter in tihe mail th!lln unsealed ones. 
Strong cord should be used. 

2. Combination Mail, one of the 
newer services of the Past Office 
Dpartnnent, maJY often be rused to 
gaod l!l,dvanrtage. It permits a mailer 
to enclose a letter or a message in­
side a gift parcel simply by patving 
the appropriate Jetter raJte postage, 
plus tJhe :postage of the package it­
sel:t. 

3. Certifield Mail, ano~· of the 
newer postal services, which per­
milts mailers to obtain proof of de­
livery of Chlistmas letters or OlWds 

having no inbrinsic value f<Jr a post-

a! fee of 20 cents, plus first class 
postage, also may often offer ad­
vantageg. 

4. Regdstered Mail which pro­
vides greater security protection to 
letters and parcels Cal'l'Ying items 
of financial value, has ma.lniY good 
uses. 

5. Special Delivery service, whiCih 
provides eJOpedited delivery at the 
office of addl1e.ss during presoribed 
hollll'S, is often useful. 

6. Ailr mail and air parcel post, 
which provides quick delivery af 
cards and pa'l'ceLs to all sections of 
the coulllty, oan help greatly 'With 
C!l:l'l'istma.'l mailings. 

7. Postal delivery zone numbers, 
which speed handling of mail, must 
be JUsed wherever possible. 

8. The "facing" of Iettem and 
cards so that tihey are all stacked 
the same way, wtth tJhe •address fac­
ing the same way, as 'Mill as t'he 
tying of mail into ".local" and "Out­
of-Town" bundles will exPedite 
mail, particularly when larger q'ltan­
tities of mail are sent. F'l"ee labels 
for "Local" amd "OUt-of-Town'' 
bundles axe availa.ble at post offlices.

'I1hirty-three per­
cent wen1t on to higher inst.itutions 
of learning last year, as compared 
with the 31 per cent state a verage 
compiled .two yeaa·s ago. 

"It v.-'!llS McDowell ihlg'h school 1Jhat 
really put oUT percentage over the 
top," said Ea,rl Martin. of the pupil 
personnel department of rthe county 
sahool system. "The school sent 56 
per cent of its graduates to college . 
This was 11 per cent !higher tJhan 
Prestonsburg high scihool, which sent 
45 per cent to college." 

Ma!lltin, newly-elected iPresident of 
the Eastern Kentucky Teachers As­
sociation, has been compiling a sta­
tistical stu~ of the Floyd county 
school system for tlhree yeaii's. He 
noted 1Jh:at in 1956 this county sent 
only 26 per cent of its high school 
gradurutes to college but that it rose 
to 29.42 per cent in 1957. 

The study shows tlhat 52 per cent 
of the ninth grade entrants grad­
uated from high school last year. 
A.uxier high school, which sent only 
33 per cent of its gmdtuaJtes to col­
lege, gu13;diuateci 66 percent of iJts 
nintJh grade entraJllts, highest in 1Jhe 
county. Bet\Sj' Layne se:nJt 17 per 
cent to college and retained 53 per 
cent at home, the highest retention 
in t he county. 

Kn<ltt leads all Kenbuck:y oounties 
in the number of high school grad­
uates going to college, Martin point­
ed 01.1t from 1956 fJgures. Fa'Yette, 
in the Blnueg;rass, is second with 
51 per cent. All the mountain 
counties, with <t:Jhe exception of 
Knott, Floyd, Harlan, Knox, Lee, 
Boyd and Breathitt, are below the 
1956 average.
