FARM NOTES

STRAWBERRIES 
The first of the year is the time 

people generally take an inven­
tory. This would also be a good 
time for farm people to stop and 
consider ways of increasing farm 
income. I would like to offer 
strawberries as a suggestion. Let's 
consider what are the opportuni­
ties. The total acreage of Ken­
tucky and competing states are 
down from th e high three year 
ago. In 195!! prices should be 
higlwr than the last two years, 
and will probably continue ris­
ing for lh1·ee years. This puts the 
fa.nner. who sets strawberries 
this spring in a very favorable 
po,ition. 

Stra\ ·berries. unlike most agri­
cul!ur · enterprises, require very 
litt'e capit a l to get started. One 

1 
acrte ccu 1d b~ established for 
$100.00 and would produce prof­
itably for four years, if properly · 
cared for. If family labor is 
available, very little additional 
capital is needed. 

What can we eJ>pect from this 
acre? This would vary so much 
from farm to farm that it is hard 
to sa.v . We have had yields from 
practically nothing to more than 
400 crate~ per acre. 1 

If we use the 400 crate yields 

.for example, and figure $6.00 per I 
~rate, that would be a gross in­
come of $2400.00. Expenses, ex­
cept labor, would include plants, 
insecticide, fertilizer, mulch, 
crates and marketing cost which 
might add up to $750. This would 
leave $1,650 for labor and mana-

Teen-Agers Need 
Information On 
Alcohol Probletn 

By J. COLLIS RINGO,

A tragic illustration of the con­
squence of ignorance is found in 
this Associated Press dispatch 
from West Newbury, Mass.: 

"Fear of being called 'chicken' 
may have caused the death of 
the 17-year-old daughter of a 
former police chief and serious 
illness of three boys who drank 
anti-freeze at a Christmas party. 

"This opinion was expressed 
by former Police Chief Buell 
Curry, whose daughter Carol died 
Monday night in Boston's Peter 
Bent Brigham hospital after 
drinking .anti-freeze in the belief 
it was liquor at a teen-age party 
at her home Saturday night. 

"The heart-broken Curry said 
'there was no drunken brawl. It 
was one of those things that teen­
agers call a chicken incident in 
which some of the kids would be 
called chicken if they didn't take 
a drink of liquor." The three seri­
ously ill boys were still hospital­
ized tonight. 

"Police said the youngsters 
thought the green colored anti­
freeze found in a whiskey bot­
tle in the Curry cellar, 
creme de menthe. 

''Some of those who crashed 
the party reportedly brought li­
quor with them. Later some of 
the teen-agers found the anti­
freeze ·bottle and it was passed J 

around in the belief its contents I 
drinkable." 

This incident points to the ur­
gent need for some factual infor­
mation for teen-agers on the sub­
ject of alcohol. The basic philo­
sophy underlying the efforts of 
the Kentucky Commission on Al- I 
coholism is that understanding 
by all groups, adults and teen- I 
agers, can prevent such occuren­
ces as this and can be deterrent 
to the illness of alcoholism. 

Dr. Mary N. Smith, state chair­
man of hea1th and mental hy­
giene of the Kentucky Congress 
of Parents and Teachers, is inau­
gurating a program aimed at 
focusing attention of both teach­
ers and parents to the n ecessity 
of adequate education on the 
problem. It is a program that will 
be acceptable to "wets" and 
"drys" and to all religious faiths. 

Every study made show teen­
agers, regardless of family or so­
cial background, are curious 
about alcoholic beverages and 
their effect. They are prone to 
experiment. Youth is entitled to 
the facts, fairly presented.

Clark added, "have been instruct­
ed that they are to do an assigned 
job as part of a well-planned and 
organized program which has at­
tained for Kentucky national 
recognition. 

"Employees taking exception 
to the policy should seek employ­
ment elsewhere." 

Clark said Thomas was given 
an assignment to make a survey 
in Eastern Kentucky, pointing 

1 toward increased game benefits 
1 in the area. "He refused to car-

l ry out the assignment, claiming 
it was inopportune." 

1l Then, he added, Thomas re­
fused the transfer to Kentucky 
Lake and was "subsequently sus­
pended by letter." 

"On December 13, Mr. Thomas 
I called by phone and demanded 
that he be placed on a duty sta­
tus as of December 14 and threat­
ened to 'go to the press' if such 
assignment was not for thcoming. 

"Mr. Thomas used a tape re­
corder to make a record of con­
versations of supervisors, conduct 
that should warrant immediate 
dismissal." 

Clark said when he assumed 
the office of commissioner, suc­
ceeding Wallace, "I assured Mr. 
Thomas that incidents that had 
occurred in the past would not 
be considered as against his rec­
ord, but that from now on there 
must be an obedience to orders. 
He was told that on three speci­
fic occasions. 

"Threats or implied punish­
ment to the department, made by 
a subordinate, cannot go un­
noticed. I acted in the Thomas 
case, just as I intended to do in 
any case, consistent with the aim 
of a properly conducted organiza­
tion that has for its objective a 
better fish and wildlife p.rogram 
for Kentucky."

Historical Society 

Jerry Boyle had a tough time 
of it in the Civil War as com­
mander of the Kentucky Military 
Department from 1862 to 1864. 
Kentuckians found out one 
thing, though, before the war 
was over, and that was his two 
successors, Burbridge and Pal­
mer, could be even more discom­
forting. 

Gen era 1 Jeremiah Tilford 
Boyle was born in Mercer coun­
ty in 1818, the son of John Boyle, 
chief justice of the Kentucky 
Court of Appeals. Jeremiah re­
ceived a classical education at 
Centre and Princeton and studied 
law in the office of Governor 
William Ousley and at Transyl­
vania. He practiced law in Dan­
ville until the outbreak of the 
Civil War. 

Though a slaveholder, he was 
an early adherent of the Unionist 
view. He was commissioned a 
brigadier general of volunteers 
in the fall of 1861, and as a re­
sult of a modest success as a 
military leader, of gallantry under 
fire at Shiloh, and of political 
strings, General Boyle was placed 
in command of the Kentucky 
District on June 1, 1862. 

Boyle found his fellow-Ken­
tuckians rapidly becoming dis­
satisfied with President Lincoln 
and with Northern occupation. 
Harassed at every turn, Boyle 
was soon faced with the ubiqui­
tous General Morgan, guerillas, 
Confederate sympathizers, and a 
full-scale invasion of Kentucky 
from the South. He acted forth­
with and was no doubt overzeal­
ous in his attempt to coerce Ken­
tucky into being loyal to the

Of 11-Year Illness 
At Halo Residence 

Ballard Hall, 50 years old, for­
mer miner, died last Wednesday 
at his home at Halo following an 
illness of 11 years. 

A son of William and Susannah 
Burke Han, he was a native of 
the community where he died. 
He is survived by his widow, Mrs. 
Clarey Hall, six sons and five 
daughters: William Hall, Albion, 
Mich., Arthur, Banks, Ted and 
Donald Hall, all of Halo, Mrs. 
Ersey Williams, Misses Susanna 
and Mary Lou Hall, all of Halo, 
Mrs. Ora Tackett, of Melvin, and 
Mrs. Maggie Slone, of Bevins­
ville .He also leaves four broth­
ers and one sister, Scott Hall, of 
Wheelwright, Jim Hall, of Ban­
ner, Harry and Dewey, all of 
Bevinsville, and Mrs. Sessie 
Johnson, of Buckingham. Nine­
teen grandchildren survive. 

Funeral rites were conducted 
Sunday from the Little Rock 
Regular Baptist Church at Halo, 
the Revs. George Cook, Joe 
Burke, Tom Slone and others of­
ficiating. Burial was made in the 
family cemetery at Halo under 
direction of the Hall Funeral 
Home. 

Among ' records in the Wash­
ington county courthouse, Spring­
field, are the marriage bond of 
Thomas Lincoln, fa ther of Abra­
ham Lincoln; the certificate of 
marriage of Thomas Lincoln and 
Nancy Hanks, and one of the two 
known signatures of Lincoln's 
grandmother, Bersheba Lincoln. I 

General Boyle was relieved of 
his command in January of 1864 
an dwas replaced by General 
Stephen Burbridge in the follow­
ing month. Burbridge made him­
self disagreeable by such high­
handed actions as having four 
'.'guerillas" shot for each Union 
sympathizer murdered, enlisting 
Negro "men, women and chil­
dren" in the Union Army, and 
dissolving the Kentucky state 
militia. 

Kentucky breathed a sigh of 
relie£ when Lincoln replaced 
Burbridge in February of 1865 
with Major General John M. 
Palmer, only to discover in short 
that Palmer was as radical as 
Burbridge. By this time, Ken­
tuckians probably were wishing 
they had their Jerry Boyle back; 
and, then, the War was suddenly 
over.
