TROOPS ASKED 
AS PIKE MINE 
TROUBLE TOLD 

Gov. Chandler Refuses 
To Send Guard Pending 
Farther Investigation 

Governor Chandler refused 
Wednesday to send National 
Guard troops to Pike county in 
response to a coal operator's call 
for protection against violence. 

The Governor told Robert Hol­
comb, president of the Pike 
County Coal Operators Associa­
tion, that his charges of violence r 
were not supported by state 
police reports. He did, however, 
promise to investigate further. 

In Har-lan, Pike, Perry, Letch· 
er and Bell counties where many 
coal operators have refused to 
sign the new wage contract, an 
estimated 7,000 workers have,,· 
been idled by the shutdown of 
mines. 

The Harlan situation is one of 
uneasy quiet, but on Rockhouse 
Creek, Letcher county, Tuesday 
one man suffered a broken neck 
and three others were less seri­
ously injured when a crowd of 
1,500 strikers reportedly swarm­
ed the tippl€ of the Gem-Elkhorn 
Coal Company. Roland P. Price, 
president of the company, al­
leged the men started throwing 
his workers off the tipple. One 
man was found in a field, dazed 
by stones with which he had 
been hit, it was claimed. 

State police have been on duty 
in five counties - Pike, Perry, 
Bell, Harlan, and Letcher-since 
operators refused to sign a new 
United Mine Workers contract. 
It raises the daily wage from 
$22.25 to $24.25. 

Holcomb telegraphed Governor 
Chandler: "Roving mobs of 
U.M.W. thugs have taken over 
Pike County. Private property 
has been forcibly taken and many 
lives endangered."

The radio suddenly an­
nounces information on a smoke 
location. It is being reported 
from a tower outside the district 
and is the responsibility of other 
employees in an adjoining area. 
There is some interference on the 
radio from short wave sets from 
South America and the Florida 
Forest Service radios come in to 
here better than some of the ra­
dios in the Division's trucks.

The Division of Forestry recent­
ly requested campers in Jenny 
Wiley State Park to exercise cau­
tion with fires and particularly to 
see that all fires are completely 
out before -leaving the site. No 
debris burning at all will be al­
lowed in the area, it was said. 

The foresters call attention to 
the thousands of tree seedlings 
planted in the park area and .a 
forest fire would destroy them. 

'I'he Division issued" this week 
specific instructions on debris 
burning and called attention to 
the laws governing it. 

The statement follows: 
"With the proper care forest 

fires need not be started. Brush 
burners should observe the 4:30 
p.m. law which carries a fine 
fqr those who burn before 4:30 
p.m. within 300 feet of the woods, 
or litter that will lead to the 
woods. This law is in effect dur­
ing the months of March, April 
and May and again in October, 
November and December. 

"This law is designed to pre­
vent burning during the heat of 
the day when the winds are usual­
ly high and there is more Hkeli­

Stephens Says Nelsons 
Not in Liquor Group 
To The Floyd County Times: 

Please print the following in 
explanation of article appearing 
in your last issue concerning the 
taxicab matter: 

It was intended in the pr~para­
tion of the pleading to except Sam 
Nelson and his cabs from the gen­
eral statement that all of the cab 
owners and/ or drivers had eith­
er been convicted or had cas2s 
against them for possessing in­
toxicating liquors. I have never 
stated, neither has any client I 
represent, nor have I ever heard 
it said by anybody that Sam Nel­
son or any of his drivers were 
ever charged with violation of 
any liquor or any other law. 

I want thls to appear in your 
paper, because of the mistake 
made in the complaint filed by 
me to try to get the cab matter 
handled in a different way by the 
city council.

Naturally, l am proud of my husband, 
as :vou are of yours. I wish H were pos­
sible for me to bring him into every 
home in Kentucky and have you meet 
him personally and talk with him.

I am proud, too, of the fact that Harry 
Lee is active in our church and that he 
takes an active part in the affairs of the 
Masons, t}1e Shriners and the Rotarians.

Most of all, I am proud of Harry Lee 
for the many contributions he has made 
to Kentucky during his 20 years experi­
ence in the Government and as Presi­
dent of the Senate omd as Lieutenant 
Governor.

Commission on Alcoholism 

A study of motivation of the 
alcoholic for recovery, published 
in a tecent issue of the Quarterly 
Journal Of .Alcohol Studies, em­
phasizes the point that to recover, 
the alcoholic's motivation to 
drinl~; must be reversed and he 
must be motivated not to drink. 

Organized labor recognizes this 
as a major problem withi.p the 
rank and file of their member­
ship, not as a matter of morality 
but of economic necessity. The 
set policy of one of the major 
unions is based on economics. 
Motivating through the local 
union is urged. The local union 
must pay the bUl if the problem 
drinking member .J.oses his job 
or gets laid off. 

This particular union employs 
an educator, a field representa­
tive devoting full time to carry­
ing this principle to the local 
unions. They well know that a 
fellow employee does not want 
to squeal on a friend. It must be 
clear to the union membership 
that th1s motivation is to the ad­
vantage of the employee, not just 
the company. 

Job stewards and local presit­
dents are being educated to the 
fact that supervisory personnel 
must be able to detect the- early 
symptoms of problem drinking 
and must report the guilty indi­
vidual to management. 

In this particular field, there 
is probably a better spirit of co­
operation than in any phase of 
labor-management relations. If 
necessary, it _ is recommended 
that the employee be sent· to a 
psychologist on another reason, 
let the psychologist convince the 
man that drinking is the basic 
trouble. If hospitalization is re­
quired, the union pays the bill 
from welfare funds. 

In this connection, a significant 
analysis of health and welfare 
expenditures was made. For one 
year the total cost of health and 
welfare services of this union for 
abstainers and normal drinker 
was .$37,000. Cost of. the same 
services was $108,000 for mem­
bers with alcoholic involvements. 

The early symptoms of alco­
holic illness are as clearly defined 
as the symptoms of small pqx. 
They are recognizable t<> a lay­
man who underdstands them. Un­
derstanding the symptoms, moti­
vating a problem drinker can be 
just as effective as a chest x-ray 
detecting tuberculosis in early 
stages. 

For 4,000 years the alcoholic 
has been characterized as a moral 
derelict. Only since 1935 has any 
change in this thinking been ob­
served. Alcoholism is a treatable 
illness which affects a small frac­
tion of the total population. This 
is the true concept.
