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The bill, which now goes to the 
House, would set up a multimil­
lion-dollar fund for loans for re­
development projects and public 
facilities in industrial and rural 
areas. 

The measure would provide, 
too, $75,000,000 for grants for pub­
lic facilities in areas that could 
not handle loans; $10,000,000 for 
subsistence to unemployed work­
ers while they train for new jobs, 
and $4,500,000 for drawing up 
plans. 

An area-redevelopment admin­
istration would carry out the pro­
gram. 

Whisman emphasized that he 
and the planning commission fa­
vor final passage of the redevel­
opment bill. 

But, he said, only such towns 
as Paintsville, London, More­
head, Middlesboro, Pineville, and 
Ashland could qualify for small 
loans and grants since they now 
have industrial sites and rail 
service. 

Towns like Harlan, Hazard, and 
Pikeville, w'ould be ·left out, 
Whisman said, because they are 
"less likely to be able to com­
pete with other parts of the 
country even though they can 
qualify for such aid." 

Whisman did not name Pres­
tonsburg either as potentially 
eligible or ineligible for assistance 
under the Senate bill. 

Whisman said Eastern Ken­
tucky would benefit mostly from 
the $100,000,000 for projects in 
rural areas. 

''This is aimed at our kind of 
area since we have not only un­
employment but also underem­
ployment," he explained. 

Whisman said the $75,000,000 
for outright grants would put the 
Eastern Kentucky communities 
into a position to match other 
federal aid for such public facili­
ties as water and sewage plants. 

Whisman said he expected 
Kentucky would share equally 
in the funds calling for technical 
assistance and subsistence for vo­
cational training. 

The planning commission chair­
man, B. F. Reed, expressed grati­
fication at passage of the bill, but 
said he was concerned at the 
small majority. 

"We hope the bill will become 
law in this session of Congress 
because we feel its the first step 
in creating an agency that can 
treat our needs," Reed said.

My !ruther, the oountry doctor, 
was a poor collootor of money due 
lhlm. There were many reasons for 
this. In _the first pla,ce, he w.as >a 
po~r business man, if that term 
means that l;le made any money.

BUJt 'the patients 
had a side, too, for money was 
scarce, almost unknown in m:an<y 

And then there were those 
who looked upon the doctor's serv­
ice as free, just like s!l.lvation.

Since money was hardl<y to be 
found, they could wock Ito pay in 
whole or in part for the medicine 
and the medical care.

The very poor~i had only strong 
backs and willing minds and could, 
therefore, chop wood o;r help plow 
or do other farm work. Many a 
humble fellow worked faithfully un­
til he felt that he had discharged 
his obligation to "Dr. Mark." We 
children respected these hn.unble 
ones. and loved to work lin tih.e 
fields or woods <with them; they 
had a sense of duty tha.t was not 
lost on us. Some of father's pat­
ients were just as strong pbysically 
but not so ''illing to saw or chop 
or plow; for these we felt contempt.

Lincoln Saved 
From DroVI'ning 
By Boy Friend 

Two boys, Austin GoHaher and 
Abraham Lincoln, were play­
mates in Hardin (now LaRue) 
county, Kentucky. 

One became immortal as Presi- i 
dent of the United States, leader 
::Jf his nation during the War Be­
tween the States and the Great 
Emancipator. The other remained 
in Kentucky and brought hushed 
silence upon many an audience 
as he told how he had saved I 
President Lincoln from drowning 
when Gallaher was nine years I 
old and Lincoln younger. 

The incident took plac:e in 1815, II 

the year before the Lincolns 
moved from Kentucky to Indiana. 
The family lived on the Knob 
Creek farm. The Gollahers lived 
up the creek a short distance. The 
boys' mothers had warned them 
not to get their clothes dirty or I 
to cross the creek. 

But the youngsters had never 
seen things look so beautiful on 
the other side. They reached a 
spot where a footlog lay across 
a deep hole in the creek. 

Young Lincoln feared he 
couldn't walk the log, but Galla­
her insisted it was easy. A mom­
ent -later he was sorry, for he saw 
Lincoln on the log swaying back 
and forth. Abe finally slipped off 
the log and disappeared in the 
whirling green water. 

Gallaher, bearing a long pole, 1 

ran into the water up to his 
shoulders. As Abe bobbed to the 
surface, he was able to grasp the 
pole and Gallagher pulled him 
to the bank. Abe was limber and I 
his eyes half closed. Gallager 
thought he was dead and flung 
him. around by the h_eels until 

1 
young Lincoln was sp1ttmg wa­
ter. 

Years later, two LaRue county 
men were in Washington and 
and called upon President Lin­
coln. 

"How is my old friend, Austin 
Gollager?" Lincoln asked them. 
"Tell him that I would like to 1 

send money to pay his fare here 1 

to visit me." 
But GoHager turned down the 

offer, because he was ".scared to 
ride on one of them trains."

bordeaux mixture or ferbllllll rllo 
control both scale and leaf curl. 

The apple trees slhould be s,prayerl 
with a dormant spray of 3% oil 
emulsion in <tihe dormant or delayed 
dormant strug·e. A dindtro material 
added ,to domnaht oil spray will also 
control rosy aphis eg•gs. (Use all 
dinitro combinations before growth 
starts.)
