Leary is 
hoping to avoid this, however, 
Because of Chandler's unpopu­
larity it would be a risky move. 

The introduction of Chandler 
into the campaign would indicate 
a state of emergency for Water­
field. Watch for it as a weather­
vane in the ·last two months of 
the primary election.

Have you received your copy 
of the eighty page "In Kentucky" 
magazine which does little more 
than glorify Albert Benjamin 
Chandler? 

If so then maybe you noticed 
the amount of postage required to 
mail your copy of the magazine 
to you. If you didn't notice, the 
amount of postage required is 
16'h cents per issue. An.d the 
personnel of the Department of 
Public Relations is busy mailing 
out thousands of copies per day 
at 16% cents postage for each 
copy. This postage does not jn­
clude the labor ~·equired to com­
plete the mailing of the magazine. 
You, the taxpayer, are footing the 
cost of the labor involved, the 
$42,000 cost of printing the maga­
zine, the production cost and last 
but certainly not least is the cost 
of mailing the thousands of copies 
w.hich are being mailed. 

When you add all of these ex­
penditures you the ta~payers are 
footing the bill for a state publi­
cation which will cost nearer $75,-
000 than the $42,000 which the 
Chandler - Waterfield alliance 

would have you believe it cost. 
This is quite a tidy sum for the 

people of Kentucky to pay for 
when the prime objective of the 
magazine is to promote one Al­
bert Benjamin Chandler and the 
accomplishments of his and Wa­
terfield's administration. 
Some Acts Omitted 

They are very careful in edit­
ing the magazine to glorify the 
acts and actions which they want­
ed to publicize and very care­
fully avoided many of the things 
which they prefer not being pub­
licized. 

They brag about personal in­
come taxes being reduced in 1958 
but they fail to mention the per­
sonal income tax raise of $6 mH­
lion in 1956. They fail to mention 
the fact that the Chandler-Wa­
terfield administration is the 
spendingest administration in the 
history of the commonwealth.

The list of omissions is long. 
But after all the $75,000 publi­

cation was published much earlier 
than the usual governor's reports. 
Probably the fact that this is an 
election year, and Happy, pardon, 
Albert Benjamin Chandler, has 
his sights on the White House, 
justifies the tremendous waste of 
taxpayers' money ..

The following is a "Letter to the Editor," written by EARL BELLEW, Legis­
lative Chairman of the Kentucky State AFL-CIO, and published in the March 
28, 1959 edition of KENTUCKY LABOR NEWS. It concerns the Waterfield for 
Governor ad published in the same newspaper two weeks earlier, making the 
usual extravagant claims for Waterfield. 

Mr. Bellew, calmly and without appealing to prejudices and emotions, sets 
down the Waterfield record as pertain:ng to Labor. We, the Floyd County 
Committee for Combs and Wyatt, are paying for this space to rep r oduce Mr. 
Bellew's letter, which follows: 

As the legislative chairman of the Kentucky AFL-CIO, I make this report in 
the interest of TRUTH. 

A two-page advertisement appeared in the Labor News recently which claim­
ed to be the "unparalleled record on all legislation since 1938" and was credited 
to Candidate Harry Lee Waterfield. 

In the interest of accuracy and in kee;Jing with the obligation imposed on me 
by our constitution, I feel I must make this report. 

l have found in going through the re ::ords that Candidate Waterfield did not 
during his service in the General Assembly of Kentucky introduce a single bill 
which became law. This applies to labor legislation, farm legislation, school 
legislation, legislation for small busines3 or any other segment of Kentucky's 
economy. 

Further, I have found that on the several occasions when he was defeated 
for office and did not serve at Fl·ankfort, LABOR ACTUALLY FAIRED BET­
TER. 

In other ·cases, when he was present, I have found that his influence proved 
Lo be a deciding factor in either the defeat of measures favorable to labor or 
he prevented such legislation from even coming to a vote. 

In still other cases which must be cibd as essential to the WHOLE TRUTH, 
Candidate Waterfield claimed credit where no credit was due. I point especially 
to those measures which passed the General A. embly and were agreed pro­
posals negotiated by labor and management. In those cases I can recall no 
instance! where his voice was heard eicher pro or con, and my records and 
official records bear up my recollection. 

Permit me, for the benefit of our as>ociates, io cite some FACTS which have 
beal"ing on the COMPLETE and TRUTHFUL PICTURE: 

House Bill 90, Silicosis Act-1944 Session: Candidate Waterfield claims 
credit for passage of this bill' which provided for compensation for victims of 
silicosis. Under this act, 50 victims fro n the Olive Hill area were unable to get 
their cases processed_ 

ln the 1948 session after Waterfield had been defeated for Governor, the 
silicosis act was amended and a workable measure enacted. Several of the 50 
victims had, however, died in 'the meantime. 

The act needs improvement today. However, Candidate Waterfield has taken 
no steps to bring about a change for the better. 

SENATE BILL 98-Workmen's Compensation Benefits- 1956 Session 
This measure provided for increased benefits and contained a full occu­

pation disease section. The legislation was agreed upon by a committee from 
labor and management. Candidate Waterfield, although claiming credit, took 
no part in the negotiations. 

HOUSE BILL 40-Membership on the Workmen's Compensation Board-
1956 Session 

This measure changed the size of the membership of the board from three to 
five. 

Under the three-man board, labor, management and the public each had one. 
Under the five-man board (for which Candidate Waterfield takes credit) labor 
has had one member while management has had four. · 

-sENATE BILL 7-lncreasing Unemployment Benefits-1956 Fourth Special 
Session 

The act provided for additional payments for the jobless. Candidate Water­
field presented an amendment to change the language and, as result, thousands 
of unemployed Kentuckians found it impossible to collect their claims. 

~-enate Bill 130--Rest Periods •for Female Workers-1958 Session. 
This measure, reported favorably by a committee named· by Candidate Water­

field, represented a loss for labor. Under previous commission rulings, female 
workers were allowed two 15-minute rest periods. The new bill cut those rest 
periods to ten minutes each. 

House Bill 119-Unemployment Compensation-1958 Session 
This was an agreed bill and Candidate Waterfield's voice was not heard either 

for or against. 
Senate Bill 151-Right to Work-1958 Session 
This measure would have authorized a statewide vote amending the consti­

tution. The senate rules committee, controlled by Candidate Waterfield, sent 
it to the floor of the Senate with a favorable report. It was given two required 
readings and was ready for passage at t'1.at time. 

Candidate Waterfield, in a speech on December 6, 1958 at Owensboro, said 
that he would put the proposal to a vote of the people if it became an issue . 

.Senate Bill 129-Increasing Workmen's Compensation-1957 Session 
This was labor's proposed bill to increase benefits, funeral expenses, medical 

expenses and called for compulsory filing of agreem ents. It also corrected the 
language of the act. The committee gave it a favorable report; but on the 
motion of :Senatot· E. W. Richmond of Owensboro, the bill was kill~d by re-com­
mittal to the Committee. 

Senate Bill 131-Requiring Posting of Bond to Secure Wages--1S58 Session 
Killed by a comn'littee named by Can :iidate Waterfield. 
House Bill 126-Providin,g for Penalties Against Those who Disturb Peace-

ful Picketing -1958 Session 
Never came to a vote. Failed to get Candidate Watelfield's support. 
House Bill 179-Prevailing Wage Bill-1958 Session 
A measure which would have protected building trade w-orkers from unfair 

vage practices and payment. Never came to a vote. Failed to get Candidate 
Waterfield's support. 

House Bill 292-The Carpenter's Corle-1958 Session 
A measure to improve standards and provide for adequate training for be­

ginners in the trade. Especially designed to protect standards on buildings for 
public housing projects. Never came to a vote_ Failed to get Candidate Water­
field's support. · 

Senate Bill 252-Safety Standards and Inspection. for Boilers - 1958 
Session 

Legislation to protect the public from the use of condemned boilers and 
setting up standards to enforce such protection. Never came to a vote. Failed 
to get Candidate Waterfield's support. 

Senate Bill 246-Workmen's Compensation-1958 Session 
This measure was introduced as the employers' bill. It would have gutted the 

present act. Candidate Waterfield's Rules Committee gave the bill a favorable 
report. It was read twice and put in position for passage. 

Senate Bill 208-Freedom of Choice-1958 Session 
This measure would have closed every mine workers' hospital in Kentucky 

and would have done serious damage to hospitals supported by railroad work­
ers. The measure passed the Senate where Candidate Waterfield presided. 

All these things I have mentioned are a matter of record. I feel it is my duty 
as the LegislatiYe Chairman of the Kentucky State AFL-CIO to report the facts 
so that the people of Kentucky will not be mislead by the recent advertisement 
published on March 14, 1959, in the Kentucky Labor News.

The fast <itraw craze has swept 
the nation, resulting of coorse from 
the W·estern series on TV. Now 
everyone wants to be a "Modern 
day W•yatt Earp". 

I This has made Colt repl'Oduce the 
si~gle-wction gun that made the 
West. other arms compa.nies, such 
as Ruger, Great Western, and High 
Standard fell in line, producing sin­
gle-action pistols in not too PCIP­
ular prices but never the less, people 
buy them· and begin the long tedi­
ous road t o achieving success with 
the f·ast draw. This is a sport that 
is being received by the whole United 
States today in the way >Of "some­
thing different" in shooting. 
If you are going to fall in line with 

everyone else in this type of shooting 
I suggest you use a .22 caliber re­
volver, being that iif\ doesn~t make 
too big a hole in the leg if it is dis­
charged by mistake while making 
a' rea1ly fast draw. Believe me it 
can haru>en. 

I imagine Just about everyone read 
in the Courier-Journal paper sev­
eral weeks ago about a boy in Lex­
ington, shooting himself twice in 
one year with this fast dr'll!w craze. 
l!t .read to cflhe effect tha.t Bruce 
Baok of Lexington may not draw 
fast, but he sure shoots fast. That's 
the trouble. The 23-year-old quick 
draw practitioner was hospitalized 
for the second time within a year 
for a buHet wound in the r1ght leg. 
He migbt be sl<.YW on the draw but 
he sure is !ast on the trigger, 
wouldn't you say? 

Well, so much for fun. If you 
are really interested. in learning the 
fast draw mayibe I can help. 

Iif you are going ·to use a single­
action pistol such as they used in 
the old days, I suggest a .2;2 caliber 
with a 4% inch barren since this 
barrel! length makes it possible to 
drruw faster. Get a holster which 
has a metal lining built into the 
layers of leather where the cyl­
inder rests, so if yoo prefer to cock 
the pistol as you draw it out of the 
holster the leather will not bind the 
turning of the cylinder. The holster 

way to achieving accuraoy along 
w~t.h your fast draw. 

Another ·very important factor 
in accuracy of drawing and firing 1 

is dlstnnce. The .proper distance for 
learning to draw and fire is about 
10 feet. You will find that although. 
this is a very short distance you 
will still have trouble hiting yolll' 
target. After you have practiced 
at this range for some time you 
can then double yoUl' distance and 
sta.rt all over again. Most rpeople 
get a.g1gravated because .they can't 
hit uhe!r target. '!'he farther away 
you are f;rom-your target when you 
shoot, if y.ou mmre the barrel only a little bit, then the farther your 
going to be off target when you 
shcot. The long 25 or 50 yards you 
see them shoot and get their man 
in the Westerns are a bunch. Of 
bunk. It is almost irna;>ossible a.t 
those rang~es. 

Most of the larger cities ihave 
their police ranges set 1UJl for quick­
draw firing. Of course all of your 
police revolvers are double action 
and it cuts the time in half by 
not having to cock the gun before 
firing, tbut it is still very hard to 
deliver five shots from the hip in 
two and one-ha.lf seconds and hit 
tl1e target with a close group. This 
Is what really counts, not only be­
ing fas•t but also acou:rate.

Westerners Find 
Walleye Habitat 
At Cumberland 

Frankfort, March 31 (Spl.) 
For years the spawning run of 
monntain walleye up the R{)ck­
castle and Cumberland Rivers 
and the South Fork of the Cum­
berland was the secret of south­
ern Kentucky fishermen, says I 
Sports Afield Magazine. 

But with the impoundment of 
Lake Cumberland and spreading 
of the word by boat dock opera­
tors, the secret traveled through­
out midwest U.S.A., says Robert 
Hart, writing in the April issue 
of the magazine. 

"Newspapers in Ohio, Ken­
tucky, Indiana and even in Illi­
nois," says Hart, "began to run 
pictures of hometown heroes with 
walleyes as big as the grins of 
the fishermen wore. No one had 
ever seen such consistently huge 
fish." 

To date, the ·largest walleye 
taken on rod and reel out of the 
headwaters of Lake Cumberland 
has been a 19~ pounder taken 
in April, 1957. Personnel of the 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife Re­
sources Department say their test 
nets have taken fish close to the 
rerord or even over it. 

The magazine relates that when

When burley plant beds need 

weeding-the problems can mul­
tiply rapi.dly, say Kentucky Agri­
cultural Etxension Service tobac­
co specialist.

"Self condemnation grows and 
alcohol offers (they think) the 
only means of escape. You can 
never condemn an alcoholic to 
the extent he is constantly con- I 
demning himself or herself. 

"This is the reason for our in­
cessant preaching. Understanding 
is essential for the motivation we 
believe to already· exist in the 
problem drinker to come ' to the 
surface. Understanding will erase 
shame, self condemnation, hope­
lessness and despair." 

Brown further points out that 
his survey showed more than 99 
per cent of the individuals studied 
had made serious efforts to stop 
"on their own," unsuccessfully. 
With outside help, principal:ly Al­
coholics Anonymous, they suc­
ceeded in maintaining sobriety. 

This unusual survey conclusive­
ly proves three important facts. 
(1) After a certain point, a prob­
lem drinker is unable to control 
drinking without outside help.
