The proposed budget now calls for
only $200,000.

Four Kentucky congressmen who
will seek the additional funds are
Representatives Carl D. Perkins and
William H. Natcher with Senators
John Sherman Cooper and Thruston
Morton. Heading the Big Sandy
delegation as spokesmen will be the
Rev. Harold Dorsey, Prestonsburg,
J. H. Mosgrove, Pikeville, and George
L. Ramey, Paintsville.

Senator Cooper is asking the U.S.
Army Engineers to determine what
they can use on the Pound River
reservoir in the coming year. All of
the congressmen and the local val-
ley spokesmen will appear before the
House and Senate subcommittees on
April 28 and 29 with their requests.

For the first time Virginia sena-
tors and congressmen have indicated |
they will go out wholeheartedly to
support the Kentucky proposals.
Rev. Dorsey pointed out this week
that there was a pooling of effort
by promoters of the projects in both
states.
