Combs then said the court acts
on equitable principles and it is
better to argue this case before
the N.L.R.B.

Before the hearing ended,
Combs read into the court record
a letter mailed to officials and
members of the union in District
30 by the district president, Car-
son Hibbitts, setting out the terms
of the restraining order and urg-
ing full compliance. The judge
commended Hibbitts for this ac-
tion.

Hibbitts said later that the un-
ion was not the least bit down-
hearted and that it will comply
with the injunction to the “let-
ter.”

But he said he would have to
study it before commenting on
whether picketing would resume.
R. M. Johnson, a spokesman for
mine operators, said operators
were very pleased with the out-
come of the hearing.

“My Dear Sister Emma. Hav-
ing never addressed a letter to
vou I came to the conclusion that
I owed you one for your kind-
ness in many respects and above
all vour ‘lovalty to the govern-
ment that I fight for. You de-
serve more than a passing notice,
surrounded as vou are by the
Butternut faction of Campbell
county for your associates gen-

“T have long since come to the
conclusion that a sympathizer
with the Rebellion in the North
is two-fold worse than a Rebel in
arms for they do more harm.

“I returned yesterday from an-
other foraging excursion.

ed by the Rebel army for their|
own use. We thought we W’i;l!]d:
| do them a good turn and gather|
it for them. We brought in 750|
wagons loaded with corn besides |
a number of cattle hogs and
sheep.

“There is one thing connected |

with our foraging that I am sor-
ry to see
stealing by our soldiers from
poor families. Although their
husbands and brothers may be in
the Rebel army it is no sign
they should starve. It is forbid-
den by our officers but not look-

,cd into as it should be. The coun-

[try is full of women and chil-
dren and I have no doubt many
of them will die of hunger this
winter, . .

“Next Monday I shall have only
10 months to stay and I count the
|time now with a great deal of
anxiety although I do not think
I will have to serve that long.”

THE COURT OF APPEALS
LABOR RECORD
OF BERT COMBS

Bert Combs served as a judge on the Court of Appeals from April
23, 1951 to February 1, 1955, During that time some 20 to 30 cases on
labor relations came to the Court’s attention for Appellate review.

 Many of these involved making decisions on purely technical points

of legal procedure; others presented serious labor management prob-
lems. Seven of the more important are in this report:

In 1951, in the case of FORD MOTOR vs. UNEMPLOY-
MENT COMMISSION, the Court was called upon to de-
cide whether or not Ford employees could draw their
‘employment benefits but interpreting the word “estab-
lishment ” The court held that a strike in one plant —
'01 “establishment” of a manufacturer which necessarily
‘closed down operations in another plant — because of
the strike — did not prevent an unemployed worker in
‘the second plant from receiving his unemployment com-
pensation. Judge Bert Combs supported this court opinion
| for the workers.

In the same year, in the case of BROADWAY &
FOURTH AVENUE REALTY CO. vs. HOTEL & RESTAU-
' RANT EMPLOYEES LOCAL 181, the Court held that the
'local union could peacefully picket the realty company.
| (This was the famous Brown and Kentucky Hotel Strike!)
|Judgo Bert Combs supported this opinion!

In WHITT vs. STEPHENS (1951) the Court held that
'members of a union eould peacefully picket a coal mine
'employing non-union men. Bert Combs supported this
| opinion.

In the 1954 case of PAINTERS LOCAL NO. 500 vs.
|WISE, the Court had thlb problem: Wise had won a judg-
: R ment in the lower court for
$5,000 against the Paducah
Central Labor Union. The
CLU didn’t have the money
to pay off. Wise then joined
the Painters Union in Padu-
cah in the suit because the
Painters was affiliated with
the Central Labor Union and
had $5,000. The Court of
Appeals held that the Paint-
ers Local was NOT SUB-
JECT to the claim of Wise
against the Paducah Central
Labor Union. This was a
vital decision to the Ken-
tucky union movement, as it
could have wrecked every
city central body and build-
ing trades council and joint board in our state if affiliates
could be held financially responsible in court suits. Bert
| Combs backed labor in this decision in our favor.

In the 1952 case of SMITH vs. HILLERICH & BRADS-
BY, four members of the Steelworkers Local 3931 had
been fired for—as the company claimed—a “wildcat”
strike. The union took the firing up as a grievance and
finally to an arbitrator, who ruled the men had been
\wrongfully discharged and ordered the company to re-
hire them. The company refused. The men brought suit
and lost in the lower court. They appealed to the Court
of Appeals, where Bert Combs sat as one of the judges.
The Court of Appeals reversed the lower court and re-
instated the arbitrator’s order and directed the company
to re-hire the men, as ordered by the arbitrator. Bert
Combs concurred, for the men.

In 1953, in the case of MEAT CUTTERS LOCAL NO. 227
vs., PURNELL SAUSAGE CO. the ONLY QUESTION be-~
fore the Court was whether any injunction already issued
by the Circuit Court should be extended to prevent the
Butchers local from persuading customers not to trade
with the Sausage Co., since IT WAS NON-UNION. BERT
COMBS WROTE THE DECISION IN THIS CASE,
AGREED UPON BY THE COURT, HOLDING FOR THE
UNION THAT THE INJUNCTION WOULD NOT BE
EXTENDED.

No Judge of the Court of Appeals has stood more cour-
ageously for working people than did Bert Combs in the
case of MIDDLEKAMP vs. WILLIS. The Commissioner
of Industrial Relations had, by order, set a minimum
wage for females and minor employees in the Hotel and
Restaurant Industry. After a hearing the lower court
(Circuit Court) sustained the orders of the Commissioner
thereby raising the minimum wage law for that industry
in Kentucky. The Hotel & Restaurant Association took
the case to the Court of Appeals and had the proposed
better minimum wages cut to ribbons by a cruel, anti-
labor decision. BERT COMBS VIGOROUSLY OPPOSED
THIS BAD DECISION AND WROTE A STRONG DIS-
SENTING OPINION, DISAGREEING WITH ALL OTHER
JUDGES ON THE COURT.,
