$2,500,000 Recommended 
By Committee Approved; 
Bill Is Sent To Senate 

The $2,500,000 recommended by 
the House Appropriations com­
mittee for completion of planning 
and the starting of work on the 
Pound reservoir was overwhelm­
ingly voted Tuesday by the lower 
house of Cngress as a part of the 
$1,777,177,000 public works bilL 

The bill now goes to the Senate 
for final passage. No serious op­
position is anticipated there. 

Included in the bill is $66,094,-
000 for 13 Kentucky projects for 
which President Eisenhower 
made no request. 

Rejecting Eisenhower's plea 
for no new construction starts, 
the measure provided $5,733,000 
to begin building seven new re­
clamation projects west of Mis­
sissippi River. 

The bill carries only $500,000 
more than the Administration re­
quested for flood-control, navi­
gation, and reclamation projects 
in the fiscal year starting .July 
1. Most of the budget-boosting 
projects were offset by reduction 
in funds requested by the Admin­
istration for other projects. 

Republicans made no attempt 
to sustain the President's no-new­
starts policy. They tried and fail­
ed to knock out $30,700,000 in 
construction funds, through a 5 
per cent cut on all projects of 
$5,000,000 or more.

Mr. Howard and Mr. Hall were given a I'st of all teachers who made application 
for teaching position~ in your school sysbm, and at no time did they object to any 
applicant listed, until after my recommendations were made. They had opportunity 
to offer a suggested list. Furthermore, they did not, at any time, present a valid 
reason in objecting to my recommendations. These people who care more about 
the next board race than the progress foe education will stop short of nothing to 
gain contro l and disrupt the progress made in the Floyd County school system. 
They seem to be more interested in fulfilling election promises than the smooth op­
eration of a school system. 

At a recent meeting of the Floyd County Teachers As::;ociation I personally comp­
limented the Association on the floor of t'le meeting for the progress I hoped they 
were making and hoped for its future success.

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Adams Tells Method 
01 Gl Loan T ransler; 
Liability May Continue 
When a veteran with a GI loan 

on his home wants to sell the 
house, it's possible for him to get 
a release from the liability he first 
assumed on the loan, Ray R ,. Adams, 
manaGer of the VA ,regional office, 
said. 

If the new pumhaser can pay the 
veteran all cash and ena.ble him to 
pay off ihis GI loan entirely, there 
is no problem, he said. This situa­
tion applies when the purchaser gets 
his own financing for a mortgage 
separ.ately. 

In the majority of cases, however, 
according to VA, the purchaser 
wishes to take over t;he GI loan and 
he does not !h.ave to 'be a "1\eteran 
!himself to do this. If the veteran 
who is selling the house secures 
relief from liability, this will be a 
protecticn for him. If not, he may 
still be Hable to the lender for pay­
ments in case the new purchaser 
should default in his payments. 

To secure the release, a veteran 
selling his GI-financed ihome should 
write to the regional offiCe which 
handled his GI loan in the first 
place and request relief from lia­
bility. He must give in his letter 
all the details about the original 
loan and tlhe sale he is planning. 

The information required in­
cludes the veteran's name, the V·A 
Loan Number from his certificate 
of ehgi,bility, the exa::t address of 
the proper·ty, name and address of 
the purchaser, and name !llnd ad­
dress of 1:1he lending institution 
which holds the mortgage. 

The purohaser has to join in the 
procedure <by agreeing to the relief 
from liability of the veteran. He 
will have to sign an assumption 
agreement, assuming the ·liability 
himself, and will have to submit to 
VA financial statement on himself. 

There are usually certain costs 
involved in this kind of transaction, 
Adams said, and it is up to the 
veteran who's selling and the new 
purchaser to work out how much 
of them are to be paid .by each 
party. These are 1:1he cost of a credit 
report and fees for recording the 
assumption agreement and release. 

Details on securing •elief from 
liability and other points on veter­
ans' benefits may be had from any 
VA office.

The only 
notice they had of the change vras by read ng the Floyd County Times. 

Teachers are human and because of the'r profession deserve the highest esteem 
from all the citizens. They have the welfare of the future citizens of Floyd county 
in their hands. Do you think a teacher ·can hold her head up and be proud of her pro­
fession when she is snatched out of a school where she has had success teaching the 
children and transferred to a distant school without any prior warning or personal 
explanation. Think what this does to the morale and confidence of a good teacher! 
Actions such as this mean only one thing-Our teachers are being treated like 
second-class citizens. We both fought a war to prevent this from happening in other 
parts of the world. Have we lost the battle at home? 

You, no doubt, recall that as a candidate for member of the Floyd County Board 
of Education, each of us pledged to you people that upon being chosen your educa­
tional representative we would encourage, work for, and do our best to initiate and 
to promote an educational program which would assure our boys and girls of a 
geeater opportunity in life.

"Kentucky, under its own sover­
eign authority, began the allocation 
of its lands in 1'193. under a plan 
similru: to that used by the mother 
state of Virgii'lia," the report pointed 
out. "The grants given to 1865 were 
recorded in one group of record 
books which have come to be known 
as the Old Kentucky Grants. Some 
cf Lhem were b"!sed on warrants 
and surveys made by Virginians 
prier to the statehood of Kentucky. 
M~ny of these grants were in favor 1 
:Jf JGdge John Graham and others 
of the Big Sandy region." 
r~cward quotes Dr. Willard R. 

Jillson, in "Kentucky Land Grants," 
to the effect that the state legis­
lature passed an act relative to 
land distribution in 1815. Title to 
lands under this act rested on land 
warrants. All vacant land in Ken­
tucky was opened to settlement 
under this act at $20 per 100 
acres. The purchaser paid the Stato 
Treasurer and received a warrant 
autlhorizing the owner to locate and 
survey his purchase. Following loca­
tion and survey bhe land was regis­
tered with the state. 

After 1836 all vacant land in 
the state, east and' north of the 
Tennessee River, became county 
property, subject to the issuance of 
County Court Orders. There a.re 
over 69,000 of these orders in tJhe 
state. 

Howard points out the difficulties 
an abstractor meets in tracin~ a 
chain of title in tlhe mountains and 
comments upon the scra.:nble for 
lands. 

"These early pioneers were a hardv 
people. Each settler, in the appro~ 
priation of these wild, outlying 
lands, souglht to hold in his ohosen 
way wihatever available land that 
struck ihis fancy. Most relied on 
record titles in the form of patents 
granted by the soverign state, while 
some others, popularly known as 
'Squatters,' were content to rest 
upon their own ability to resist en­
croachments upon their possessions. 
"The valleys were fertile and, when 

cleared, well adapted to agricultural 
pursuits; the rough mountain­
sides were not. These first settlers, 
attracted ·to tlhe ..smooth, fertile lands 
along tlhe streams, made iheir appro-
priations and surveys in each sec-
tion, almost invariably, upon these 
strips of valley land. They moved up

We trust also that the taxpa.yer will 
bear in mind that expansion of 
health services, as a result of our 
new and more relill!ble tax sour.ce 
of reve:nue, will not come all in the 
first year or so but must com>e 
gradually over a period of years. 
Some thirty counties now in the 
state are eligible for additional state 
and federal funds as a result of 
having voted public health tax 
districts but extra state and federal 
money will be made available grad­
ually over a period of years. In 
other words, we can be very proud 
that we have insured our public 
health future but must be patient 
in our expectation of results. 

An audit by a certified public ac­
countant of all health tax money 
collected and expended will be 
made at the close of each fiscal 
year and published in the Floyd 
County Times.

It would seem that tuberculosis port on an unproJ;ected supply we 
still remains our biggest public 
healtlh nursing problem. We are 
hopef·ul that the coil1jpUlsory con­
finement quarters just put into op­
eration will enable us to get under 
control a number o! active TB 
patients who have refused hospitali­
zation and are now roaming the 
county at will, exposing all with 
whom they come in contact. We 
plan to fill every compulsory con­
finement tbed made available to us 
until bhis problem has been solved. 

Muoh emphasis is now being 
placed on the old tuberculin skin 
(Mantoux) test before x-rayillg\. 
Under our present state-recom­
mended rpolicy, all persons under 
the 31ge of 21 must have had a pos­
itive reaction on a, Mantoux test be­
fore being entitled to an x-ray at 
the health department. Persons 21 
ami over may have an x-ray an­
nually at bhe mobile unit or upon 
referral by a doctor at the health 
department. In 1~58 the nurses 
made 1,550 Mantoux tests, and 227 
of these were read as positive. Most 
of these tests were done on fresh­
men and senior high school groups. 
Of the numbe:r tested the following 
percentages of positives were sh<rwn: 
Freshmen, 14% ; seniors, 25%. 
Health Department records show 
that ove1: a period of seven years 
(1951 -1958). as a result of Mantoux 
testing, approximately 35 persons 
under 21 years have been found to 
have active tuberculosis and most of 
these have been cured and are now 
enjoying good health. They, thaw­
ever, as well as all known oontacts, 
are being kept lUnder surveillance 
for any possible future activity. 

We have been putting much em­
phasis on well-baby, prenatal and 
postnatal care. We have two reg­
ularly established monthly prenatal 
and postnatal clinics and two well­
baby clinics out in the county: (1) 
Wayland, in the office of M. v. 

· Wicker, M.b., well-baby clinic sec­
ond Monday each montlh and pre­
natal and ,postnatal clinic on follow­
ing Wednesday; (2) Bypro, in the 
office of W. D. O&botne, M.D., well­
baby and prenatal and postnatal 
clinic following Wednesday, Our 
health nurses have the superv'!Sion 
and medical aid of Dr. Wicket and 
Dr. Osborne in ·these clinics. Every 
Monday, Thursday and Saturday 
morning is clinic day in out· health 
departn'lent office. These clinics are 
supervised :by John Sizemore, M.D., 
and open for any and aH public 
health services, however the doctor 
is only on duty 9 to 11' a.m .. Mon-

. ·day anct ThJUJ:sday and 9 to 12 noon 
on SaturdaY. Nursing services on 
these days are available fi'Om 8:00 
a.m., till 4:30 .p.m., and till noon on 
Saturday~. 

Much emphasis 1s put on home 
visiti:ng in behalf of building up 

I well-baby and prenatal clinics. A 
complete public health advisory 
service is done oy the nurse on 
every entry into a !home. 'Ihe nurse 
depends largely P.1pon knowledge and 
information obtained f,rom ~ach 
home visit as .to the need for visits 
to other homes in the corn.munity. 
Wihen in the opinion of the nm-se 
a doctor's service is needed a re­
fen·al is made to the family doctor . 
if able to pay, or otherwise to one 
of the healtih departlnwnt?s regulaxly 
estll!blishea clinics. · · · 

In view of the sl'lOI'tlllgie of med­
ical docto:rs much emphasis is 
being placed upon closer work with 
midwives. We had some 11 mid­
wives deliveries in Floyd county. 
There were ~3 babies deJi.vered by 
midwives in 1 9.58. 

SANITATION HIGHuGHTS 
We feel tlhat we are still fortunate 

in halVing two very 'COmf>etent full 
thne ~anitarians.

have not learned anything we did 
not already know. We, therefore, at 
every opporbu!llity, urge school 
authorities to fully protect every 
school water supply. 

We are nappy to report that 
most all new .school buildings &.re 
now provided wibh approved water 
supplies and sewage disposal sys­
tems. Great strides ha,ve been made 
in uhe past few years in this be­
half. Much emphasis is now being 
placed on gettirl;g' janitorial main­
tenance il111PrOveJnen t In the schools. 
Community civic groups as well as 
individuals parents have been call­
ing attention to the need for im­
provements in these services. 

Rabies continued to ·be one of our 
major concerns throughout 1958. hi; 
you will note from bhe "Quick 
Glance" ta;ble out of 15 animals 
heads tetited, 7 showed to be nega­
tive. For the past few years this 
has !been about the ratio. Health De­
partment records show that 39 hu­
man anti-rabies treatments were 
distributed by the Health Depart­
ment. A series of approximately 48 
anti-rabies clinics over the county 
were !held for the vaccination of 
dogs. Approximately 710 dogs were 
immUnized, with 3-year serum, at 
these clinics. It may be estimated 
that around 5,000 of the estimated 
11,000 dogs in the county have been 
vaccinated within the past four 
years. Many of these have expired 
and now are in need of re-vacci- · 
nation. There is a grave need for 
stricter enforcement of the dog law 
in the county. We public health 
workers are of the opinion that 75 
to 80% of the people in the county ; 
would support ·the enforcement of 
this law, if diplomatically done. 1 

There were 38 persons bitten by 
dogs during the year. In each in­
stance the dog was placed under 
quarantine and ordered confined for 
a period of 14 days from date of 
bite. If a dog is living and in good 
health fourteen days after biting, no 
treatment of persons Is recommend­
ed. In case the dog shows sign of 
sicknus during the 14 days the per­
l!ou bitten is notified and directed 
t.o report to ihis doctor for further 
instructions regarding treatment. 

Nuisances continue to be one of 
our major problems. An effort Is 
made to investigate every nuisance 
complaint. Some 134 complaints 
weTe inves£i.g1ated. Approximately 
1'08 nuisances were found. There 
were 41 nuisances abated. Many 
times nuisance complaints turn out 
to be the result of ill feelings be­
tween neigiJ,bors over other things 
and many times they are nuisances 
but of a nature that cannot be 
reasonably conected. It is here .that 
the sanitarian must use discretion 
and dliplomacy. We feel very fortu­
nate tl at ·it is not often necessary 
to resort to legal action to obtain 
nuisance corrections-again here we 
must give credit to bhe diplomacy of 
the sanitarian. 

Proba'bly, one of llhe outstanding 
public health problems faced by 
Fldyd county, as well as many 
Eastern Kentucky counties, is that 
of rubbish disposal. Every reason­
a ble effort is made to minimize the 
dumping and litter along our public 
highways and vacant lots. It is 
awfully hat'<i to ask persons to stop 
dumping in certain places when you 
can not tell them of any a.pproved 
place to duill.P. In many instllillces 
fire regulations prohibit burning 
on own premises in thickly settled 
communities. Maybe more consider­
ation should be given to public sup­
port in providing disposal sites. It 
would certainly 1be a great aid in 
enforcement if approved sites were 
made a.vailruble. 'I1he eiiforts of !botlh 
!health department and highway of. 
fi ials are not producing m'Ucih 
f vorable results as is. Wihat is the 
ul ilmate solution? All possi!ble !help 
aJ d suggestions will be weloomed by 
yc r health department. We can't 
gi ·r.e ~; there :must be a solutio!"! I 

SPECIAL PBOGRAMS 
We always look forward to the 

distriot crippled children's program 
brought to us yearly under bhe aus­
pices of bhe Crippled Children Com­
mission. The clinic was heid in Oc­
tober at our new- !health center 
building. It was sponsored locally 
by the Prestonsbur.g Kiwanianns. 
Around 90 children we:re registered 
for services . .A:bout 25 of these were 
new patients. These children not 
only receive free expert diagnosis 
from orthopedic and pediatrics 
specialists but are followed through 
wibh possible orthopedic corrections, 
even to surgery and physical ther­
apy, in the crippled children's hos­
pitals. All possible encouragement, 
aid and support, both physical and 
moral, are given these clinics by 
your health department. 

We, again in July, welcomed our 
second annual district stat~ heart 
clinic which was brought to us by 
the State Heart Association. We are 
very very gratful to tlhe Association 
for this wonderful and so badly 
needed service. Approximately 28 
children and 17 adults were serviced 
at this clinic. Patients were admitted 
to this service upon referral of med­
ical doctors only. Diagnosis, includ­
ing electrocardiog~·ams and x-rays, 
were made by child and adult heart 
specialists. Findings and recom­
mendations were sent back to re­
ferring doctors. Many persons re­
ceived free expert !heart diagnostic 
services that could not have finan­
cially afforded it otherwise. Chil­
dren found to be affected with 
rheumatic heart conditions were, 
upon referral by tiheir doctor, put 
on tlhe State Health Department 
I'..f'teumatic fever fn~e bicillin treat­
ment progrlllm. We have at the 
present .time 9 children in Floyd 
county receiving this free treatment. 

We were fortunate in receiving a 
mass mobile blood survey in Sep­
tember under •the guidance of our 
State Division of Venereal Disease 
Control. Some 2,027 free blood tests 
were made and 11 were found to be 
positive. The survey was followed 
by a ve:nereal disease clinic. A U.S. 
Public Health Service venereal di­
sease specialist came to our office 

and held a one-day CO!lliPlete diag­
nostic clinic lnclluding analysis of 
the spinal fluid. Upon recommenda­
tion of this specialist, curative 
treatment was rendered to each in­
dividual by the Heal·oh Department. 

In conclusion, we would like to 
emPhasize the following stateJnents: •

Gould he honestly say that he 
is not living in a community where 
he enjoys a certain ailllount of free­
dom from community epidemics, 
such as typhoid fever, smaHpox, 
diphtheria and others as bhey at one 
time, when there were no public 
health departments, ravaged the 
whole country? We must repeat,

The .Lexington area reported 10,319 
manufacturing jobs, with Fayette 
county expanding at the rate of 
205 per cent since September of 
194!1. 

'l'he Jefferson county rate of in­
crease during~ the nine-yea;r period 
was 18.7 per cent-smaller than the 
state-wide average for the :remain­
ing 119 counties. 

Manufacturing employment' out­
side the Louisville area totaled 
85,863 in September of last yea:r, a 
net increase of 21,149, or 32.7 pe1· 
cent since September of 1949. 

The state-wide total in September 
of 1958 was well belC'W the 170,000-
plus of SepteJ.nber 1956 and 1957, 
but came during the recession. 

The only area that showed a drop 
in covered workers during the 
period was Campbell county, where 
3,591' workers had jobs in Septem­
ber, 19·58, compa.red with 5,221 in 
September, 1949'-a drop of 3·1.2 per 
cent.
