justices done teachers in the Floyd 
school system has been requested of 
bhe Kentucky Education Associa­
tion's Committee on Tenure and 
Academic Freedom by Nora Lee 
Rowland, president of the KEA's 
Department of Classroom Teachers. 

Her letter to Oharlton Hummel, 
chairman of the Tenure and Aca­
demic Freedom committee, said, in 
part: 

"I have been autih01ized by the 
board of directors of the Depart­
ment of Classroom Teachers, K. E. 
A., to write you requestins- the 
bommittee on Tenure and Academic 
Freedom to investig·ate alleged in­
justices being done many of the 
teachers of the Floyd county school 
system. 

"We understand that these teach­
ers, most of whom are active mem­
bers of the Floyd County Teachers 
Association, are being transferred 
against their will, and to many of 
these the transfer will re:;ult in 
great hardship . . . It is our pur­
pose to do all that we can to pro­
mote education in Kentucky, and if 
teachers are intimidated so that 
they are afraid to take part in pro­
fessional and/or political activities, 
we are certainly not going to grow 
up professionally. 

"Time is of bhe essence in this 
case, since many of the schools in 
Floyd county open in July. The 
Department therefore requests you 
to act immediately on behalf of 
the teachers involved ... " 

The Department from whioh 
action was asked has no legal auth­
ority to force boards of education 
to rescind Ol' amend their actions, 
it was said, but may exert its in­
fluence with education circles and 
the public.

Johnson, an insurance and real­
estate man, won nomination for 
state senator last month, campaign­
ing as "The Man Wibh a Plan." He 
says establishment of a home coke 
industry would provide a new and 
profitable local use :for part of the 
output of the coal fields. 

Much talk has centered arotmd 
finding new uses for coal in Ken­
tucky, as well as elsewhere, because 
of reduced demands Jcr it as a 
fuel. 

"Of coal and all the by-products 
of coal, coke is the one whiclh has 
never had a saturated market," says 
Johnson. 

Coke is a key element in the 
marking of steel, and coal shipped 
from Eastern Kentucky is converted 
into coke at og1er places. Says John­
son: 

"Coal we now sell for aibout $3 .50 
a ton could be made into coke here 
and then sold for $7 a ton." 

He would like to see a trial for 
home coke furnaces . 

"We could put 50 pilot plants in 
Harlan, Floyd, Pike and Perry 
counties," he says. 

But capital is needed. Johnson 
figures that each oven-shaped 
something like a large beehive and 
made of firebrick-would cost from 
$400 to $1,000. The oost of 200 put in 
this area, he suggests, might reach 
$20<!,000. 

That is why Johnson took his 
idea to Washington. He believes 
tlhere is little likelihood of private 
capital or state money for the plan, 
and pins his hopes _on federal aid. 

Kentucky mountain families op­
erating coke furnaces would be "in­
dependent contractors," according 
to Johnson. Under hi plan, a truck 
would come around every day, bring 
them coal and pick up the coke. 

He said this family pattern for the 
industry would eliminate the ques­
tion of unionization.

History of 7th OVC 
Only one tlhin volume was pub­

lished on the Civil War activities 
of the Seventh Ohio Volunteer 
Cavalry. Capt. R. c. Rankin, of 
Ohio, publiShed a "History of the 
Seventh Ohio Volunteer Cavalry," 
in 1881. It contained only 29 :pages 
mostly of personal reminisces. A 
copy of the volume is in the library 

i of the Ohio State Arol1eological and 
Historical S ociety, Columbus. Ohio, 

' and was made available to this 
1 column through the kind offices of 
Robert Wallace, regional librarian 
here, via the inter-library loan 
plan. 

The 7th OVO was raised for bor­
der services by Governor· Tod{i, of 
Ohio, and many Kentuckians joined 
the regiment. Capt. Rankin was an 
officeJ: of Company E, and was 
first quartered at Ripley, · Ohio. 
First action was on tl1e night of 
September 20, 1862, when the com­
pany mardhed to Brooksville, Ky., 
a distance of 25 miles, and dl"ove 
the rebels, under Basil Duke, away. 
Duke was parol!~ citizens ca?tmed 
at Augusta, Ky., a few days before 
but had to defer the job as incom­
plete when the Rankin company 
appeal"ed'. Company E ·scouted Fal­
mouth, but upon finding the town 
held by the Unionists, returned to 
Ripley. ' 

The First Battalion of the regi­
ment crossed the Ohio River in 
early November, went to Lexington, 
with a Major Rainey commanding, 
joined another Union outfit under 
General Carter and staged a raid 
on the Confederates in East Ten­
nessee through Pound Gap. This 
was in December. They burned 
Carter's Station and a bridJ~C over 
the Watauga River and returned to 
Ohio in three weeks with insignifi­
cant loss.

JOHN C. C. MAYO INSPECTS THE FAMOUS JENKINS COAL SEAM 

John C. C. Mayo, Big Sandy industrialist, led a group of Northern capitalists into 
the Big Sandy valley a few years previous to the turn of the nineteenth century to 
inspect the vast undeveloped coal reserves of the region. One of the coal seams ex• 
amined by them was the Jenkins seam, later mined by the Consolidation Coal Com· 
pany. It was discovered by Capt. Charles M. Broas in 1883.

Rankin, in his remembrances of 
the S eventh. noted the foraging of 
the Union troops in the South. He 
wrote : 

"r:;uring our campaign in Georgia 
v:e wbsisted chiefly upon the 
count:·y , which was g::~1Jhered in by 
fora ging parties detached for that 
pmpose and under the command of 
an officer. (William Jones, in his 
letters to his wife, Mary, deprecated 
this foraging.) As a general thing, 
some of the parties would be skir­
mishing with the enemy while the 
remainder would be gatheJ.ing for-
ruge." 

The Seventh saw action in Ala­
bama. It left Selma after a stay 
there of three days, rna;rched to 
Columbus, Ga. It moved toward the 
n otorious Confederate prison at 
Andersonville, hoping to reaJCh it in 
time to release Union prisoners 
there. (William Jones was incar­
cerated at Andersonville). Only 84 
men of the regiment at Anderson­
ville were found, the Confederates 
having removed the others.

HUNT SEASON 
SET FOR DEER 
Dewey Lake Game Refuge 
Opened For First Time; 
Archery Period Slated 
A three-day gun deer hunting 

season for 1959, during which beth 
bucks and does may be taken, has 
been set for Kentucky, including 
the Dewey Lake 1;1llme refuge, by 
the Fish and Wildlife Commission. 

The season will open on Friday, 
December 4, and continue through 
Saturday and Sunday. The Com­
mission, meeting at Camp Earl 
Wallace on Lake Cumberland, open­
ed three new counties to deer hunt­
ing this year. They are Floyd, Har­
lan and Crittenden. Closed to 
hunters were bhat section of Meade 
county west of Higrhways 64 and 448 
a.nd the entire posted areas of the 
Beaver Creek refug·e in Pulaski and 
McCreal'Y counties. Only a two­
day season was declared for three 
counties, Pulaski, McCreary and 
Laurel, upon recommendation of 
biologists stationed in those areas. 

Also set was an archery season to 
open on October 2-1: and continue 
throll@h November 19 in all counties 
where gun hunting is permitted. 
The Commission also voted in 
favor of seasons on Kentucky 
woodlands and military a·eserva­
tions, but those dates must be ap­
proved by 1ederal authorit-ies. Pm·­
tainil11g to the deer hunt bhese reg­
ulations were approved: When a 
hunter bags a deer he must cease 
hunting for the remainder of the 
season; weapons to be used are the 
same as for last season and a '$10.50 
permit for both residents and non-
residents was set and the holder 
may eitlher hunt by gun or by bow 
and arww, lbut must take not more 
than one deer during uhe year. The 
hunter, in addition to the permit, 
must also have a. valid hunting li­
cense. Resident landowners and 
resident tenants will not be re­
quired to have a hunting permit to 
hunt on the land on which they 
live during the open season, the 
Commission ruled. 

'Ilhe Commission also went on I 
record as favoring an archery tw·­
key season on Kentucky woodlands 
but final action on this proposal 
must be bken by federal authori-
ties. ' 

The squirrel season will open on 
August 29 and continue bhrough 
November 26 (90 days). This year, 
there will be no split season. The 
ba.g and [possession limits will re­
main the same as for last season, 
six per day or a possession limit 
of 12 after two Qr more days of 
huntin~. Sq\lirrel hunting will be 
permitted on the Ballard county 
refuge from August 29 through 
October 15. A dove season will be I 
permitted on this area, but the 
dates will be set 'bY federal authori­
ties. The Jones-Keeney Refuge, in 
Ca}dwell county, will be open to 
squirrel hunters throughout the I 
season and the first ten days of the 
season, beginning Augut 21S, squirrels 
may be kHled on the Robertson For­
est in Knott and Perry counties and 
the Ford Tract in Clay and Leslie 
counties. 

The cpen season on rabbits, quail 
and grouse will open November 20 
and continue through January 18, 
and the bag limits for all species 
remain unchang,ed. The bag limit for 
rabbits is eight per day; for quail, 
10 per day; for grouse, two per day. 
Possession limits after bwo or ffil()re 
days of hunting will be double bhe
