To Small Mine Owners; 
Drift Operator, Others 
Testily Before Group 
B. F. Reed, Drift mine operator, 

told a Senate labor sub-committee 
Tuesday that large coal operators 
are interested in eliminating the 
small mine owner.

THE T'IMES. is gratified by the news· created Monday 

evening when the City Council of Prestonsburg ag1·eed 
with Mayor Napier that the present number of taxicabs 
operating under city license here fully meets the legiti­
mate needs of the public and that no new licens~s shall 
be granted beyond the number now in operation. 

This, we are told, "freezes" the number of cabs that 
will be operating here at eleven-which is more than 
enough for all legitimate purposes. And any business 
that does not have a legitimate purpose has no business 
calling on the city to issue it a license. 

We have no grudge against the taxicab business as 
such, nor any feeling but respect for the man who makes 
an honest living by driving a cab and performing a 
needed service. But we have always insisted that the 
only way a livelihood is possible for the legitimate cab 
operator is to control the number in the business, lest 
some forget the business they were licensed to do in the 
first place and go out after badly needed money that 
is always available outside the law. 

Cooper, Com.bs and Wyatt 
And Plans for Kentucky 

Explaining his vote against a CCC-type pi•ogram for 
the country, Senator John Sherman Cooper last week 
proposed in lieu of that a "basic development program" 
for under-developed areas such as Eastern Kentucky, 
the mining section of West Virginia and other parts of 
the nation that have been left behind while other areas 
of the United States have gone ahead. 

Th proposed Youth Conservation Corps would cost 
from $375,000,000 to $4'50,000,000 a year, the Senator 
estimated. Admitting the appeal of such a program, he 
argued that that money could be better spent on basic 
needs of areas rather than on only those who could be 
admitted to the Youth Conservation Corps. The YCC, 
incidentally, could not meet juvenile delinquency prob­
lems, because the bill specifies that "only youths of 
good character" could be admitted to the corps. 

Cooper's regional development proposal has these 
objectives: (1) Better communications-road improve­
ment and small airports to make neglected or recession­
fraught areas more accessible and available to the na­
tion's growing commerce; (2) water resources develop­
ment, including flood control, navigation and water 
suitable fol;" new i!fdustry; ( 3) expanded forestry prog­
rams and new emphasis on agricultural development. 

But Senator Cooper is not alone in his thinking along 
these lines. Already Bert Combs and Wilson Wyatt, 
Democratic nominees for governor and lieutenant-gov­
ernor, respectively, have begun on-the-spot studies 
which will enable them to institute and properly develop 
programs which will give not only this section of Ken­
tucky but others as well the benefit of experience 
gained by other states as they have achieved signal 
successes in agriculture, foresb-y, the tourist business 
and in other fields. 

They have, for instance, gone to Wisconsin to study 
that state's great dairy business; to North Carolina 
where mountains, streams and beaches attract their 
hundreds of thousands annually, and there to learn how 
that state did the job. Forestry is being given close 
study. They seek the full story, the details, the facts that 
lie behind these success storie& of other states. 

This is not the work of novices in government. It is 
study by two men who propose to pool their talent'! and 
abilities and their dreams of a greater Kentucky; study 
made in thofough fashion to see wherein other states 
have succeeded while Kentucky has failed. 

These are high aims cherished by Senator Cooper, 
Judge Combs and Mr. Wyatt. Separate aims though 
they are, entertained by men of opposing parties, they 
deserve the support of all Kentuckians who are not con­
tent to rest in peace where we are.

The tentative allotments are 
made annually on the eve of 
school opening to guide local dis­
tricts in making out their budgets. 

The formula for State support 
will require the 212 districts to 
raise $44,863,354 in local revenue, 
an increase of $850,204 over last 
year. 

The growth last year in class­
room and transportation units in­
creased total operating costs by 
$2,047,388 in the year ah ead. 

Th is increase is broken down 
iQto $1,290,828 for teacher sal­
aries, $284,040 for other current 
expenses, $187,560 for capital out­
lay, and $284,960 for transporta­
tion. 

The foundation law guarantees 
each district at least $8G per pupil 
in average daily attendance, or 
support given the district in 1955-
56, whichever sum is 1arger. 

"The appropriation of $63,064,-
900 ap~ars to be sufficient to 
finance in full all means of the 
foundation program fqr the 1959-
60 sch ool year," Dr Martin stated.

community and industrial develop­
ment opportunities in Eastern Ken­
tucky will bring well-known au­
thorities from Kentucliy and sur­
rounding states to Lexington and 
Louisville, August 18 and 24. 

The !;hird and fourth in a series 
of 10 regional conferences dealing 
with depressed area problems, the 
meetings are sponsored by the 
Eastern Kentucky Regional , Plan-
ning Commission, an ag"ency of the 
Kentucky Department of Economic 
Development.

the need for setting up community 
coordinating councils to serve as 
communi.cations mediums between 
local groups and organizations. 

Industrial development is the 
theme of the August 24 conference 
in Louisville. Emphasis here, Whis­
man said, will be on a possible 
sequence plan of industrial develop-
ment. · 

This will take into consideration 
first of all the opportunities for 
expansion of existing indus,tries 
and establishment of,. new inter­
prises under existin~ conditions 
and then the impact of improved 
resources and facilities on economic 
growth. 

Whismal\ said the meeting is 
nQt concentrated as much with im­
mediate encouragement of indust­
rial prospects as with the necessary

Very few babies will die of 
diar~hea because of wilat you 
have learned about electi!olyte 
and water metabolism."

now? 
The accomplishments of the 

health team, in the refinement of 
techniques of treatment, develop­
ment and mass distribution of new 
drugs and immunizing agents and 
measureS of public health, said Dr. 
Cole,. would lead the same prophet 
to say to the .physician who will 
still be practicing in 1999: 

Cancer and leukemia will have 
been relegated to medical :history. 

The common cold will have 
been forgotten. 

Babies will rarely be born 
prematurely. 

A single explanation and 
method of control will have been 
found for 1allergy. 

A single injection or tablet will 
immunize children against all of 
the communicable diSeases. 

Many congenital defects will be 
avoided by a better understand­
ing of genetics. 

Such metabolic diseases as 
diabetes, arthritis and {)ystic 
fibrosis will be easily controlled 
by improved kt1owledge of the 
enzyme system. 
"I am sure," Dr. Cole concluded, 

"this_ is only a small fraction of 
wh.at will actually transpire." 

In S'hort, says the Health News 
Institute, despite cold wars and 
H-·bombs and fall-out, on the med­
ica! front at least the future is not 
doom and gloom.

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Floyd Soil District 
Among Many Honored 
By Memorial Stamp 

The Floyd County Soil Conser­
vation district is one of more than 
2,800 such districts throughout the 
country being honored by issuance 
of a commemorative soil conserva­
tion stamp by the post office de­
partment, according to L . R. 
Johnson, soil conservationist. 

The stamp will bEl issued August 
26 at Rapid City, S. D., at the an­
nual meeting of the Soil Conserva­
tion Society of America, and will 
go on sale at local post offices the 
following day, Johnson said. The 
stamp, in three colors, depicts a 
modern conservation farm, and is 
of 4-cent denomination. 

"The 4~cent stamp is in recogni­
tion of the farmers an(l others who 
are demonstrating good soil stew­
ardship," he said. "It is a salute to 
their soil conservation districts, 
and to. the professional workers of 
State and Federal government who 
help tbem." 

The Floyd County Soil Conserva­
tion District was organized by 
local farmers in the fall of 1950. 
The district now has 9·49 coopera­
tives, of whom 234 have basic con­
servation pla!f9.

' Rustic pioneer relics are not the 
only articles of historical signific­
ance displayed at the Kentucky 
Historical Society Museum at 
Fmnkfort. Articles of elegance and 
beauty also OCCUIPY prominent 
positions in the Old State House. 
, Surrounded by portraits of Ken­
tucky's former governors, sits a 
magnificent silver service. This 
serv~ce, made by the J. E. Caldwell 
COmpany of Philadelphia, was pre­
sented to the governor of Ken­
tucky in 1900, and was used on the 
battl,eship Kentucky until uno. At 
that time, Lt. Gov. Theodore Bal­
la•d suggested that it be sent back 
to Kentucky. 

The silver setvice was said to 
have cost $30,000, the money having 
been contributed by individual cit­
izen!~. 

This four-piece set has made var­
ious public appearances around the 
State since 1920, including the Ken­
tucky State Fair last year, at. Which 
time it was insured for $75,000, and 
at the Lafayette Day Celebration 
at the Frankfort Country Club in 
1957. 

At the latter engagement how­
ever, the sparkle and splendor of 
the punch bowl was slightly dim­
med by the use of paper cups for 
the diinkin_g vessels .

War Centennial 
To Note Battle 
Of Per ryville 

Commemoration of the Battle of 
Perryville will be an outstanding 
feature of Kentucky's observance 
of the Civil War Centennial begin­
ning in 1961. 

This battle, Kentucky's bloodiest 
and one of the bloodiest of the War 
Between the States, enqed attempts 
by the South to bring Kentucky. 
into the Olnfederacy. 

The fighting began as Gen. Brax­
ton Bragg•, moving ~is Confederate 
forces into the interior of the Com­
monwealth tg arouse secessionists, 
accidentally met Gen. Don Carlos 
Buell coming up from Tennessee to 
check Confederate movements in 
the state. ' 

Vague but fairly accurate records 
show the Confederate troops numb­
ered a'bout 1'8,000 and Federal troops 
close to 25,000. The battle day of 
October 8, 1862, will be long re­
membered for the nearly 8,000 dead 
and wounded it left strewn em the 
field of Perryville. 

Neither side could claim a clean­
cut victory, but the Federal troops 
held the field, while Bragg retired 
to Harrodsburg and later retreated 
into east Tennessee, thus ending 
this memorable struggle in Ken­
tucky history.
