SALARIES

A few days ago there appeared in
the Floyd County Times an editorial
about the discourteous terms used
to classify teachers. We, the teach-
ers of Floyd eounty, appreciate your
efforts in frying 1o make the citi-
zens of Floyd county aware of the
fact that teachers are still warm-
blooded imdividuals as everyone
glse,

You have shown your desire to
stand up for teachers’ rights and
have always advocated a “square
deal” for everyone; therefore, we
would like for you to consider the
following  question and  judge
whether it is justice or injustice.

Question: Is it necessary for the
County Board of Education to
neglect paying the teachers when
their school month is up?

We teach a 20-day school month
and at the end of the 20-day month,
we're supposed to get our check or
at least a week after our month is
{up we are entitled to have our
| checks; however, for the past ten or
ifift.e.en years we have been forced
(to discount our overdue money at
! the bank and pay & discount rate
| of one dollar a hundred because
| we never know when we are going'
[ to get our cheeks. Our checks are
ia}ways held up two or three weeks
after our month is up, thus making
it almost impossible for us not to
discount if we keep up with our
monthly bills, There are several
teachers in Floyd -county and about
95% of them will tell you they are
forced to do this. .

In Knott county, when you turn
monthly report in your check is
handed to you. You do not have to
discount money that has been duly
earned. We realize that Floyd
county has more teachers than
Knott county and probably it takes
more time to make out the payroll
but we can hardly be expected to
believe that it takes two weeks to
make out the monthly checks.

If there are five hundred teach-
ers, in Floyd county and 95% are
Iforced to discount and pay a dollar
{8 hundred for their month, this
comes to a large sum, doesn’t it?

With the $541 million a year
increase in the federal gasoline
tax that goes into effect today
(Thurséay) Kentucky car own-
ers will be paying 50 cents in tax
on every dollar’s worth of gaso-
line they buy.

This was brought out by Thom-
as H. Maxedon, executive secre-

Council, who noted that the new
4-cent federal tax added to Ken-
‘tucky’s T-cent state tax rate adds
up to $1.10 in taxes on every ten-
gallon purchase, which he said
is equivalent to a 50 per cent
“sales tax” on gasoline.
Maxedon asserted that the so-
called “penny increase” will raise
the average tax on gasoline in
this state to $88 a year per ve-
hicle. Total motor fuel collections |
in the state will climb to an esti-
mated  $92.4 million a year, of

" federal government.

“The constantly mounting tax
burden on gasoline tends to ob-
scure the faet that this is one pro-
duct on which the national aver-
age consumer price has advanced |
no more than 6 per cent over the
past ten years, although official
indexes show that retail prices
generally have gone up 21 per
eent,” Maxedon said.

“The only real inflation with
regard to motor fuel costs has
been the 55 per cent increase in
average gasoline tax rate that
has taken ‘place nationally since
1949.”

Kearney. More than half of all
hizchway deaths involve motorists
not listed as “drunken drivers,” but
given the milder police symbol of
HBD—“Had Been Drinking”

A growing body of evidence and
opinion indieates, Kearney writes,
that medieal standards for measur-
ing driver drunkenness (,15 percent
of alcohol in the blood proves in-
toxication; from .05 percent up may
suggest it) are far too liberal. Driv~
ing skill - actually begins to slip
measurably affer more than one
drink—or at about one fifth the
level our courts consider intoxicat-
ing.

THREE DOCTORS

Three ancient medical tomes were
pointed out recently on the desk
of Fred Cottrell, Prestonsburg mer-
chant. The volumes, preserved by
his family, were given by Dr. S. M.
Ferguson, of Harold, to Dr. W. W.
Richmond, of -Prestonsburg, One of
the books originally belonged to Dr.
W. F. Miller, also of Harold, then
Laynesville. Miller died in Oregon
three or four decades ago.

Dr. Ferguson, who moved to the
Big Sandy valley previous to the
Civil War, built one of the section’s
few early brick houses on thé high-
way side of the river near the Bold-
man compressor plant. He was in-
terested in railroad construction up
the Big Sandy. He served as surg-
eon in the 39th Kentucky Mounted
Infantry, U.S.A., under Col. John
Dills, of Pikeville.

Returning to the three books, one
of them is “A System of Practical
Medicine,” by Alexander Tweedie,
M.D., FRS, It is Vol. II, and dated
1842. The author was a renowned
Scotch physician and his works
were accorded wide circulation in
the United States.

J. H. (UNCLE JIM) HATCHER

We are indebted to a recent issue
of the Huntington Herald-Adver-
tiser for a story on J. H. Hatcher,
hotel man, farmer, logger, mine
operator and eccentric philosopher,
who died at Pikeville in the 1930's,
The story, titled, *“Late Pikeville
Hotel Man Collected Quotes,” is by
Charles Stafford, an Associated
Press writer. !

It follows:

Friends knew Uncle Jim Hatcher
as a crusty innkeeper with a big
heart and a cracker barrel philos-
ophy. But by the definition of a
poet, he was a great man,

“A great man,” wrpte Ralph
Waldo Emerson — 'as' Uncle Jim
probably could have told you —
“guotes bravely, and will not draw
on his invention when his memory
serves him with a word as good.”

There never was a braver gquoter,
outside politics or the pulpit, than
James Hatcher. He filled the lobby
walls of the James Hatcher Hotel
with quotes.

Above the entrance to the room
which happens to be campaign
headquarters of the Democratic
party, is this quotation credited to

ways tell the truth and you will
never have to remember what you
said."”

In a prominent place is an origi-
nal Hatcher statement: “All towels,
linens, bedding and fixtures in this
hotel is (sic) mine. T want no more
mistakes made when packing to
leave. This practice 'is no longer a
joke with me. James Hatcher.”

Uncle Jim is 20 years dead. But
by the terms of his 37-page will and
the obedience of his nephews, his
quotations live on.

Jack and Joe Trimble, who' op-
erate the 106-room hotel, plan to
redecorate the spacious; old-fash-
joned lobby this summer. They
are going to paint the walls, but
they have carefully photographed
them so the quotations can be
painted on again after the job’s
done,. L

Hatcher started in the ’'30's let-
tering a little advice.and some local
history on the walls,

“People coming through would
‘have a quotation they wanted on the
wall,” says Jack Trimble. “Uncle
Jim would take it down and when
a sign painter would come through
—that was during the depression—
he would give him a night’s lodging
for painting some signs.”

“Uncle Jim,” Trimble says, “had
a kind heart—the kindest heart in
the world—but he had a crude way
of showing it. There never was 2
hungry man went through here,
there never was a man refused
lodging. Uncle Jim would give them
a room and feed them and cuss
them out.”

Hatcher made his modest fortune
in timber and coal. He opened the
hotel in 1931, eight years before his
death at the age of 80. He is buried
on a hill above town, where his
tragic love story is carved in Italian
marble,

"Dominating the burial plot is a
graceful monument of Hatcher’s
wife, Octavia: “Died May '2, 1891,
age 20 years, 11 months and 11
days.” Nearby is a smaller monu-
ment, a cleeping cherub, with the
inseription: “Infant son Jacob, died
Janm, 4, 1891, age 1 day.”

Hatcher had no other children
and never \remarried. But he raised
the seven thildren of a nephew,

He sent ithe boys to St. Joseph’s
School in Bardstown, Ky., a Cathoelic
prep school. “I had to write Uncle
Jim every) week,” Jack says. “He
would corrgct the letter and send

Jack wrote on one occasion that
he was homesick and wanted to
come home. His unecle wouldn’t
permit it. But a couple of days later
a truck arrived at the school with
Jack’s horse, dog and pet ram.

You can sit in one of the old
cane-bottom  rocking chairs in ‘the
lobby of Uncle Jim’'s hotel and soak
up an education of sorts,

Philosophy: “Chin up. Remember
it is often the last key on the ring
that fits the lock.”

Humor: “Says the man from Ken-
tucky to the man from Massachu-
setts, ‘For what is your state noted?’
‘Boots and shoes.” ‘And may I ask/
says the man from Massachusetts
to Kentuckian, ‘For what is your

state noted?* ‘Just the  reverse of
yours. Shoots and booze."”
And basic information: “We are

681 feet above sea level.”

Uncle Jim didn't confine his phil-
osophy to the lobby walls, however.
His will was filled with philosophi-
cal suggestions.

The one Jgck remembers in par-
ticular was this: “Never hire a clerk
that smokes a cigarette or wears a
belt. They spend all their time
lighting matches and pulling up
their "pants.”

l A. J. (Jack) Dalton, 89- 3ea1 -old
| millionaire coal operator of Pike-
ville, died at the Pikeville Metho-
dist hospital, Tuesday afternoon of
last week. Rugged entrepreneur of
the truek coal mininz business, he
amassed and lost several fortunes.

Although in his 90th year, Dalton
continued active as a coal. operator
almost to the end. As late as last
Saturday he was negotiating for
still another coal lease to add to
his holdings,

The soft-spcken, courtly old Vir-
ginian had amassed and lost two
great fortunes before coming to
Pikeville in 1941 with total cash
assets of only $37.51.

At the time of his death he was
considered to be a millionaire again
as president and owner of the
Mountain States Coal Corporation.

Uncle Jack had often said, “All
‘a man needs in this country to get
rich is $100.” He proved it three
times.
| At one period during World
'War I, he was worth $28,000,000,
| according to his attorney, John Y.
lBrown. of Lexington.
| Born in Pittsylvania county, Vir-
| ginia, Dalton struck out for himself
‘when he was a boy, walking 'and
i‘hoboing through the West, doing
| whatever kind of work he could
| find. He worked as a piek-and-
| shovel laborer in South Dakota and
| Oklahoma mines before going to
{ the Canal Zone to help dig the Pan-
ama Canal.

Dalton first came to Pike cow 1t3
about 70 years ago as a miner, but
soon became a mine foreman,.

With his~ persuasive manner,
Dalton always managed to borrow
money when he made up his mind
to start a business,

Beginning with capital of $97.50,
he started the main Island Creek
Coal Company in Logan county,
West Virginia. It grew into a $16,-
000,000 corporation which he headed.
He sold out there in 1923 only to
lose all he had-—several million
dollars—in an ill-fated real-estate
venture.

Forsaking the coal business for a
while, Uncle Jac¢k organized the
Great Eastern Refininz Corporation,
| which he sold to Paul Blazer. That

| was the beginning of the huge Ash- |

'land Oil & Refining Company, of
which Blazer 'is chairman of the
board,

search for oil in Lawrence county.

Known for his wit and blunt
answers, “Uncle Jack” caused many
a chuckle here a couple of years
ago when, despite his great age, he
sough{ to obtain a large coal-lana '
lease. Asked how long a lease he |
wanted, the old, man answered, “T |
I don't want
to be rushed for time.” |

And only recently when a friend |I
advised him to retire from business
rather than risk losing his money
again, he said, “I had rather be |
broke than bored to death.” !

Dalton was never married, His
survivoers include four nephews.
