LIE DETECTOR 
TESTS ASKED 
Shooting Defendants 
Offer Test Submission,. 
Urge Slone Do Same 

Deputy Sheriff Joe Wheeler Lewis 
said this week he and his brother, 
Mack Lewis, will be glad to submit 
to lie-detector tests in the investi­
gation of the shooting of James 
Slone near Allen recently. 

"They say I held James Slone 
while Mack shot him twice. I say, 
I shot James, though I didn't want 
to, and Mack had nothing to do 
with it," said Lewis. "We want this 
lie-detector test, and we invite 
James Slone to take the same test." 

No date has been set for the tests 
to be made. 

Bond of $2,000 each was set for 
the Lewis- brothers after warrants 
were issued last week accusing Mack 
Lewis of shooting Slone and the 
deputy sheriff of aiding and assist­
ing in the shooting. 

When James Slone's shooting and 
wounding case was called last 
Thursday afternoon by Trial Com­
missioner G. c. Blll'chett he waived 
examining trial and executed bond 
to answer to action of the January 
grand jury. 

Examining trial for Joe Wheeler 
Lewis at the same court session was 
another matter. however, and it de­
veloped into a length¥ hassle as 
County Attorney Robeu't S. Well­
man representing the Common­
wealth, insisted that Slone as the 
complaining witness against the 
Lewises would be required to test­
ify. Slone's attorney, W. W .. Burch­
ett, advised him that he did not 
have to testify because he might 
incriminate himself. Later, he 
agreed for Slone to testify if all wit­
nesses in the case were required to 
do likewise. 

Then a motion on behalf of Slone 
to dismiss the case was overruled. 
Upshot of the whole matter was, 
the trial commissioner certified the 
case to Circuit Judge Edward P. 
Hill to decide if Slone will be re­
quired to appear as a witness.

President Franklin D. Roosevelt 
remarked during World War II to 
Congressman A. J. May, of Pres­
tonsburg, then Chairman of the 
House Military Affairs committee, 
that he had visited Eastern Ken­
uucky and commented he could 
prove it, easily. The President said 
there were families in Southeastern 
Kentucky that spelled their name, 
N-a-p-i-e-r. 

"And how do you pronounce it, 
Mr. President?" May asked. 

"It is pronounced Napper,'' Roose­
velt replied, proving that he had 
really been in the mountains of 
Kentucky, 

Pronunciation of the name varies, 
much more than the President 
said. In more sophisticated areas it 
is pronounced Nape-i-er, and there 
is a traditionary account that the 
name was originally pronounced 
Nay-peer. The correct rendering and 
origin of the name is lost in the 
antiquity of history for it goes back 
at least 700 years. 

j There is a well-defined tradition 
in West Virginia and Eastern Ken­
tucky where the family is widely 
scattered that in a great battle be­
tween the English and Scotts a clan 
leader of the latter was ordered by 
his king to execute a certain mili­
tary maneuver. Riding away to obey 
his royai master he saw that to do 
so would impeJ:il the Scottish army. 
Courageously he disobeyed the king 
but the result of his action brought 
victory. 

However, to disobey a royal com­
mand was an offense punishable by 
death and the king resorted to an 
old custom of taking away the dis­
obedient one's name. To live name­
less through life was one of the 
5reatest of punishments but the 
king turned his act into a reward by 
knighting the clan leader. 

"Henceforth thy name shall be 
Na Peer," the king said. The new 
name meant, literally, "of no equal." 

That is but a legend but it is so 
widespread that it may have more 
than a grain of truth in it. 
Who was the king and who was 
the first Napier we do not know. 
As said, it is a story from out of 
the mists of history of several hun­
dred years ago. 

A history of Kentucky, edited by 
Judge Charles Kerr, Vol. V, page 
641, relates that the family is de­
scended from the Earl of Lennox 
and that the disobedient one was 
Donald, a seccnd son of the earl.

These are the ancestors of 
most of Eastern Kentucky's Napiers. 
It was 7l1omas Napier who found­

ed the family in Southern West Vir­
ginia. He was born in 1774 in North 
Carolina, a son of an Edmund Nap­
ier. His mother was a Corns. 
Thomas Napier married Haney 
Smith in 1800 in Kanawka county, 
Virginia, now West Virginia. 

Thomas Napier was a man of edu­
cation that he procured in Virginia 
and he soon entered the teaching 
profession in what is now Wayne I 
county, W. Va. However, his work 
was interrupted by war. Even 
though he was the father of a fam­
ily he served in the War of 1812. He 
was teaching, according to H . H. 
Hardesty's Encyclopedia, in 1818 
and continued, according to this 
old volume, until 1847 when he 
taught at Buffalo Shoals on the 
Big Sandy River. It is said that he 
taught in every school district in 
the present Wayne county. He is 
considered the most outstanding of 
the early Wayne county educators. 

Thomas Napier, affectionately 
known as "Uncle Tommy," died at 
the age of 85 on Lick Creek. His 
wife survived until 1862. They were 
the parents of ten children: Patrick, 
Edmund, Moses, Franklin, Robert, 
Adam, Haney, Peggy, Hannah and 
William. Robert served in the West I 
Virginia legislature in 1889 and a 
son of Patrick, Judge Henry Nap­
ier, served as circuit judge for a 
long period.

The figures are exclusive of edu­
cation costs, utility operation ex­
penditures and employee outlays, 
which are not common to all cities. 

General expenditures in the na­
tion's cities showed a 54 percent 
rise since 1952 when the last pre­
vious survey of the type was made. 

Offsetting this increase, but only 
partially, was the gain in revenue 
in the period. Overall collections, 
comprising tax receipts, intergov­
ernmental payments and other in­
come, rose 46 percent. 

To close the gap and cope with 
the continuing increase in expenses, 
cities all over the country have been 
boosting levies and seeking addi­
tional sources of revenue. A great 
variety of new taxes have come into 
being, as a result. 

In Prestonsburg, general revenue 
in the year amounted to $22 per 

I 
capita, compared with $54 per cap­
ita in the United States and $27 in 
the East-South-Central States. 

Some 74 percent of the income, 
locally, came from airect taxes, li­
cense fees and miscellaneous 
ch~rges. Elsewhere, on the average, 
they account for about 60 percent 
of municipal general revenue.

IN STATE LEGEND, HISTORY I

Almost a century ago, on July 8, 
1863, a steamboat, the Alice Dean, 
was intentionally set afire. What 
was left of her charred hull was 
sunk in the Ohio River near Brand­
enburg, Ky., by the "Thunderbolt 
of the Confederacy," John Hunt 
Morgan, so that no one else could 
make use of her. And recently, due 
to a break in Lock 44 and the con­
sequent drop in the water level, the 
hull of that ship reappeared. The 
ghosts of Morgan's R1aiders rode 
again for many followers of old 
Kentucky history. 

The story of that brillant soldier, 
that flamboyant cavalry officer, is 
perhaps too well known to retell, 
but that part which touches North­
ern Brandenburg, as well as South­
ern Indiana's Corydon and the sur­
rounding· counties, comes close 
enough home to make it peren­
nially interesting. 

As far back as the summer of 
1862 General Morgan had begun 
the first of the forays into Ken­
tucky that. were to win him the rep­
utation of being the most intrepid 
cavalry raider of the South. "The 
Scourge of Kentucky," he was cal­
led. But he was not content with 
harassing the Union forces near the 
Ohio River. Hi~torians now believe 
-at least some of them do, for they 
will never all agree-that the real 
purpose of his entering Indiana in 
1863 was to reach Indianapolis and 
free several thousand Confederate 
prisoners, besides capturing weapons 
stored in the armory there. 

Whatever the purpose, Morgan 
swept up from Lebanon to Bards­
town to Brandenburg where he 
captured a stern-wheel~r, the John 
T. McCombs, to get his men to the 
northern shore. But she was too 
small and he ordered her to sound 
distr~ss signals to summon the 
much larger Alice Dean, which he 
commandeered. Thus more than 
2,000 men were ferried across the 
river to Mauckport. There the raid 
through Southern Indiana, a five­
day reign of terror, began. 

Hastily organized home-guard 
and militia units tried to fight off 
the dashing raiders. Merchants and 
mill-owners rushed to the low hills 
when their businesses were burned 
and looted. Provisions and horses 
were stolen. There were running 
battles in which nearly 600 Indian­
ans were killed or wounded. At 
Corydon, where the citizens bar­
ricaded themselves in the old court­
house, Mor;san lost 40 killed or 
wounded. 

The brigade rushed on through 
seven counties, becoming more and 
more exhausted, as the men tore 
down telegraph wires, tore up rail­
road tracks and burned bridges. 
Union forces, gathered by General 
Edward H. Hobson, came closer and 
closer. Sometimes the two bands 
were only a few miles apart. :V'inally 
Morgan escaped into Ohio and had 
it not been. as one account says, 
"for a sudden unexpected swelling 
of the Ohio River which rendered 
a ll fords impassable" he might have 
gotten away. He was captured but 
couldn't he held for long. He es­
capted to continue 'his exploits. 

The next year, however, in a lull 
in the fighing, he and some mem­
bers of his brigade were visiting at 
the home of a friend in Greenville, 
T'enn., when the house was SU\'-

One Alcoholic 
May Affect 25 
Other Persons 

By J. Collis Ringo, Executive 
Director Kentucky Commission 

on Alcoholism 
There have been a number of 

estimates made concerning the 
number affected by a single alco­
holic. Some say five; one estimator 
says 25. 

Regardless of the number, the 
immediate family or associates of a 
problem drinker are beset with 
frustration, anxiety and often anger 
by the erratic behavior of a prob­
lem drinker. 

One of the marked symptoms of 
early alcoholism is called "loss of 
control." The first effect of loss of 
control is a marked difference in 
everyday conduct. It is invariably 
accompanied by extravll!gant behav­
ior in money matters. While drink­
ing he will buy things for which he 
has no need, will pay too much for 
them, will tip extravagantly, pick 
up checks for food and drink with­
out reason, run up bills and act the 
"big shot" generally. He seems to 
feel he must impress people with 
his importance, particularly Wait­
ers, cab drivers-people he will 
never see again. He often uses 
money that properly should go for 
a winter coat for his wife or child­
ren. 

This erratic behavior is a definite 
symptom that the individual is ill 
but neither the culprit or the vic­
tims understand this. At this stage 
the sug.gestion he is ill meets a cool 
reception from the family. The 
drinker may sieze on. it as an ex­
cuse to cover his sub-conscious feel­
ing of guilt. 

While this well established symp­
tom is well understood by all re­
covered alcoholics (without excep­
tion they agree it was an early 
symptom in the progression of their 
illness and follows a set pattern), 
it seems impossible to people who 
drink normally. Most so-called 
drinkers look on this symptom of 
illness as a character defect and are 
unsympathetic. 

Those people who are directly 
affected by the problem drinker's 
conduct are anxious to help him. 
Unfortunately, all of his associates 
are conscious of the problem long 
before the drinker realizes a prob­
lem exists. 

A major objective of the Ken­
tucky Commission ·on Alcoholism is 
to convince the problem drinker he 
is suffering from lm illness which 
can be arrested.

Are Big Business 
In Commonwealth 

Frankfort, Nov. 2 (Spl.) - More 
than one-third of all the manufac­
turing establishments in Kentucky 
make wood products. 

Forest based industries in Ken­
tucky number 1,000 and employ 
about 18,000 workers, which Is 
slightly more than 11 .percent of 
the State's industrial employment. 
These industries have a payroll of 
a·bout 37 million dollars and their 
products are valued at 163 million 
dollars a year. 

Gene Butcher, director, State Di­
vision of Forestry, says these fig­
ures give a good indication of what 
forestry means to the economy of 
K e n t u c k y. "Every Kentuckian, 
whether he lives in an urban or 
rural area, has an interest in the 
Kentucky forest lands," he said. 

"The top forestry problem in 
Kentueky is forest fire. Lightning 
started only one of the 1,346 Jires 
reported in 1958. The remainder 
were man-caused and therefore 
preventable," according to Butcher. 

Prevention of forest fires is of 
paramount importance to every 
Kentuckian, Butcher reasoned. This 
is the primary reason behind the 
Kentucky Forest Fire Prevention 
Conference which will meet Dec. 1 
and 2 in Lexington, he added. 

Persons from all phases of life 
are being invited and urged to at­
tend the conference meeting, T. 0. 
Helm, Louisville, chairman of the 
conference said. "Our intention is 
to make every one of our fellow cit­
izens aware of his personal loss 
through forest fires. 

"That loss may not directly be a 
dollar and cents one but indirectly 
it will be. For example, a forest fire 
which burns any woodland area in 
Kentucky does more than destroy 
trees. It also kills fish and wildlife, 
reduces soil fertility, destroys the 
water holding ability of the water­
shed and mars the scenic beauty of 
the land for approximately five 
years," he said.

cases of rabies in humans have 
been reported since 1953, according 
to t11e Kentucky Department of 
Health. 

The agency says rabies has been 
steadily declining in animals, main­
ly because of vaccination of' dogs 
and eradication of foxes. Positive 
case.s of anim~tl rabies identified by 
the department totaled 155 for the 
first seven months of this year, tb~ 
agency reports. 

It adds that during the same 
period last year 355 cases were re­
ported.. 

A decrease in rabid foxes found-
29 for this year compared with 109 
last year-accounts in part for a 
decrease in rabid cattle, the depart­
ment says. 

The agency war!l$ that since un­
treated rabies Is always fatal, it is 
necessary for a rabid animal to be 
positively identified in order that 
a bitten person may begin immed­
iate treatment.

FHA To Finance 
Building, Repair 
Of Farm Houses 

The construction and repair of 
farm houses and other farm 
buildings may be financed by 
Farmers Home Administration, 
W. S. Atkinson, iJr. , the agency's 
loaal county supervisor said this 
week. 

Mr. Atkinson said that the same 
type of farm housing loans and 
for the same purposes are avail­
able as were during the 1958 fis­
cal year when Kentucky farm 
owners borrowed $1,454,590 for 
the construction and repair of 
farm houses and other farm 
buildings or to provide plumbing 
and water supplies for the home­
stead or houS€hold use. 

The appropriations for Ken­
tucky during the 1959 fiscal year, 
which ends June 30, 1960, are 
$800,000, which indicates that 
there may be a shortage of funds 
for farm housing loans at the end 
of the fiscal year. For this reason, 
eligible farm owners needing the 
services of this agency should 
make application now. 

'l'he interest rate for farm 
housing loans is four percent and 
may be repaid v.fthin. the shortest 
time consistent with their re­
payment abilities but may ibe 
scheduled up to a period of 33 
years. Each loan is secured by 
either a first or second real estate 
mortgage. Farmers Home Ad­
mil"j.istration loans are provided 
only when a bank or other lender 

I cannot adequately serve the farm 
owners credit needs. At the pre­
sent time the agency does not 
compete with conventional or co­
operative lenders but does sup­
plement the credit sernces sup­
plied by other sources. 

A borrower must be an Ameri­
can citizen and any farm involved 
must be large enough to be re­
cognized as a farm and must pro­
duce 1a substantial portion of 
their income. 

P ersons interested in the Farm 
Housing Loan should contact th 
Farmers Home Administration 
located in the Hager Building at 
Paintsville, Kentucky.

Clarke was captured in March, 

1865, in Meade county. He was 
tried, found guilty and hanged in 
Louisville on Broadway near 18th 
street. 

Simon Girty, the white rene­
gade, was responsible for much 
of the bloody Indian warfare in 
Kentuck:y between 1780 and 1791. 
He was born in Pennsylvania and 
became an Indian interpreter in 
the Virginia Militia before desert­
ing to the British. 

As a British agent, he planned 
and led numerous Indian r aids on 
K entucky settlements, perhaps 
the best known being against 
Bryan's Station in August, 1782. 
With 400 Indians and British 
Girty lead a siege t o the stockade: 
Unable to dent t he defense, the 
Indians withdrew after two days. 

Girty masterminded the am-
bush into which the pioneers were
