BOARD LOSES 
T'HREE SUITS, 
WINS IN TWO 
Superintendent's Pay 
Upheld; Frazier Wins 
In Salary Cut Action 
Five suits involving; the !<'loyd 

County Board of Education have 
been hea,rd and decided within the 
week by Circui-t Judge Edward P. 
Hill, the last two decisions being 
made Wednesday morning. The 
sccre was 3 to 2 against the Boai'd. 

The S'l.lit filed by Mitchell Dotson 
at-tacking the $10,200-a-yea,r salary 
voted Supt. V. 0. Turner as of July 
1, 1956 .a nd seeking to recover $7,500 
as having been paid in excess of 
the $7,200 yearly salary limit pro­
vided by the state con•titution, was 
dismissed. 

Until the recent Court of Appeals 
decision County Superintendents 
wea·e pE-rmitted salaries as high as 
$12,000 a year, being classed as 
sta.te officials. The high court re­
cently adhered strictly to the $7,200-
a-year limit but the mandate will 
not be effective .till next ye&r.

cannot plead their cause. A full 
time worker for that end is need­
ed, he said, which means salarY, 
intensive travel, other expenses. 

During the session, a panel dis­
cussion was held between J. W. 
Castlen, president of KARC, and 
six members of the Citizens' Com­
mission on Needs of the Mentally 
Retarded in Kentucky. Dr. Lyons, 
of the Kentucky Training Home, 
told the audience that the Train­
ing Home was attempting to help 
1,300 retarded children in a home 
geared for 800. During the discus­
sion of the needs of such children, 
it was decided that the opening 
of a Sheltered Workshop Program 
was most urgent. Here the edu­
cable retarded children could find 
a place to make a partial living, 
some a total living IBnd, at the 
same time, bring in business to 
the neighborhood in which the 
workshop was located. Next in 
line was the expansion and im­
provement of the Training Home, 
and to erect such place in East­
ern Kentucky.

AppaTently the only .remedial ac­
tion the 1960 Legislature can take 
is to propose an amendment to Sec­
tion 246 of tihe Constitution, either 
mising or 1-epealing the limits of 
$7,200 on local officers and employ­
ees, $8,400 on circuit judges and 
$12,000 on state officers and em­
ployees. 

Ev·en so .the proposal could not 
come to a vote of the people befo[·e 
Nov., 1961. If the p110posal were 
adopted, it could not be put into 
law until the 1962 Legislruture meets. 

This 1·oute of 1·elief, however, still 
h:olcls the potential of 18 to 20 
months . when scores of positions 
now paying from $12,000 to $20,000 
a year could not offer more than 
$7,200 in most cases and $12,000 in 
the remainder. 

An aura of grave crisis has per­
meated the situation since June 19. 
Da·. Russell Teague, State commis­
&io~1er of health, .has said he stands 
to lose •all his staff of 30 local health 
directors under a. limit of $7,200. 
Dr. Frank G. Dickey, president of 
the University of Kentucky, bas 
warned that rthe limit of $12 ,000 
means serious retrogression to the 
institution. 

Dr. Robert R . Martin, superin­
tendent of public insb'uction, has 
called the $7,200 limit the most 
serious blow in ·the history of public 
education. Grave alarm has been 
expressed also, by the Kentucky 
Municipal League, vall'i<>us chambers 
of commerce, and the like. 

Employees under contract with 
public authority at more than the 
limits may continue to draw the 
':ligher salaries until expiration of 
'.hei·r contl'acts. That ruling has 
'Uade in the June 19 decision. 

But the court specified that such 
:1. contract must have been made 
::>rior to June 19 for a specified term 
of years at a specified salaq and 
'lot subject to termination by the 
~mployer. 

The litigation has been based up­
:m the word "employee" in Section 
246 of the Com;titution, which im­
'Xlses salary limits on "public of­
ricers and employees," exceptins 
only the governor an the mayor of 
Louisville. 

The old salary limit of $5,000 a 
year-wb..ich had prevailed since the 
Constitution wa.s written in 1809-91 
-was a·epealed by vote of the people 
in 1949, and .the present limits sub­
stituted. Before repeal, Section 246 
did not contain .the ward employee, 

The new amendment passed the 
Senate in 1948 without reference to 
employees. But the House added 
the v-ord, and .the Senate dater 
concurred. 

The late A. E. Funk, then at­
torney general, framed the question 
:that went on the 1949 ballot. In t11.e 
lawsuit to test the validity of the 
question before it was voted on, the 
Court of Appeals held that the 
wo11d "employee" had no signifi­
cance. Hence the wm·d was left out 
of the question the people ratified 
at tlhe polls. 

But when Seotion 246, as amended, 
was written back into ·bhe Consti tu­
tion, ·tilie •authors followed the text 
3JS passed by the 1943 Leg'is1a•ture 
ra•the1· •than ·the actual question that 
en the ballot. 'I1lms the wo:rxt "em­
ployee" found its way into the sec­
tion. 

lt was under the "no-'Significance" 
ruling <>f the high court in 1S49 <that 
the practice became widespread of 
.hiring· technical ·and professional 
workers at m01•e than the limits 
observed for public officials. But 
bhe "no-significance" opinion is the 
one ~'eversed June 19, and, in effect, 
this reversal was reaffirmed with 
finality in Friday's action.

our State parks have become such 
:m imJ:ortant part of Kentucky •and 
its government13-l service tha~t at 
fir&t glance it is surprising to see 
that the Kentucky Parks CommLs­
sicn has rtecided to ask the 1960 
legjslatme for only · $2,697,500 for 
paTks improvements. Compared to 
the state's investment in existing 
facilit ies and the obvious needs of 
the parks for more f·acilities •and 
improvements, this seems an un­
usually small request. 

Before we throw our taxpayer's 
hat in the air, howeve1·, or assume 
t!1at the job of park-improvement 
is practically done, there are sev­
e! a! aspects of the committee's re­
quest that should be considered. 
For one thing, it covers improve­
ments for cnly six parks. Further­
more, it covers only those capital 
imp!·ovements for which direct state 
cash outlay is required. A far gr-eat­
er amount than this will be needed 
for revenue-producing facilities 

1 within the parks, , such as housing 
and food and .recreational facili­
ti es. 

And there will be some question 
whether some of the improvements 
recommended by the Parks Commis­
~ion should be financed by direct 
grants or through ['evenue bonds. 
It has become the policy of state 
government in Frankfort, through 
practice rather than legal recogni­
tion, to build revenue-producing 
facilities with revenue bonds, and 
to use direct grants of fu nds to fi­
nance only those physical improve­
ments that do not in themselves 

· yield income but att1·act visitors to 
the revenue-producing facilities. 

The state has already issued about 
$2,00(},000 in revenue bonds for the 
con~truction of housing and res­
taurants in state parkiS, and it is 
believed tha•t the Combs Adminis­
tration, in keeping with the Combs 
promise to expand. th e park sy&tem, 
will favor a much larger issue for 
further expanston of revenue-pro­
ducing facili·ties within the parks, 
including recreational facilities for 
which fees are charged. Governor­
elect Combs has also pledged to im­
prove the physical attractions of 
the state parks in order to attract 
mol'e tourists -and vacationers to the 
expanded revenue-producing facil­
ities. 

But before more ·bonds are i~sued 
or appropriations made, the state 
needs a clea1-er definition of physi­
cal impl'OVements, to be directly fi ­
nanced, and revenue-producing con­
struction, to be financed by bonds. 
The proposed lake at P ine Mountain 
State Park is obviously a physical 
improvement, since it will by itself 
produce no 1revenue. Air-condition­
ing the Pine Mountain Park lodge, 
however, like the building of the 
cottages and l'C:Stam·ant at Greenbo 
Park, would seem to fall within the 
ca;tegory of projects to be financed 
by revenue bonds ra;ther than di­
rect state grants. 

By this, we do not mean to imply 
that these or other improvements to 
revenue-producing faci li ties are not

Before the state undertakes any 
considerable expansion of h ousing 
and restaurant facilities within the 
pa,rks, it ~hould also define more 
clearly its policy of non-competi­
tion with private enterpris-e in the 
matter of housing and food and rec­
reational facilities.

SPORTS AFIELD 
By TED KESTING 

Considering the great amount of 
monofilament now used in fishing, 
it's not an exag·geration to say 
that the first and most important 
thing most anglers should learn is 
the correct knots for this mate1ial, 
and how to tie them exactly right, 
states J ason Lucas, Angling Editor 
of Sports Afield Magazine. 

It should be understood that all 
knots ordinarily used with other 
materials are completely useless 
with monofilament. They'd break 
under slight strain but for one 
thing-they slip or come loose be­
fore reaching even that low break­
ill€ point. 

However, a very limited, but suf­
ficient, number of knots ·are com­
pletely safe from slipping with mon­
ofilament, and some of them h ave 
strength at least very closely ap­
proaching that of an unknot t ed 
strand. Among the best and m ost. 
useful of these are the barrel knot 
(sometimes called blood knot), used 
for joining two strands, and th e 
clinch knot, which is used for at­
taching a strand to a lure or hook. 
The clinch is but half a barrel knot. 

For maximum strength you 
should m ake your barrel knot (or 
clinch, otherwise half-barrel knot) 
with f ive tmns. 

Remember th at, regardless of th e 
number of tmns, this knot will 
never be safe unless you draw it up 
very slowly a nd steadily to what 
you judge to be a high proportion 
of its breaking strain. 

A fly r od bass leader is usually 
level, and considerably stronger 
than is necessary to land the bass 
because a very light leader wou ld 
n ot t urn over properly to drop your 
bass bug as it should. Therefore a 
th r ee-turn clinch is best for it , sim­
ply because it can be flicked loose 
so easily in changing bugs or 
streamers.

Last Thursday morning these 
youths from 27 states had breakfast 
at the Waldorf-Astoria in New York 
City as guests of Gt·ocery Mllinu­
facturers of America Inc. GMA has 
sponsored this "Welcome Home" 
breakfast for a returning group of 
"grassroots ambassadors" during its 
annual meeting for 12 consecutive 
years-every year since the start of 
the IF·YE project in 1948. 

Paul S. Willis president of GMA 
said in his welcoming remarks that 
"we are proud of you young people 
for the time, intelligence and energy 
you have used in trying to bring 
about a better understanding be­
tween our people and people of 
foreign lands.

Historical 
Society Has 
Burr Pistol 

The pistol used by Aaron Burr in 
his duel with Alexander Hamilton is 
on display at the Old State Capitol 
at Frankfort. 

The weapon, a converted percus­
sion lock with 11-inch barrel!, is in 
good firing condition. It fires a two­
ounce ball through a small bor~, 

After the duel, Burr's second 
marked the pistols used and gave 
botli to the famous Col. James 
Bowie. Bowie canied them as per­
sonal weapons in his belt. While 
swimming in a Louisiana bayou, he 
lost the gun Hamilton used. 

Later· Bowie gave the Burr pistol 
to Dr. Can, superintendent of the 
U. s. Arsenal at Baltimore who 
passed it on to Thomas F : M~rshall 
of Kentucky. It next went to Mar­
shall's brother, Edward. From him, 
the pistol descended to 'his son, 
Louis Marshall, a Versailles, Ky., 
banker. 

When this Marshall died, his 
wife inherited the weapon and in 
'1927 presented it to the Kentucky 
Historical Society, which had head­
quarters in the Old State House. 

THE GABRIEL HORN 

Just a few weeks ago there died 
in Bucks county, Pennsylvania, an 
author who had made a great stir 
with his first novel, THE GABRIEL 
HORN, and had just jublished his 
second DAN'L BOONE KISSED 
ME. This author, a product of my 
home county and from an adjoining· 
neighborhood, Felix Holt, has man­
aged to get a great deal of pioneer 
history and folk flavor into his 
first novel, which, by the way, has 
for its setting my own Fidelity, 
which he calls Humility. If you have 
not read this ~mall novel, you owe 
yourself a treat. In a time when 
novels too often parade crankiness, 
this one is wholesome, full of ob­
jective reality, and in the main 
true to the time indicated. The 
story is told by Little Eli, a ten­
year-old boy, who comes to the 
Jackson Purchase with his father, 
a •hunter from Eastern Kentucky. 
The book gets its title from the 
large, picturesque horn that Big 
Eli the father always carries. It is 

' ' such a big horn that it requires a 
real man to blow it; only in the end 
of the story does Little Eli get a 
chance to test his strength by blow­
ing it. That he succeeds convinces 
him that he is now a man, even 
though he is only ten years old. 

Mr. Holt has the events of the 
novel take place in the early 1820's, 
soon after Calloway County (then 
embracing· that later became both 
Calloway and Marshall counties) 
had been cut off from the whole 
Purchase area, which originally bore 
the name of Hickman county. 'set­

Famed Sculptor~s 
Work Displayed 
In Old Capitol 

The Kentucky Historical Society 
has on display in the Old Capitol 
the best Joel T. Hart collection in 
the world. Kart was Kentucky's out­
standing sculptor. 

Shortly after his birth in 1810 
near Winchester, his father, a large 
landowner, met financial reverse. As 
a consequence, young Hrut, forced 
to earn his living, had only a few 
months of formal education. 

He worked as a stone mason. 
helping build stone walls and chim­
neys. At 21, he went to work at 
Pruden's Marble Yard in Lexington 
and began a life-long study of 
sculptm·e. 

By 1849 he had learned the art 
well enough to establish a studio in 
Florence, Italy, near the old masters. 
There he completed his masterpiece, 
"Woman Triumphant," a life-size 
female 1mde, based on composite 
features of 150 models sitting over 
a period of 25 years. This work was 
destroyed by fire. 

Hart never married. It is related 
that he fell in love with Mary 
Smithers of Lexington when he was 
a common laborer. Perhaps he never I 
was financially able to ask for her , 
hand m· maybe she was in love with j 
someone else-she kept the secret 
closely guarded. Among her inti­
mate effects was a poem by Halt, 
"To Mary on Parting." 

Hart died at Florence in 1877 and 
was buried there neru· his friend. 
English poetess, Elizabeth Barrett ' 
Browning. 

crop, and the Tennessee River is a 
great shipping lane. At the end of 
the stary the first steamboat comes 
up the river, to dispute with the 
mfts and broadhorns the commerce

Big Eli's brother, unlike Big and 
Little Eli, is taking advantage of 
the time and is making himself a 
fortune by buying and shipping to­
bacco. Big Eli works at the tobacco 
factory a while, but finds a steady 
job and dress-up clothes pretty un­
satisfying. He steals away occasion­
ally with the Morgan boys and en­
joys hearing Faro, his dog, chase 
foxes in the hills down neru· the 
river. Some of the best pictures in 
the novel concern the rabble that 
gather around the rude tobacco 
factory: farmers with their loads 
of tobacco, gamblers, moonshiners, 
professional bad men, and fighters. 
These same traditions were still 
alive when I knew Fidelity, two gen­
erations later. And the largest 
buildings in the village when I 
could first remember, were two that 
had been used as tobacco factories 
and were occasionally so used in my 
time. The rather rough group of 
men who came to sell their tobacco 
had softened somewhat before my 
time, but aur loafers' j'int was the 
lineal descendant of Mr. Holt's 
ramble at Uncle Zack's factory. 

The romance of the story centers 
in Hannah, a bound g-irl, who es­
capes from her master at Cadiz and 
enters the Pw·chase with Big and 
Little Eli. When Big Eli offers to 
marry her to save her from her 
cruel master, she escapes. Driven 
desperate by hunger, she allows 
herself to be taken in by a villain, 
a moonshiner, who pretends that he 
has married her legally. Naturally, 
the struggle between this villain, 
Stan Bodine, and Big Eli forms the 
liveliest pa1·t of the narrative. Ul­
timately, just as Big Eli is about to 
give up his life as a hunter, give 
away his dog, and have Little Eli 
bury the Gabriel Hom, Little Eli 
blows the horn, refuses to bury it, 
and hopes to be a stowaway on the 
steamboat with a party bound for 
Texas. Before the boat can get away 
after blowing out a valve, Big Eli 
joins the party, as does the ex­
bound girl, Hannah; Big Eli as­
sumes the leadership of the Texas­
bound emigrants and is going to 
marry Hannah at the next landing 
down the river. Like Dan'! Boone, 
Big Eli is fleeing the comforts of 
civilization before they enter into 
his soul and destroy the love he has 
for Faro and the Gabriel Horn. 
Read the book; you'll enjoy it.

The Burr-Hamilton duel occurred 

at Weehawken, N. J., July 11', 1804. 
It followed a bitter contest for 
governor of New York between the 
two who had been political enemies 
for '15 years.
