SHARE BLAME 
SPEAKER SAYS 
Lecturer Says IQ Level 
Rose Between Two Wars; 
Special Schools Opposed 
Dr. Arthur Combs, University 

of Florida educator and former 
clinical psychologist, in one of 
his four speeches to the teachers 
here last week, threw several 
challenging facts at those who 
criticise the modern public 
schools. 

"Critics say schools are not as 
good as they :were a few years 
back. However, surveys show 
that the Intelligence Quotient of 
the average child in the United 
States went up eight points be­
tween World War I and World 
War ll, all due to the public 
schools," he pointed out in a 
lecture Friday. 

Combs' lectures were deliver­
ed at the Fl ~d county teachers 
workshop, held Thursday and 
Friday at the grade scoool build­
ing. It was his second year to 
work with Floyd county teachers. 
He was consultant to the 15 
groups into which the conference 
was divided. Theme of the meet­
ing was testing and guidance. 

"Much criticism leveled at the 
public schools should be shared 
by the home and churches," 
Combs said. He went on to say 
that teachers should decide what 
is important and stick to it. They 
should decide what they believe 
and what they think. This con­
stitutes a teacher's philosophy, 
an analysis of ;which is impor­
tant from time to time. 

Combs opposes special schools 
for the gifted. "The gifted should 
learn to face life with the aver­
age, below average and above 
average," he said. "Giftedness for 
one child in one field may not 
mean giftedness in all fields." 

He added that the needs of 
the gifted can be cared for in 
the regular public schools by ex­
tra assigrunents and special class­
es.

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RECORD COAL 
USE FORECAST 
Former Floyd Countian 
Heads Group in Study; 
Power Plant Use Seen 

The National Coal Association 
predicted Monday that electric util­
ities will consume a rrecord-brea'king 
total of 190 million tons of bitum­
inous cca11 in 1960 . . 

This prediction was based on a 
ca·reful study of 1960 coal prospects 
made by the NOA forecast commit­
tee headed by Russell Hal,man, na­
tive Floyd man who tis now vice- · 
president of Brincess Coals, Inc., 
Hun~ington, W. Va. 

The Coal Associrution said national 
production of bituminous coal is ex­
pected to tota~ 436 million tons in 
1960, compared: with e.n estimated 
405 million tons produced this ·year. 
The prolonged steel strike adversely 
affeoted coal production in 1959. 

Electric JUtiHty consumption of 
co::l'l is e~pected to jump 20 million 
tons ne~t year over rthe estimated 
170 mil!rion tons consumed t!his year. 
Elecbric power generation, vmich 
has been doubling eacih decade, is 
estimated -at 760 billion kilowatt 
hours in 1960, compared with 700 
billion kvl.h in 1959. Coal is the na­
tdon's leading source of electric 
power generation, producing more 
elecbric~by t·h<an all other fuels and 
water pmver cc-onbi:ned.-

The C'Qal Association allso forecast 
a big increase in tlhe use of coal by 
the steel industry in 1960. The 
strike~plagued steel mills consumed 
on.J.y 82 million tons of coo.l in the 
current yeaT, but are expected to 
use 103 million tons next year. 

Otlher industrial and commercial 
plants a~·e expected to bwn ap­
proximate'ly 88 tmi.llion tons of bi­
bumlnaus coal in 1960, compa~·ed 

with 90 million tons .tll1'ey consumed 
in 1959. 

NCA predicted a decline in Ol'er­
seas Shipments of bituminous cw.l 
next yerur. overseas shipments are 
expected to total 20 million tons in 
1960, compa~·edi with 24 million this 
year. Rebail sales a<re expected to 
decline from 26 million tons in 1959 
to 23 mill!Qll in 1960, and exports to 
Canada t.o decline from 13 million 
tons this year to 12 million in 1960.

IN STATE HIT 
BY GOVERNOR 

Combs Holds Contracts 
Detrimental To Public; 
Stumbo, Terry Affected 

J 

Four :tong-term contracts made 
by the Division of Parks late in 
the Chandler administration with 
boat-dock operators, including 
two on Dewey Lake, :were cancel· 
led Tuesday rby Governor Combs. 

The contracts, all made with 
friends of the Chandler adminis· 
stration, were for 12 years except 
in the case of one Floyd dock­
owner whose contract is for 10 
yea,rs. 

Governor Combs explained 
that his action was based on his 
belief that the contracts were 
detrimental to the public welfare.. 

Cancelled were the leases of: 
Stumbo Coal & Realty Com· 

pany, to operate the formerly 
state-owned dock near Lancer 
from Sept. 15, 1959 to the same 
date in 1971. 

Hense F. Terry, of iMartin, to 
operate a dock on Dewey Lake 
from July 1, 1959 to the same 
date in 1969. 

Boat docks are in the Jenny 
Wiley State Park . Terry operated 
his dock during the past fishing 
season at German, in the upper 
section of the lake, but recently 
moved it to Hager Gap, approxi· 
mately a mile above the dam. 

Also cancelled were the leases 
of J. w. Wilham & Company, 
Danville, to operate a dock 
Lake from Nov. 
1959 till the sru:i\e.-"iillel'iill 
and Lake CumberlWld 
Jamestown, Ky., to operate a 
Lake Cumberland dock from Nov. 
17, 1959 till 1971. 

Most of the contracts provided 
that ·lessees pay the state 12 per 
cent of their gross income, except 
that payment on food and grocer· 
ies was to be 4 per cent and on 
~asoline 1% cents per gallon. The 
lessee also was to pay the state 
$25 a month for lights and water. 

Terms of the Terry contract 
cal-led for a straight 12 per cent 
on income from all sources. 

"I don't think it is in the public 
interest to run government by 
contract," Governor Combs said. 
"I consider it against the public 
welfare for one Administration 
to make contracts that extend 
years into the future.'' 

And then, smiling, he added: 
"As we lawyers say, it violates 

the rule against perpetuity."

AVOID FIRE . 

Don't let fire ruin your Chl'istmas! 
No ma:tter how pretty your Ohrist­
rnas tree looks, it can wrn into a 
fire h'<l~ar.d unless you 11,re ca'reful. 
USDA forestel'IS say the best way .to 
fireproof a .tree is to use a fresh 
tree and then give it enoogUJ. water 
to keep it fresh. 

Out your •tree .or buy a freshly-CtUt 
tree just a. few day.s before Chl·ist­
mas. If buying a tree, 1test it for 
freshness. If the tree is fresh, the 
needles will feel moist wihen you run 
your !hand over the branches. If 
the needles fall off when you shake 
the ,tJ:.ee, it is -already dry ::md prob­
abLy no longer ruble to a.bsorb water. 
Select ,a .g•reen tree; if the needles 
are 'tlE'ning; •brown, the tree prob­
ably has dried out. 

Cut off the 'butt end about an inch 
slantwise to open pores and stand 
the base in a contaill1er of water. 
Keep bhe tree cool and away from 
.sun n,nd wind until you bring it in­
doors :!;or trimming. 

Leave the tree base in wn.ter and 
keep the qevel of water above the 
cut during the entire time the tree 
take up -a qua1·t of water th:! first 
daiY it is set up in .a warm u·oom. Af­
ter that, the 'tree may -use as much 
as a cup of water every 24 hours. 
Keep the tree away from the fire­
place, powerful lights, ·television set, 
radiators, and other sources of heat. 

Before Christmas check tree light­
ing for f11ayed cord ·and damaged 
sockets; use only those that have 
wiring in goc.ct ccnditic:l. Always 
turn off the tree light& at bedtime 
or when leaving the hous&."'Use only 
vhose decorrutions that will not burn. 
Don't overload ab:cuits with extra 
Ugihts, electrioal toys and appliances. 

Don't a•llow package wrappi'Ilgs to 
pile up, especially around the tree, 
after gifts have bee'Il unwrapped. 
Use special care wi'th cigarettes 
around all flammable materials. 
Keep lig1hted candles away from 
clothing, curtains and greenery .

We have 1·ecently been hearing a 
gu:ea~t de3J. about ultraliglhlt spinning 
tackle, wthioh 'generally means tackle 
with a line of two pounds test or 
even less. 

Now, if you don't duck quickl\jl'­
or if you're not too experienced affiJ 

angler--you maty find yoU1·self 
bU\Ying an ultralight spinning ~·od 

pe11hap;s only four feet long, to use 
with light line an:d lmes. What are 
i-ts merits? ]t has only one-you can 
brag to another ang1er "My rod is 
lighter ilhan yours!" It is a very in­
efficient fishing ilmplement 

To cast a l-easonable distance, a 
light lure must be given more init­
ial velocity than a hea-vy one, wlhich 
has more we~ght •to maintain its 
speed. And there's only one practi­
cal way 1Jo get this ihdgher veloci·tY­
make the rod lunger, so that swq­
ing rtJhe butt at a certain speed will 
make its tip move mudh faster than 
that of the short one. 

Does suoh a rod affm•d m.are 
sp01•t in playing a fiSh~is it more 
aportsma'lllike? It has always been 
admitted that a long casting 1·od 
aff01·ds muoh more &POrt with a fish 
than a short one. Playing a. fish, 
especially a smaller one, on such 
a short ll'Od is quite poor SPOl't and 
not very enjoyable. It simply lacks 
tJhe life 'and feel of a longer rod, 
says Jason Lucas, Angling Editor of 
SpOl'ts Afield Ma~gazine. 

Wlhat is considered the minimum 
length advisable for ultralight spin­
ning? For best results a 61h foot a·od 
is good and a. 7 foot rod is even 
bebter. some anglers, especiaJily in 
Colorado, g;o as far as buying fly­
rod blallllks of 8 feet or over, mount­
ing them wibh spinning fittings to 
use with extremely lig'hlt l!ures for 
trout fi~>hing in st1-eams. 

Al-e ultral.lig,bt spinning.: reels as in­
feiior as ultt·allght, vltrashovt spin­
ning rods? No. 'I1he ligihest spinndn,-g 
reel made in this country, weig'hing 
only about. six ounces, is fuoroughly 
p1actical not only for ulbl'll>light 
fishing but fm· use wHJh ilines up to 
at least six pounds 'test, or even 
eigiht pounds in rbhe newer, sof>ter 
lines. In other words, it's entilrely 
pmctica.'l for a great ~~IW.jority of the 
fresh-walter fishing done in this 
cormtry-in fact, it is a 1good lii>tle 
J'eel for wihat one :rrri:glht call all­
round fishing. 

So what do Y'OU need to take up 
ultralight spilmtng? If you already 
ib.ave a spinning ;vod of seven feet 
(6~:\ would do) listed as light, and 
an open reel of a11y reasonably good 
·type, all YQU need is atn extra spool 
with 2 pound line on it, and some 
lures of ~$ ounce or under. Later, 
you llil a'Y want to try 1 pound line. 

A.fiter a:ll, it's easy to be p1·epared 
for both types of spinning.

Fr:mkfort, Dec. 14 (Spl.l - Many 
widows and children of deceased 
World War II and Korean conflict 
veterans will become eligible for 
pensions July 1, under a new law, 
the Kentucky Disabled Ex-Service 
Men's Board announces. 

If income and russets are wi•thin 
limits and if the veteran hi:J.d the 
r equit·2 d s ervioe, rthey are probably 
entitled to the pensions, the b-oard 
adds. It explains: 

&u.cth widov,os and dhildren who 
ar e not now receiving pensions m11y 
apply now. Although th e elaim will 
be disallowed under present law, it 
will be developed by the Veterans 
AdiministiTa.tion now and wiJil thus 
a llow quicker 3JWI3Jl'd action when the 
Jaw becomes effective. 

The new 1aw may also entitle cer­
ta in other widows and children who 
are net n ow entitled becau se of ex­
cessive income. The income limit 
will be mised •to $1,800 per year from 
the former limit of $1,400.
