POLIO VACCINE 
BILL REVIVED 
Compulsory Inoculation 
For Cl ildren Proposed 
Before School Start 
Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 27 - The 

Senate Wednesday revived a bill 
requiring children to be inoculated 
fer polio as a condition to entermg 
public or private sdhooL 

The measure, Senate Bill 24, had 
been reported unfa'VOrablely by the I 
Committee on Public Health . But 
the Senate voted to recommit it for 
furtlher study, 21 to 9. This was one 
more than the constitutional ma­
jority of !lQ required to oven-ide a 
committee ~-eport. 

The move to revive the bill was 
led by Senator James R. Hamilton, 
Georgetown, its sponsor. He first 
tried to muster enoug·h support to 
start the bill toward passage, de­
spite the adverse report. 

But Senator Gates F. Young, 
Louisville, a member of tlbe com­
mittee, intervened with a move to 
send the bill back to committee. 
T.his plan ;prevailed in the end. 

The short flurry over this hill 
was 1lhe only floor action in a brief 
session. Senator James C. Ware, 
Covington, majority floor leader, 
postponed action on the five bills 
in position for passage. 

Senator E. W. Richmond, Owens­
boro, vice-chairman of the Com­
mittee on Public Health, said the 
lll was unanimously d.i&1pproved 

fer two major reasons, both of 
which developed at a hearing on it. 

First, he said, compulsory inocu­
lation was opposed as a matter of 
religious principle <bY Christian 
Scientists. 

Second, he went on, A. P. Mark­
endorf, St. MattJhews, a member of 
the State Board of Health, testi 
ficd that an oral vaccine due on 
the market next summer probably 
will rna,ke obsolete the injec·tion of 
serum. 

But Senator Ham-ilton charged 
fuat the committee acted with ou' 
hearing ohim or his side of the 
tcry. He was not asked to appear, 

Senator Hamilton went 011, anc' 
the bill wa.s reported disapproved a 
day he V/l:lS absent. 

Both Senator Richmond anc'

The under­
ground root of the trees were curly 
and bl'OUght a larger price than the 
logs. 

"I bought all the walnut trees I 
could from several landowners and 
hired a few men bo help me. We 
especially wanted the lal'ge C\lrly 
roots. We would dig amund the 
base of the tree until we had ex­
posed the large "stay" root and 
leave it stand. In a day or two the 
wind would have so weakened the 
tree a·oot system that it would fall 
itself . This way we saved consider·­
able expense in wages. We would 
return to the tree in two 'Ol' three 
days ~nd it would be on the ground 
ready for the saw. 

"My chief helper was Uncle Jim, 
an old logger Who knew trees and 
the techniques of bringing the 
fragile timber to the ground in such 
a way as to avoid breakage or split­
ting. We used to put axes across 
our shoulders and climb a hill 
looking for trees. We found the 
best ones in dark coves where the 
earth was rioh with organic mat­
ter. 

"One day we started walking 'up 
a long p.oi::lt on the ~ower end of the 
home farm and stop;ped in an open 
place. Overhead the sun shone 
brightly ~md penetrated between 
the sparse branohes of trees. We sa.t 
c.town and rested from the climb. 

"Suddenly, I saw a small triang 
ular stone in the earbh abou 
six feet below the t):ee and examin 
ing it I found an X carved on it. 

" "I1his tree doesn't bel<Jng to us 
I said. 'It is six feet over on th( 
a,d.joining farm and you know 1 
can't lb<uy •their timber.' 

"Swallowing our disappointmen 
W1e went on our way but for a Ion 
time talked about the giant w:~lnu 
tree.

Although there is no "pat" to appear in the stores right 
answer to this there are guides 
which help dn 'making wise selec­
tions. 

Price is of1ten a deciding factor, 
yet there is a difference between 
price and cost. Lower price per 
pound ma.y result in higher cost 
per serving. When ,the price of a 
f1resh vegeta;ble is out of line wit<h 
its intended use, the frozen or can­
ned form may be the best buy. 
Fresh foods are generally vf hitgh­
est quality and lowest price when 
in a·blundant supply; buying t.'IJ.em in 
season wm help the food budget. 

Quality has many 111atura.l sigms 
in :foods. Government grades a~·e 
one of the best guides, especia-lly in 
meruts. Labels are also important 
guides to quality. 

Nutrition should be kept in mind 
when shopping for rood. There aTe 
four kinds of food on wihkh to base 
daily diet: milk, meat, or alternate; 
vegetables and f.ruits, especially 
rioh in Vitamins A and C; and 
breads and cereals, whole grain or 
'l'estored. In !Planning menus and 
food 'buying, this recommendation 
can be useful. Shopping lists should 
be flexible enough to 1take adv·an­
tr.ge of specials which 1are good nu­
tri~ional substitutes for planned 
items. 

ConV1enience, such as using "heat 
and serve" foods, should be weigh­
ed carefui!y against cost, family 
preference and time available for 
preparation. Stm·ruge is another im­
portant factor, :for without pToper 
storage, a wise buy loses its value 
very quickly.

,tion while the Civil War was mg­
ling, and its position is still U!IJJUsual 
with regard to tl{e 1iorthcoming 
Civil war Centennial. ProgQ"ams 
are planned all over >the country fOT 
recalling tJhe events of 1001'-6·5. In 
the Deep Sou h, there may be am. 
opening up of old wounds in ,the 
marking of such episodes ~ts the 
S'iege of Vicksburg, the Ma,rch 
through Georgia, a~d ,the final mo­
ment of defeat a.t Appomattox. 
Some seotions of' the NoDth, on the 
other hand were so fail: ~removed 
physically f.~·om the ravages of the 
war that ,there wiU seem little re­
ality in ,the CerJJtennial progmms. 

Kentuoky was of, but not of­
ficially in, the war. Its people were 
torn between conflicting Joyatties. 
It was the scene of a number of 
military en~gements, from small, 
sharp cavah"y roids Ito pitched bat­
tles. But beyond •that, Kentucky 
was, during the whole period of 
tlhe conflict a sta,ge on whioh the 
s.tvuggle of 'mora.! forces was pub­
licl.y enacted. Such episodes can 
now be recalled without dredging 
up too muclh. ancient bi!t'terness. 

'IIhese are all reasons why Ken­
tucky should ,be in the forefront of 
states making plans for reoognLtion 
of the Centeml<ial. Hambleton Tapp 
of Lexington who is clmi=an of 
the KentucJt:Y Civil Warr Centennial 
Commission is urging Governor 
Combs to s~wort Sin a~pprop!iation 
of $30,000 for ·uhe work of the com­
mission dn the ne:x.t two years. His 
group h as interesting plans, from 
a ·re-enactment of ·the Battle of 
Pen"Y'Vf.lle t o ·the marking and im­
provement of many sites of historic 
value.

Deptllrbment records show that, 
in 1900, 33 f.ata>l aocidents oc;eurred 
w1th a production of 10,'798,384 tons 
of coal, or 324,063 tons per fatal 
accident. Tonna:ge in 1959 was 64,-
710,000, OT 1,505,000 tons per fatal 
ruccident. 

This is 1best record ever establ~­
ed in the 76-year !history of the de­
partmem, it reports. 

The ,a,geney said no fatal acci­
dents occurred in Kentucky clay 
mdnes last ,year, ,the fourth consecu­
tive year in which no mining deaths . 
oocUITed. The last fata4 accid~nt in 
clay mines occurred June 3, 1955, 
ana since then 4,341,000 tons of 
clay have been produced.

Mystery Clouds 
Several Details 
Of Ass ina tion 

After nearly 95 years, mystery 
still shrouds many of the details of 
the •tragic mtu,der of President 
Lincoln. 'Ihe February Readers Di­
gest explores the mystery in the 
"AbraJ\'lam Lincoln Murder Case," 
a lengthy condensation of a new 
Pa,entice-Hall book, "The Web of 
Oonspi·racy" by Theodore Roscoe of 
Al·lington, Virginia. 

Some of the questions rajsed on 
the basis of new evidence are these: 

Why did Secretary of War Edwin 
M. stanton after 1the shooting at 
Ford's Theater seal off all exits from 
Washington except two •leading in­
to lower Maryland? John Wilkes 
Booth the assassin , and a fellow ' conspirator escaped by one of these 
ro~tes. 

Why was Booth's diary, taken 
fronl !his body as he died-in Ros­
coe's belief a suicide-not intro­
duced at the trial of the conspira­
tors? Why were 18 pages missing 
ft'om this diary when it was found 
in 1867 in a War Depa,rtment file? 

Why was John Sunatt, son of 
Mary Surratt, the woman con­
spirator who was hanged, allowe~ 
to remain at Uberty so long after 
bei~gl tvaced to Canada, England, 
Italy a:nd finally Egypt? He was 
tried twice. Tlhe first jury> dead­
locked. The second trial was dis­
missed because the statute of limi­
tations had a'l.lll <mt. 

"One can only conclude" writes 
Roscoe "that the a~pprehension and ' trial of John Sw-rait were delib-
m>ately dela;yed." 

Before he died in 1926, the Di­
gest repoi'ts, Robert Todd Lincoln 
burned a collection of his fwthel''S 
private papem. A fil'iend visiting· 
him at the time remonstrated, and 
the Presiderit's son replied, accord­
ing 1to. the V'i5itor, that "1Jhe papers 
contained documentary evidence of 
the treason of a member of Lin­
coln's cabinet, and! ihe thought it 
best for all that such evidence be 
destroyed." 

Roscoe who was born in Roc:.'l-
' ester N. Y. is !both an official ihis-

toriail of the NaVIY Depar.tment and 
an author of mystery rtales. He is 
a memlber ,of ·the Civil War Round 
Table in Washington. His f~f•teen 
books include "Murder on the Way,'' 
"A Picture History of the U. S. 
Navy," and "U. s. Submaline Op­
erations in World Waor II."

O'Brien, a Westport, COilln., writ­
er, quotes Dr. Nathaniel Kleitanan, 
nat i o n ' s foremost authority on 
sleep: "If we do not get enough 
sleep, we cannot ·be fully •awake 
during the day." 'When not fully 
a"~ake, we are not in our ['ig1hrt; 
minds." 

Scientists at Walter Reed Army 
Institute of Research Was'hiDislton, 
D. 0., have determined that a brain 
deprived of sleep will make any 
sacrifice to get it. After a few 
hours' without sleep, the brain be­
gms to "steal'' fleetilng seconds of 
slumber. As sleepless ihours in­
crease, tJhe lapses become longer, 
pErhaps three or four seconds. In 
a speeding automobile or on a 
complex job suclh laJPses can spell 
disaster. 

Most common result of too little 
s.'eep is irritability. Fn:•ustration may 
be :l. major cause of this sna;ppish­
ness, acco11ding to Dr. E. J. Murl'ay, 
a Sy-racuse University psychologist. 
The need for s~eep is a drive, like 
hunger. Whe~ we go without it, 
frustration of the drive makes us 
ira•itable a-nd aggressive-just as 
hunger makes dieters ill-tempered. 

If you are a. chronic stay-up­
later, 'YCU'd better not rely on "one 
good night" to put you ba:ck in 
shape. Dr. and Mrs. Gra;ydon L. 
Free1;11an Northwestern University ' psyChologists, ttiound that at least 
two full nights aTe necessary to 
bounce back from one four-ihour 
nig,ht. Expet•iments UJt Yale Uni­
versity and the University of Utah 
Colle:•·e of Medicine confirm the 
importance of sleep in physical and 
mential well being. O'Brien's article 
is condensed from 1'1arm Journal. 

Federal Government 
, Collects Three Times 
~~·tate Government Cost 

Kentuckians c on t r i b u t e more 
than four Limes as much to the 
federal govrenment as they pay to 
finance their own state government, 
Associated Industries of Kentucky 
points out in a tax report mailed 
to its membet·s. 

The estdmated burden of federal 
spending ,programs for the next 
fiscal 'Year amounts to $869.9 mil­
lion for Kentucky- app~'Oximately 
$290 per person-while the state's 
revenue from its own •tax progntms 
amounted to slightly more tthan 
$205 million in the latest fiscal 
year. 

Kentucky's share of federal ex­
penditurPs for major national se­
curity items alone comes to $496 
million-about two a.nd one-half 
times •total tax collections by t:he 
state government in 1959. 

Kentucky's share of the interest 
payment on the national debt, now 
the second most expen ive item in 
the federal budget, comes to a 
whopping $104 mi~lion-about half 
che total tax take of the state gov­
ernment. 

Next in line is agriculture, in 
which Kentucky's pro-rat~ cost 
share amounts to . $61.3 million­
almost as mucJ:l as the combined 
yield of the Kentucky individual 
and COl'POJ·ate income taxes in 1958. 
Veterans affairs .takes almost this 
much-a,bout $59.6 million. 

Labor and w-eltlare account for 
another $49.8 million~about th1·ee 
tim€6 as much as Kentucky derives 
from its sta.te property taxes. 

Commerce and housing require 
:anotJher $29.5 million frOllll Ken­
tuckians; foreign affairs $24.4 mil­
lion; !gleneral •government $20.8 mJl.­
lion; natural resouroes $21.1 mil­
lion, and contingencies $2.2 million. 

Culleotively these items amount 
to more ~an Kentucky derived 
from all of its selected sales and 
gross rece1pts taxes last year.

For contrasts in scenery, vaca­
tioning motorists slhould follow the 
"Red River Trail," Ky. 15, through 
the rolling Bluegrass land and 
Cumberland Nationa~ Fm·est into 
the App-alachian Mountains, sug­
gests the Kentucky Department of 
Public Rela>t;iQns. 

Starting aJt Winchester, in the 
heart of lthe great Bluegrass mea­
dow, 1Jhe road veers southeast until 
it joins U.S. 119 in the mountains 
neal· Whitesburg. 'I1his 1·oute is re­
putOii to !have been "•tlw Trail of 
the Lone.some Pine" in tlw novel of 
that name by John Fox, Jr. 

At Winchester is the old mansion 
and the [gltave of James Clat·k, 
former Kentucky governor. Nearby 
is Providence Church, built in 1780, 
the oldest constibuted ohurcih in 
Kentuc~y. 

Many of tihe cannon bal'ls used in 
the War of 1812 were manufactured 
19 miles from Winchester at the 
once rprosperous Red River IQ·op 
Works at Clay City. The blast fur­
nace 1'\Ud forge ·al~o turned out 
plowshares, nails and stoves. 

Next on the troute is Stanton in 
the fertile plains of the Red River. 
From there, •the road winds through 
the scenic Red 1Rdver Valley to 
Slade 35 miles from Winchester. 

' Three miles ftrom Slade Olll Ky. 7'1 
is 1,13'7-acre Natural B1idge State 
Park which !has complete vacation 
facillties · including a lake for 
swimmin'g fishing and boa·ting. 
'Th·ails lead to a natural bridge of 
stone that commands a bl'oad ex­
nanse of scenery. 

A simiiar natural feature is Sky 
Bridge at nearby Pine Ridge in 
Cumberland Natinoal Fore&t. 

Winding through the mounbains, 
Ky. 15 passes Campton and Jack­
son along the Panhandle, a rock~ 
ridge on the north fork of the Ken­
tucky River. Towns with quaint 
names such as Quicksand, Lost 
Creek and Dwarf are along the 
route before it reaches the 123-
mile point at Haza'l'd. Here pic­
turesque mountain scenery is found 
along Troublesome Creek. The reg­
ion was the locale of the famous 
French-Eversole feud. 

Near Whitesburg, 157 miles, is 
Pine Mountain, from wlhich a gq·eat 
chain of mountains is visible.

up the chimney, 

To prevent suoh losses, Mr. Nes-
::;ell suggests that these three be 

snowfall. A few inches of melted 
snow indicate normal lheat leaklage.

The department adds "Death or 
an exprnsive skid-wreck may be as 
close to you •as a new stretch of 
gla!'e i:e on the pavement just af­
ter a freezi111g rain." 

Safe speed before you get to glare 
ice won't be safe speed once you are 
on it, the agency warns, adding: 

Even with tlhe 1 eli able aid of re­
inforced tire chains, tests by the 
Committee on Winter ruiving Haz­
ards of the National Safety Council 
have shown that speeds of 25 miles 
an hour on glare ice, and 35 miles 
an hour on hard packed snow, give 
eq~tivalent stopping distance to 50 ) 
m.p.h. on dry pavement.

Collins Foster and his 
songs oreturn to My Old Kentucky 
Home State Park, Bardstown, Ky., 
a19ain 'this summet' in a musical 
outdoor dmma !by Pwul Green, Pu­
litzer Prize winning playwright. 

Openin:g its second season .June 
24; "The Stephen Foster story" is 
scheduled for nigihtly performances, 
except Mondays, through Labor 
Day. A special perfOTmanee July 4 
is in honor of Foster's 134th bil"th­
day.
