onal Planning Commission at its 
meeting in Frankfort recently, 

Governor Combs, Lieutenant 
Governor Wyatt, Economic De­
velopment Commissioner E. B. 
KennE<dY and other administra­
tion leaders, as well as members 
of the Legislature, were invited 
to discuss the program with the 
Commission. 

The published program-a 60-
page book-let by the Commission's 
executive director, John D. Whis­
man - represents a summation 
of the ideas of the group develop­
ed in a year and a half of work 
ono the region's long standing 
'problems. 

"PROGRAM 60 is presented to 
the people of Eastern Kentucky, 
and to all who will be helP,ful to 
the development of our region. 
Its publication marks the turn 
of 'our Commission from emphasis 
on planning to direct encourage­
ment of action," B. F. Reed, of 
Drift, chairman of the Commis­
·sion, said. 

Preliminary discussions of the 
program with Combs, Wyatt, 
legislators, regional leaders and 
others, have brought indica.tions 
of favorable response and sup­
port, he added. 

Broad and ambitious in gener­
al, the program also deals in 
specific suggestions for action to · 
relieve chronic ills of the 32-
county region. It states that the 
principal nature of the region's 
problem lies in the fact that 
Eastern Kentucky is an under­
developed but not under popu­
lated, region." 

On this basis, the Commission 
asserts the need for special and 
total program of development 
designed specifically for this 
region, with a two fold purpose: 

( 1) Creation of certain major 
economic facilities, such as key 
roads and water control facilities, 
requir~d to provide the region 
with minimally essential services 
and to relieve the region of un­
bearable harassement and frus­
tations to its economy. 

(2) Implementation of a con­
tinuing overall planning and de­
velopment p-rogram for compre­
hensive and ~onelated special 
action in each of various fields of 
human activity. 

Described by Whisman as, "an 
initial outline of laction sugges­
tions," a summary of the publi­
cation states that its principal 
purpose is for "creation of a con­
cept for a comprehensive and 
continuing regional development 
program, and the organizational 
structures needed to put it into 
action."
