The Times does not like arguments, especially th ose 
arguments in which friends and acquaintances arTay1 
themselves on opposing sides; and, unless driven by a 
powerful conviction t hat duty demands that it voice it s 
opinion, it remains silent. 

The issue of low-rent public housing is one which 
constrains our comment. We consider it of the utmost 
importance to the community. 

A good yardstick t o measure low-rent public hous­
ing by is the time-honored consideration, "Does it 
render the greatest good to the greatest number?" Let 
us consider the issue in that light. 

First of ali, whom will it adversely affect? Those 
who oppose low-rent housing may feel that it would 
reduce the demand for residences which are private ly 
owned here and which are for rent. The- experience in 
towns and cities which have low-rent housing is that it 
does not mean empty rental properties. Mt . Sterling is 
a case irl point, and it is pointed out there that the 
town's housing facility brought in new residents, in­
cluding disabled veterans, veterans and public assist­
ance recipients who previously had been obliged to live 
in homes t hat were little more than shacks, out in the 
country. Grant every objection by opponents on this 
score, and you will have only a few landlords-a half-
dozen, perhaps-who could possibly be affected. 

Next, let us consider the benefits. 
First of all, low-rent public housing will bring to 

Prestonsburg, a community which, like most others in 
Eastern Kentucky, has been crying its needs for help 
for years, the expenditure of a million dollars-.-work 
for those of the building trade, a bright, attractive ad­
dition to the community-and all this without one cent 
of cost to Prestonsburg. 

It will bring families into Prestonsburg, and each of 
these will be a customer for local stores and other busi­
nesses; they will mean new users of city-owned gas 
and water. This strikes us as rather important, par­
ticularly at this time when at least ten business build­
ings are vacant and the local economy suffers. 

It will regain for Prestonsburg the reputation of bein~ 
a progressive community, not one which closes its eyes 
to human need and to the necessity of progressive de­
velopment of its material and human resources· 

Most important of all, to us, is that consideration 
which low-rent public housing would give to the less 
fortunate of our people. It may be difficult for most of 
us who live in warm, comfortable homes to envision the 
stern realities of life faced by others, some of whom 
live barely outside our doors. God has been good to us 
all, but those who freeze and starve and live a miserable 
existence must think more deeply than most of us to 
realize that truth. 

The greatest good to the greatest number? The low­
rent public housing program will give employment at 
a time and place where it is needed; will put a million 
dollars in circulation-and every cent of it a gift with 
no strings attached; will give to needy human beings 
a new dignity and ne;w \!leaning in life as they ar~ of­
fered modern living quarters in pleasant surroundings.

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That was the central tJheme of 
questions posed to them Wednesday 
rofternoon by the House Investigat­
ing Committee on Education. 

'Dhe questions w e r e dit-ected to 
Wendell P. Butler, superintendent 
of p u b 1 i c instruction, and three 
):Ilembers of his staff from the De­
partment of Education. The laJtter 
were: 

James L. Patton, assistant in 
charge of instruction; S!!Jm Alex­
ander, assistant in cha!!'ge of ad­
ministration and finance, and J .C. 
Powell , director of records and re­
ports. 

The climate of the session was set 
by the questions rabher than the 
answers. 

'I1he questions revealed the prob­
lems of concern to the legislators 
and! their people back home. 

The answers revealed that the 
public educrotors, do not, at this 
time, have a plan of reforlll that 
can be spelled out in specific lang­
U&ge. 

The questions were asked by Rep­
resentative Harry M. Oa:udill, of 
Whitesburg ohairman, and Repre­
sentatives Richard P . Moloney, Lex­
ington; Marlow W . CoCJik, Louisville; 
Leonard Hislope, Somerset; Ralph 
Bates, Frankfort; Henry Neel, Ren­
d e r s on, and Tom Brizendine, 
Fra,nklin. 

Here is a sampling of the ques­
tions and answers: 

Question-If teachers' salaries are 
to improve, don't you think: there 
oug·ht to be an impl'Ovement in 
teachers. 

Answer-Certainly. We believe 
there will ibe an improvement as 
hig1her salaries attract better quali­
fied teadhers to Kentuclcy positions. 

Q.-Why can't you base a teach­
~r's salary on merit, as well as on 
experience and training? 

A.-Salary raise for merit is not 
given generaliy anywhere in the 
nation. But :two experiments are 
under way in a limited scope. 

In a few districts in -Florida, a 
teaC!h.er can request a merit evalua­
tion. The test is applied to her 
pupils, as well as to iher. But to ob­
tain this evaluation, she must agree 
to a re-evaJ.uation wit!hin four years. 
Results of this experiment have not 
been published. 

In one of the Western states, not 
identified, an experiment has been 
started by which a school boal·d 
can withhold merit increments 
from unsatisfactory teachers. Re­
sults have not been published. 

The Department of Education ihas 
no plans for merit raises except to 
explore the mat t e r. Kentucky 
teadhers are not unhappy at the ab-
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sence of merit raises, but When the 
subject arises, they express con­
cern at who would determine the 
merit. 

Q.-Do you have a way of evalu­
ating <t;eachers? Do you give itJhem 
tests to show ihow much they know 
about the subject they teach? 

A.-Yes. Teadhers are evaluated 
as •to traJning 'and experience. But 
tests are not given in subjec·t mat­
ter. Such tests .are applied at the 
proper level, namely at the college 
level where they are trained. A 
graduate is presumed to have pass­
ed all lihese tests before she ibegins 
to teach. 

Q.-Are not your teadhers over­
trained in lhow to teach, -and under­
trained in what to teach? Have you 
not allowed method to get the up­
per hand of subject? 

A.-This is one of the most hotly 
debated questions in public educa­
tion all over the nation. Some 
years ago when so-called progres­
sive education came into vogue, too 
much emphasis was .put on method. 
'Dhe reaction has set in, and now 
the complaint is that too little em­
phasis is put on subject. 

The Depa1·tment of Education is 
aware of the gi'avity of this ques­
tion. In co-operation with the 
teacher-training colleges of Ken­
tucky it is in continuing effort to 
achieve a sensible balance between 
method and subject. 

Q.-After fom· years, the tenure 
law gives the teacher a life contract. 
How, then,· can you get rid of bad 
teachers? Do you ever fire teacihers, 
say,- for laziness or inefficiency? 

A.-'Dhe tenure law was passed to 
give teachers protection from domi­
neering superintendents. Now a re­
action has set in a-gainst it. Pos­
sibly tJhe law needs some loosening 
to make· it easier to drop poor 
teachers. 

'Dhe Jaw now gives a way to fire 
teachers for all the ordinary reasons 
of unfitness. The trouble is, local 
acousers will not bring chal'ges, or 
go through the legal process to re­
move them. 

As a consequence, teachers sel­
dom, if ever, get fired for laziness 
or inefficiency. 

Q.-How do you permit local 
boards to pay football co~~hes more 
.tihan chemistry teachers. 

A.-This is a frequent criticism. 
The fact is, salary sc:tiedules in this 
respect must be in proper order be­
fore the department will approve 
them. 

The coach is usually a teacher 
also. The salary schedule must list 
his proper salary l!ls a teacher. Then 
it must list the extra duties the 
board assigns him to, outside the 
cla.Ssroom, and the pay he is to get 
for those extra duties. 

The department does not make 
an organized effort to detmmine if 
te11ms of tJhese salary schedules are 
violated. 'I1hat is the responsibility 
of the iboardi to which the coach 
and chemistry teacher are under 
contract. 

Q.-Isn't it true that some school 
systems pay membership dues of 
teachers to Kentucky Education As-
sociation? ' • 

A.-That is not true, to the best 
of our knowledge. If true, it is high­
ly irregular and Should not be tol­
era.ted. 

It is true, however, that some 
school systems <!educt K.E.A. duf's 
from the salaryo checks of teachers 
and pay> them to K.E.A. in one lu!hrp 
sum. T'his is perrnissable. 

In this conection, the attorney 
geneJ.'3.l has l'uled that boaros can 
pay the membership dues of their 
members to the Kentucky School 
Boards Association. 

Q.-Wlhen a teacher is assigned 
to teach a subject outside her qual­
ified field, is she tested for know­
ledge in the new subject to be 
taJught? 

A.-No. As to tests generally, the 
I 

department must assume that any 
qualified teacher already has passed 
all necessary tests in the college 
that trained iller. 

Q.-Teacher salaries ihave been 
gT!!Jdually rising for 10 years in 
Kentucky. How do you explain that 
for the same 10 years, the marks 
in entrance examinations at Uni­
versity of Kentucky have been going 
down gradually? 

A.-We do not know that for a 
fact. We would be inclined .to ques­
tion the accuracy of the statement. 

Q.-School boards often conceal 
vacancies until the last minute so 
they can fill them with unqualified 
teachers at very low salaries. Wlhy 
are they not compelled to advertise 
vacancies, to give qualified teach­
ers notice that the positions are 
open? 

A.-Advertising would not be 
amiss 1n suc'h cases, provided the 
board specified thlllt nine but quaal­
ified teachers need apply. Other­
wise, every Tom, Dick and Harry 
with certlficat~ dating 'back 40 
years would swamp the ofice, in­
sisting they were good teachers.

TIDBITS 
of 

Kentucky Folklore 
By GORDON WILSON, :Ph.D. 

Recently I have been digging 
through some records and a lot of 
memories to get some autobiograph­
ical things that I want to write 
down for myself and my descend­
ants. 

One thing that impressed me was 
that I have had so marw teachers. 
Maybe I owed it to humanity to 
teaoh 36,000 students in my more 
than a half century in the school­
room. It came as a great surprise 
that I had had 55 teachers, from 
the first one at Fidelity in 1895 to 
t.he last one at Indiana University 
in 1929. Surely, if a person can be 
influenced by the teachers he has 
had, I should be something much 
greater than I 'have ever been or 
can hope to be. 

Through no mere sentimentality 
I look back upon my country teach­
ers-nine of them-with a good 
deal of affection. So far" as I know, 
only one of them is now living; the 
last few years J1ave taken many, 
and a few died long ago-;three as 
victims of tuberculosis. In spite of 
the actual number of credits that 
those nine people may have had, 
they were without exception educa­
tors. About half of them were not 
much more than the requisite eight­
een years of age when they taught 
me. Not a one except my last man 
teacher was over thirty, and he 
was not much above that. They had 
read enormously for people 'W'ho did 
not have 100 much as two years of 
high school education; they had 
wide interests for that time and 
made our little Fidelity school­
house a symbol in :my mind of 
learning. 

I can recall vividly some of their 
ways of teaching; I ought to, for I 
unconsciously followed some of 
their methods in my country schools 
and, later, in college. I cannot say 
that they were conscious of having 
methods of presenting learning, 
but in some way they did present 
it and made it attractive. They 
were poorly p2id public servants, 
but in our neck of tihe woods teach­
ers were looked up to, were regarxied 
probably the most highly of our 
\':hole area. Near!~· every dQCtor or 
preacher or lawyer 'had first been 
a teacher and had often made his 
mark in that way ·before entering 
the profession that rwas later identi­
fied as his. 

Our poor soil was not sufficient 
to offer food and clothes and 
spending money to the rather large 
population that lived on it. some of 
my friends used to say that our 
little area grew black tobacco and 
schoolteachei-s. When I went to 
Hickman county to teach my first 
school. I recall that there were nine 
teadhers in that small county who 
had originated in my county, Cal­
loway. With tihe kind of teachers 
that I had, all from Calloway coun­
ty itself, it is no wonder that many 
of us younger people decide.d that 
we wanted to be teachers and be as 
important in our world aa these 
boys and girls were at Fidelity. · .. · 

When I finally ,got a chance to do 
high-school work, away from home 
and under college conditions, where 
the pace was swift and the caJ>ual­
ties ntunerous, I already had a 
standard for teac.l1ers i:!hat I had 
unconsciously formed at Fidelity, 
before and after 1900. Many of the 
teachers I had for my high school, 
college, and university work would 
have passed my standard learned 
from the nine country teadhers of 
my early life. Some would not h ave 
pl:>,ssed, even if they had lived a 
thousand years. They lacked the 
outlook o'11 life of those country 
boys and girls who tll!ught me, -and 
often seemed 1\lnwilling to find ,any 
other than their OWIIl narrow views 
of knowledGe. 

I :must confess that I was ihap­
piest when I sat in classes where 
the teacher had c ome from some 
such bacl.~-country place a.s Fidelity, 
had gone on to college ·and uni­
versity, but retained the wholesome 
love of knowledge that should be

S'eparate Department 
Is Created To Handle 
Child Welfare Work 

The United States Supreme Court 
ha~ decided that a coal operator 
may not offset against royalty pay. 
ments due the United Mine Work­
ers Wclf::>.re and Retirement Fund 
any damages cause~ by union 
strikes. 

The ruling involved the Benedict 
Coal Corporation , Lee county, Va., 
which contended it could withhold 
part of the 40-ccnt tonnage royalty 
due tJhe Fund because of strike 
damages result ing from shutdowns 
between 1950 a nd 1953. All bitJum­
inous coal operators under contract 
with the UMW A pay t.11e royalty 
to finance the Welfare Fund. 

Benedict was directed by the Su­
preme Court, in a 7 to 1 decision, 
to pay tJhe $76,504.26 in overdue 
royalties, with interest, to the fund 
immediately and without regard to 
any damages collectible from th e 
UMWA itself for the work stop­
pages. 

The court concluded that suits 
brought against coal operators by 
the trustees of the fund to collect 
royalties due under the contract 
must be kept separate from any 
actions between the union and the 
operators. The clear import of the 
collective bargaining contract, the 
court said, "is that the parties 
meant that the duty to pay royalty 
should arise on the production of 
coal independent of the union's 
performance." ' 

The majority opinion was written 
by Justice Brennan, with Justice 
Stewart abstaining and Justice 
Frankfurter dissenting in the 7 to 
1 vote. · 

A jury in the U. S. District Court 
for Eastern Tennessee, in Maroh, 
1956 upheld the company's plea 
and' said it could offset the royalty 
payments with the $81,017 damages 
claimed by Benedict as loss result­
ing from strikes.
