Chemical Firm Says 
Industrial Installation 
Scheduled In Lawrence 

A new industry in the general 
vicinity of the Kentucky Power 
Company's proposed power-gen­
erating plant in Lawrence oounty 
became a certainty a few days 
ago with the formal announce­
ment of plans by the Pittsburg 
Chemical Company. 

The power firm's pLant and the 
chemical .company's installation 
will each be known as the Big 
Sandy Plant. 

The Pittsburg Chemical plant 
will be located six miles south 
(above) Catlettsburg, on the Big 
Sandy, between the power-gener• 
ating plant location and the 
Leiaeh plant of the Ashland Oil 
& Refining Company. 

It will be on a 300-acre tract 
of the Bryant farm which the 
company bought for a reported 
$100,000 about six: weeks ago and 
will produce activated carbon 
from coal. 

Planned to cost $4,000,000, the 
p1ant will be completed next year. 
It will at first employ about 40 
persons. 

'rhe company's activated car• 
bon division is the nation's 
largest producer of granular, aeti• 
vated carbons used in a wide 
range of purifying and decolor­
izing applications. E1ectric ovens 
will be among the features of the 
new plant.

The V e t e r a n s Administration 
regional office at Louisville has is­
sued an appeal to the approximately 
28,GOO .persons in tihe state Who re­
ceive monthly pension payments 
from •the Veterans Administration. 

Fir~:t, said VA, it urges veterans 
and veterans' widows and orphans 
who received cards with their 
March pension checks about going 
under the new pension law on July 
1: please be sure to fill in a.ll th e 
questions on the cards before send­
ing them back to VA. 

Second : Be sure not to mutilate, 
twist or damage the cal'ds before 
sending them back to VA. '11hey 
must be run through electronic tab­
ulating machines at the VA office, 
but the machines can't handle 
cards that are mutilated. 

According to Oleny B. Owen, 
manager of the VA office, sime 
1,500 of the questionnaire cat'<ls 
have already been received and 

I 
more than 10% of bhem are in­
complete in not !having all t!he 
c.tuestions answered. 

The new law becomes effective 
July 1. Pensioners have t he choice 
of remaining under provisions of 

I the present law or coming under 
the new sbatute. In some cases it 
is to the pensioner's advantage to 
change, in others it's not. It de-
pends on the circumstances of the 
individual case, Mr. Owen explain­
ed. 

The cards were enclosed with the 
last ahecks, together with a pamph­
let explaining terms of the new law 
in detn,il. Each person receiving 
pension has -~he right to choose for 
himself whether to remain under 
the present system or go In under 
the new law. Once they have chosen 
to go under 1Jhe new law, they can­
not go back under the old. Hence 
the importance of the choice. 

VA wants to see every veteran, 
widow and child in Kentucky who 
is eligible get the maximum amount 
cf pension. Mr. Owen explained 
that the staff in Louisville Veterans 
Administration Regional Offices 
studies each card as soon as it is 
received. But, he added, "We can't 
take any action on it unless every 
item on the questionnaire is ans­
wered in fulJ," and urged pension­
ers to cooperate in their own in­
terest by filling in all the answers.

In a recent radlo broadcast on a 
national !hookup, a minister as­
serted that alcoholism positively 
was not •a disease unless one could 
term any bad habit or any normal 
dereliction an illness. 

This non-medical opinion is con­
tradicted ,by every scientific re­
search project on the subject. Facts 
disclosed by research caused the 
American Medical Association in 
1956 to openly declare -.:~lcoholism a 
disease. 

There 'has been some debate as to 
whether alcoholism is a disease in 
itself or merely a SYmptom of some 
underlying emotional disorder. In­
vestilgators !have concluded that 
What starts as a symptom develops 
into a disease and is treatable as an 
independent illness.

The 
medical ,profession now knows bhat 
the answer is simplicity itself­
stop drinking. 

After a c rtain point it is prac­
tically impo ·sible for a true alco­
holic to stop 1drinking without out­
side help. As';_; t~'".Y· Alcoholics 
Anonymous is the No. 1 rer,urcc, 
for help. Alcoholics can 1be helped 
and are worth helping.

The first religious service in Jr::::m:~m:u:::::::~;:::;:::~~~{:~m:m~m:m:u::m:w:mutm:mm:m:t=:m:w:mut:m1 Kentucky was celebrated May 28, 
1775, un(ier a giant elm tree near 
Boonesboro. Judge Richard Hender­
son records in his diary that tlhe 
service was conduct\)d by the R,ev. 
John Lyth, minister of the Gospel. 
Amplifyin~ Renderson's descrip­

tion, Professor George W. iRanck in 
his "History of Boonesboro" writes: 
"It was a ,religious event, aJbsolutely 
unique. 

"Most of the usual accessories of 
the service were wanting, from ec­
hoing church bells and long aisle 
to pealing organ. No women were 
there to join in litany or hymn 
and no children to list Amen. Dis­
senters as well as Episcopalians, 
through common danger, had drawn 
together and the chance for public 
>>orship was eage1·1y seized l:>y the 
pioneers." 

Ranck's account continues, "and 
so cut off from tihe ,.,-ihole civilized 
world the forerunners of a mighty 
West of many states knelt together 
in the swe;et white clover, under 
that magnificent tree, the sole 
cathedral in a wilderness as vast 
and as solitary as the ocean. This 
was the first and perh&ps the last 
time that prayers were ever recited I 
on Kentucky soil for t!he king and 
royal family of England." (The fol­
lowing year, the Virginia Conven­
tion expurged from .the liturgy the 
words relating to the royal family.) 

History 1·ecords that the Reverend 
Lyth died in 1778 of a disease con­
tracted with George Washington's 
army or because of the rigors of 
the hard winter. Some pioneers re­
cord that he was killed by Ind,ians 
while in Kentucky. 

The elm under which the first 
religious service was performed was 
blown down by a high wind in 1823.

Fescue fields, t11at have c•·owded 

out the clovers, can be brought to 
top production without plowing. 
The university has conducted ex­
periments lo determine the best 
method to follow. By disking the 
field heavily, and seeding at double 
tl1e rate for legumes, the proper 
balance of grass to legumes can be 
made. 

For this type of seeding, fertil­
izer without any nitrogen should be 
used such as 0-Z0-20 or 0-30-30. Use 
at rate 500 to 700 pounds per acre.
