NEW, LIBERAL 
VETS' BONUS 
RULES TOLD 
Out-of-State Veterans 
To Benefit from Ruling, 
Given Wide Eligibility 
~o hard and fast rules will be ap­

plied to the eligibility of veterans 
for the :Kentuckiy bonus, it was an­
nounced this week by Adjutant 
General Arthur Y. Lloyd, a.clminis­
trator of the bonus program. 

All veterans living outside the 
state will be paid if they ihave a 
wife or parent in the state, if they 
vote her·e or if they own property 
wibhin the state, Lloyd said. This 
interpretation of eligibility repre­
sents a greater liberalization of the 
law than was thought probable im­
mediately afLer enactment. 
If Lloyd and his claim examiners 

deny an applicant a bonus, he can 
appeal to a board of review, it was 
pointed out. 

The bonus administrator com­
mented in an interview while dis­
cussing plans for briefing sessions 
between now and June 1 to ac­
quaint veterans witlh procedure for 
filing applic:ttions. 

Lloyd said out-of-state veterans 
will get the bonus if, from their 
over-all answers on the application, 
it appears they eventually intend 
to return to Kentucky. 

"We're not interested in making 
liars out of the veterans,'' he added. 
·•we are only interested in t..'le facts. 
If it looks like a veteran is coming 
bnck to Kentucky, he will be paid.'' 

A new division '1\ithin the Depart­
ment of Military Affairs will accept 
the applications from veterans of 
four wars, starting June L 

Speedy payment of the bonuses­
ranging up to $300 for stateside 
d<uty and up to $500 for overseas 
service-depends upon w h e t h e r 
funds can be raised through the 
sale of bonds after July l, Lloyd 
said.

Spurlock solved the culinary prob­
lems for his croppers by taking 
them fishing in Salt River with a 
seine. The seine was illegal but the 
county officials winked at the un­
statutory fishing. Sharecroppers 
have to eat, they knew, and Friday 
was Fish Day, tobac<jl and the law 
notwithstanding. 

The seine was about 100 fe~ long 
and Spurlock ~,nd the sharecroppers 
dragged it along, sometimes swim­
ming in the deepest water.

THE TIMES congratulates, somewhat belately but 
nevertheless sincerely, the town of Martin on its effec­
tive work Yvithin recent months to grow and thrive and 
assu~e its place in the modern scheme of things. 

This Floyd county community deserves commendation 
for the ability of its people to bury hatchets some place 
other than in the heads of enemies. Civic and business 
leaders of Martin have, for all their "family tiffs," 
worked together, either forgetting old scores or having 
sense enough to realize that their community means 
more to them than the poor business of getting even. 

Urban renewal at Martin is almost a reality. The 
bonds offered by the city government were quickly sold 
-most were, in fact, quickly purchasd by residents of 
the community. The town of Martin has about $75,000 
in the bank, i·eady to meet the federal government's far 
greater contribution. The next step is the actual pur­
chase of property from private owners, and when the 
whole undertaking is accomplished an improvement in­
volving the expenditure of a quarter of a million dollars 
will result. 

And only this week the Housing Commission of Mar­
tin was notified that its application for low-rent public 
housing has been ap proved and that the Federal Ad­
ministration will finance thirty living units there. That 
means the town of Martin will benefit from the expendi­
ture of approximately $750,000-and all of that cost 
the fed eral government's, none of it the responsibility 
of the community or its citizens. 

These, we maintain, are worthwhile projects. The 
town of Martin deserves them, because the people 
have worked together for them.

The museum is constructed in the 

French Provincial style because of 
Audubon's French ancestory. A re­
production of a French Norman inn 
with cobbled courtyard serves as a 
gatehouse to the park on U.S. 41. 
The seven galleries of the museum 
house the largest collection of Audu­
bonia in the world, some of the 
prints still belonging to Audubon's 
C:escendents. 

In the French Garden are two bird 
baths formed from the old mill­
stones found on the site of Audu­
bon's "infermill" on the Ohio River 
at Henderson. These stones, called 
French burr, were brought from 
France. 

In the park stand massive virgin 
trees as part of a giant forest of 
beeohes "40 miles long and three 
miles wide" on the Green River, as 
described by Audubon in hi::; "Ac­
count of a Wild Pigeon Roost." 

Foot trails, some of them prob­
ably Audubon's own, lead through 
the thick cover of trees, ferns, wil­
derness, and woodland plants, such 
as fox grape, dogwood, red bud, 
ironwood, wild plum. Here flowers 
bloom almost continuously. 

The park lies upon a major mi­
gration route for birds.

Boyhood Dream 
Comes True 
For Historian 

A boyhood dream to own all the 
printed histories of Kentucky ha~ 

come true for J. Winston Coleman, 
Jr., Lexington historian. 

And in acquiring these books, 
Coleman has also accumulated the 
largest private collection of Ken­
tucky !historical literature in the 
world. 

Coleman's interest in Kentucky 
history began when, as a boy, Col­
lins' History of Kentucky was his 
favorite book. "I'd take it up to bed 
and read those accounts of hair­
breadbh escapes from the Indians," 
he recalls. "I made up my mind 
then to collect all the histories of 
Kentucky." 

When Coleman retired as a build­
ing contra{:tor 25 years ago, he be­
gan his famed collection that now 
includes 3,500 books and pamphlets, 
over 2,000 negatives of Kentucky 
scenes he photographed himself, 40 
of Henry Clay's letters, nearly all 
of the CmTier and Ivc.s prints of 
Kentucky scenes, and a mass of 
miscellaneous material . 

Coleman, wihose "Bibliography of 
Kentucky History" has been hailed 
as a major contribution to Ameri­
can letters, is a prolific writer, us­
ually on subjects wlhich other his­
torians have neglected His most 
recent book is "Steamboats on the 
Kentucky River." 

The collection wBl 1-\U at Cole­
man's death to the UniVersity of 
Kentucky library. But wth.ile the 
collection is !housed in his home, 
the historian shares hh wealth of 
reference material with other stu-
dents and writers. ·1 

Coleman sometimes im 1 tes writers 
to work among them fo,· weeks. "I 
tnrn 'em loose, and mm .v a Ph.D 
thesis has been writtrn on my 
breakfast-I•oom table,' Coleman 
said. 

In 1940 Coleman bc'-1«11 photo­
graphing facets of life in Kentucky 
which seemed to be disappearing, 
such as covered bridges, taverns , 
sorghum mills, and iron furnaces. 
Several summers ago he photo­
graphed stream thresh ers, which 
are now rapidly dwindling in use.
