We Caszt‘an Envious Eye
Toward Cumberland, Ky.

Even the most optimistic were surprised when it be-
came kiowh this week that already 325 young women
and men have applied for enrollment in the University
of Kentueky’s new Southeast Center at Cumberland,
Kentucky.

Buildings are barely being completed in time for the
opening of classes on Sept. 6, and yet the response to the
opportunity offered youth of the region through facili-
ties of the new Center is outstanding. No thoughtful stu-
dent of the situation thére had predicted an enrollment
this first year as high as 300.

Thus the urgent need of a University of Kentucky
branch in that area is proved. The enrollment in that

part of Eastern Kentucky points strongly toward the
faaet that the same sort of University of Kenfucky facil-
ity is needed in the Big Sandy valley.

The Southeast Center at Cumberland i8 opening in
a field already served by Union College at Barbourville
and Cumberland College at Williamsburg. Sue Bennett
College at London and Lincoln Memorial at Harrogate,
Tenn., serve the area. The Big Sandy and neighboring
valleys are in the educational area served by Pikeville
College, Morehead State College and a University
branch at Ashland. Pikeville College, 30 miles from
Prestonsburg, is nearest Floyd county, and already it is
bulging at the seams. Morehead State College is in much
the same condition. Ashland is approximately 85 miles
from this county and still farther from other counties
which share Floyd county’s need for higher education
nearer home.

The parallel between the area to be served by the
new educational center at Cumberland and the Big
Sandy area. plus some counties in the nearby Licking
river and Kentueky river watersheds, continues in their
similarity of topography, industry (or lack thereof),
roads and economic handicaps. The same needs young
people feel so keenly in the Cumberland area torture
yvouth of the Big Sandy and the Licking and the Ken-
tucky.

The Southeastern Center means more to the Cumber-
land area and to the youth of that section than can read-
ily be. assessed or set down in 8o many w ords. The same
educational faeility in the Big Sandy would be as suc-
cessful and would mean as much to thousands of would-
be college students and to those parents who face heavy
financial burdens if their children are to continue their
education and realize their full potential.

The Cumberland branch of the university has meant
an outlay of half a million dollars. That would be a
cheap price to pay for the same benefits in this Big
Sandy area that is depressed in its economy and even
more depressed by the lack of edueational opportunity
for many of its brighest minds and most ambitious

youngsters.

This improvement should only
make us push for still higher yields.
To do this, the correct amount of
fertilizer must be used. The corn
plant will show us what plant food
is needed.

If the leaves are shiny with a rich
dark green color they have the cor-
rect plant food. If phosphate is lim-
iting the leaves will be redidsh-
purple, particularly on young plants.
A shortage of potash will show up
as firing or drying along the tips
of edges of lowest leaves,

A lack of nitrogen will cause yel-

Too offen nitrogen difference is
mistaken for dry weather injury.

During August, every farmer pro-
ducing corn should study his crop
and listen what the plants are tell=
ing. Deficiencies can be corrected
for next year.

TREES

Some changes have been made in
the tree program for next year.
Anyone wishing to sef trees next
spring will have to sign up at the
A.S.C. office before Jan. 1, This ad-
vance sign up will enable the pro-
gram to work more smoothly. Any-
one seriously considering setting
trees next spring, should make plans
well in advance anyway. Check with
the A.S.C. office now, for the tree
seeding or site preparation practice.
