$330-$930 Differential 
Spread T'hru Seven Ranks 
By New Salary Schedule 
The healthy influence of the rev­

enue to be derived from the sales 
tax was reflected in the hefty raises 
accorded Floyd county teachers for 
the ensuing year. Increases in sal­
ary run from $330 in Rank VII to 
$930 in Rank I, accordir.g to the 
sche:dule presented to the teachers 
by County Superintendent Charles 
Clark at the meeting of consolidat­
ed teachers at Martin, Monday. 

Teachers in Rank I with 46 hours 
above a Master's degree and no ex­
perience will recive $4,250 this year. 
With ten years experience added 
t~lC teacher will be paid $4,600. Last 
year these teachers receil·ed $3,320 
and \':ith ten years experience, $3,-
670. 

Incrases v:ere made on a differ­
ential basis to favor teachers who 
have earned the greatest number 
of credits. The differential was set 
up under provisions of the Mini­
mum Foundation Law for Educa­
tion enacted by the General As­
sembly in 1956. 

The increases were spread into 
three categories, the $330 raise going· 
to teachers in Rank VI and VI. 
Ranks IV and V received increases 
of $430 and Ranks I, II and III were 
given $931J. 

Experience is paid on a graduat­
ing scale as last year, it was noted 
from the schedule. Teachers in Rank 
VII will be paid for a maximum of 
three years; Rank VI, four years; 
Rank V, five years; Rank IV, six 
years; Rank III, eight years; and 
Ranks I and II, a maximum of ten 
years. 

Salaries for last year and salar­
ies for the present terms experience 
excluded are listed below with the 
1959-1960 salaries given first for 
Grade A, top in t):lat rank: 

Rank I-$3,320, $4,250; Rank II­
$3,050, $3,980; Rank III - $2,840, 
$3,770; Ran.k IV - $2,370, 2,800; 
Rank V-~,115, $2,5t5; Rank VI­

There is a difference as last year 
of $35 between the three classifica­
tions of the different ranks, de­
pending upon the number of col­
lege hours each teacher has.

SAFETY BILL 

For Small Coal Mines;

27 MACHINES 
ARRIVE HERE 

For November Election; 
Stumbo Says Other Bids 
Were Received Too L'ate 
Twenty-seven of the 35 voting 

machines ordered !or Floyd county 
have arrived and are in storage 
here against the day of their first 
use in November, County Judge 
Henry Stumbo said this week. The 
remaining eight are expected short­
ly. 

The machines were purchased 
from· Shoup Electric Voting Ma­
chines by the Department of Rev­
enue on the basis of previous cor­
respondence with the Floyd fiscal 
court and county judge. 

Two bids were received on supply­
ing voting machines, and the Shoup 
machine was quoted at a price 
slightly higher than the other. The 
state held, however, that the coun­
ties were not required to buy from 
the lowest bidder. 

County Judge Stumbo said this 
week that the Shoup machine "'as 
the only one ever demonstrated here 
to members of the court and that 
no information was at hand on the 
competing machine, Former State 
Senator Ollie Mont arne y, re1',re­
senting Shoup, de onstrated his 
company's product here more than 
a year ago, and at that time the 
court tentatively contracted to buy 
~everal machines from him. The 
purchase order later was cancelled. 

Judge Stumbo said he received 
from the Kentucky Chamber of 
Crmmerce a letter suggesting pur­
chl'.se of the machine produced by 
Shoup's competitor, since it is man­
ufactured in Kentucky, but he said 
the letter was not received till after 
the Shoup machines had been 
boueht.

HEALTH DEPT. 
SETS CLOSING 

Five-Day Week Planned 
To Eliminate Saturdays 
As Work Day, Announced 
The Floyd County Health De­

partment, last of the health de­
partments in this area to remain 
open Saturday mornings, is going 
to a five-day week, closing its 
work-week at the end of the day 
on Friday. 

The new closing time was 
adopted at the August 23 meeting 
here of the Floyd County Board 
of Health. 

In the discussion of the new 
closing time it was po~nted out 
that (1) state regulations require 
the office to remain open five 
days a week, as do state offices; 
(2) Floyd county's is the only 
health department in this area 
that is open on Saturday's, and 
( 3) to keep the office open till 
noon on Saturday demands extra 
time of office personnel which 
must be given them on another 
day, with the result that a day's 
planned work during the week is 
lost. 

For the present the health de­
partment has set aside Monday 
and Thursday afternoons for the 
convenience of teachers desiring 
physical examinations.

IS SLATED 
Winchester-Salyersville 
Section of New Highway 
Planned For Toll T raflic 
The northern pr;mg of the Blue­

grass-to-the-Mountains highway 
planned by Gov. Bert Combs will 
probably be a toll road as far as 
Sa.lyersville. 

The Kentucky Turnpike Authority 
last Friday gave its approval to ex·­
tending the toll section of the pro­
posed highway beyond Campton to 
the Magoffin county-seat. 

Original plans had called for col­
lecting tolls only on a 43-mile, four­
lane trunk route from Winchester 
to Campton. The new plan calls for 
tolls also on a two-lane northern 
arm from Campton to near Salyers­
ville, an additional 32 miles. 

The two-Jane arm from Salyers­
ville on to Prestonsburg and Pike­
ville will be a freeway, as will the 
entire southern arm from Campton 
to Whitesburg. 

Continuation of the toll section 
to Salyersville was approved after 
feasibility studies indicated the ex­
tended project would result in more 
favorable terms on bonds which will 
finance the work. 

An announcement on the author­
ity's action said the financing for a 
toll road would assure earlier com­
p<etion of the Campton-Salyersville 
section, and that it would be built to 
higher standards than would other­
wise be the case. 

Authorization was given for sale 
of $50 million to $60 million worth 
of bends to finance the Winchester­
Salyersville work. 

Governor Combs, as chairman of 
the authmity, was empowered to 
proceed with plans' for sale of bonds, 
and the Highway Department was 
authorized to proceed with further 
design work and acquisition of 
rights, looking toward advertise­
ment for construction bids. 

Federal government participation 
in financing the freeway sections of 
the expressway will be sought. If 
approval is obtained, federal and 
state governments will share costs 
on a 50·50 basis. 

The authority contracted with Al­
len & Company, New York, to assist 
in preparation of the bond-sale 
procedure. The firm also will be ob­
ligated to form an underwriting 
group to submit a bid for the bonds

County Attorney Says 
Bids Failed To Equa 
Original Arrangement 
Neither of the bids submitted by 

three road machinery companies to 
supply Floyd county equipment for 
its road program under the new 
lease-purchase arrangement was ac­
cepted by the fiscal court at its 
meeting today (Thursday), 

The bids were offered by Whayne 
Machinery Co., Rudd Constmction 
Co. and Brandeis Machinery and 
Supply Company. County Attorney 
Robert S. Wellman recommended 
that the court reject the bids on 
the grounds that none of the bids 
received were substantially the same 
or more advantageo\ii;, to Floyd 
county than the terms of the lease­
purchase agreement previously ne­
gotiated. 

The pre vi o us Jease-pm·chase 
agreement was negotiated with 
Whayne whose machinery the coun­
ty has been using on two road proj­
ects for more than a month. 
Whayne's bid of $73,601.40 was the 
same as the original price quoted 
to the county, but the bid failed 
to state the terms under which the 
machinery could be acquired. 

What this delay in acquit'ing road 
machinery will do to the road con­
struction work already begun is not 
known. The court will re-advertise 
for bids which will be opened at its 
October meeting. 

Asked what the county will do for 
road machinery in the meantime, 
County Judge Henry Stumbo said,

LAWN CARE 
September is the key month in 

caring for a lawn. What a home 
owner does in Septern ber largely 
determines what kind of lawn they 
will have in the spring. 

Everyone interested in having a 
beautiful lawn, should sow blue­
grass in September. This applies 
even though the lawn may already 
have a fine stand of bluegrass. Sep­
tember is also the best month to es­
tablish a new lawn. 

The cool nights and warm days 
of September promote germination. 
The new plants become well estab­
lished during the fall and winter, 
and are able to withstand next 
spring's drought and weed competi­
tion. 

After seeding, fertilizer should be 
applied at rate of 15 pounds of 10-
10-10, or other good fertilizer to 
each 1,000 square feet of lawn. This 
is at the rate of 700 pounds per 
acre. The same application should 
be given again in early March.

Any alfalfa fields that were not 
top dressed during the year, should 
be fertilized with 0-20-20 at rate of 
600 pounds per acre after last cut­
ting. 

September 20 should be the dead­
line for seeding alfalfa this fall. If 
seeded later, the plant may not get 
enough gTowth to withstand the 
winter.

At Frankfort~ First For State 

A gloomy future h as been pre­
di~ted for the University of Ken­
tucl:y and its new Medical School 
by Dr. Herman L. Don ovan , presi­
dent-emeritus of th e University.

A new State Archives and Records 
Service will enable the state to de­
stroy about 30 per cent of govern­
ment paper~ created each year. 

The state, by proper manage­
ment of public records being put 
into effect, will save valuable space 
in office buildings and realize an 
immediate saving· of about $1,000,­
COO, Charles F. Hinds, diret::tor of 
the new service , said recently. 

\Vhen a new cen ter for r ecords 
is built, he added, an additional 25 
per cent of paper worlt could be 
transferred there as documents for 
research by political scientists, his­
torians and public administrators. 

Finance Commissioner R o b e r t 
Matthews, J r., said the Archives 
and Records Service has been at­
tached tefl/porarily to his depart­
ment. 

The service and an Archives and 
Records Commission were created 
by the 1958 Legislature. Chairman 
is Dr. Thomas D. Clark, head of the 
history department at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky. 

The commission plans to shortly 
issue rules and regulations which 
will provide for most state depart­
ments of g·overnment an orderly 
system of ret11ining and disposing I 
of records. Hinds is pl'eparing 
schedl:les to per mit various agencies 
to destroy automatically about 30 
per cent of each year's paper work . 

''The old concept of a state ar­
chives as a mere storage cen ter for 
valuable historical documents has 
gone by the board," Hinds sa id. 

"The new state arch ivists are 
trained ... to take care of the tre­
mendous volume of paper work in 
state government." 

Kentucky is last among the states 
in care and preservation of va lu­
able state documents, Hinds said, 
adding : 

"State records are bulging at the . 
seams of expensive state office ' 
lluildings." I

Q. If a person receives from the ------------­
Department of Revenue a Retail 
Sales and Use Tax Return (Revenue 
Form 51Al02) and he has no sales 
tax liability, should he file tlle re­
turn? 

A. Yes. If the person thinks he is 
a consumer and not a retailer as 
defined in the law, he should mail 
the return along with a note ex­
plaining why he is not a retailer. 

Q . What was tlle most common 
error in filing the first month's 
sa>!es tax return? 

A. Most errors were made ap­
paently because of failure to follow 
instructions carefully before filing 
the return. Most errors involved 
"total receipts," •· net receipts" and 
"taxable receipts." These are ex­
plained below. 

Q. What is meant by "Total re­
ceipts?" 

A. The amount to enter as total 
receipts should include all daily re­
ceipts (including· all sales that are 
subject to the sales tax plus all 
sales that are not subject to the 
tax.) This amount entered as t otal 
receipts must also include all tax 
collected from the customers. 

Q. Should cash received on ac­
count be included in total receipts?
