Commissioner of Economic Secur-
ity Jo M. Ferguson said the August
payments increased over those of
August, 1959 for the county as well

Ferguson said the payments were
cenerally the same as those of July,
which were at an all time high for
the county and state, Last month’s
total public assistance payments in
all categories gave Kentucky the
lead over southeastern states in
amounts paid fo indigent recipients.

Total ecounty payments for Floyd
increased by $5.587 over those of
August, 1959, and average payments
showed a $6.97 increase.

All eounties increased in average
payments and all but three coun-

increase. A drop in the number of
recipients from last year was re-
sponsible for the decrease in total
payments in the three counties.

Only '41 counties gained in re-
cipients since last month, 11 retain-
ed the same number and 68 coun-
ties decreased in . the number of
recipients.

Nadler explained that
planting seedlings late in the year
“takes the load off the spring sea-
son.”

Woodland owners should send
their requests for seedlings to their
lceal forester of the Division of For-
estry, to their county agent or to
the local Soil Conservation office.
Seedlines will cost $8 a thousand.

Applications for government cost-
sharing funds should be filed at the
individual A.S.C. offices. Under
cost-sharing, the government will
pav 80 per cenf, though not to ex-
ceed $16. of the farmer’s cost.

We just took a good country lick-
ing at Atlanta Saturday.

Writing in the association’s of-
ficial publication, the Kenftucky
School Journal, Miss Grace Weller,
assistant superintendent of Hardin
county schools, Elizabethtown, stat-
ed: “Not only is educational pro-
gress dependent upon the ealling of
a constitutional convention, but
governmental agencies at all levels
need a revised constitution in order
to better serve the citizens of the
state.”

In addition, Miss Weller
upon KEA members to improve in-

He con-
cluded: “As we move forward in
education, we should make a special
effort, first, to do our best to make
improvements, and second, to let

. people know what these improve-

ments are.”

“Those who have already made
application to have their social se-
curity records frozen because of
their disability do not need to take
any action now,”,Mr. Morris said.
Social Security Administra-
tion has their records on file and
will write to them telling them what
they should do. However, those dis-
abled people who have not had a
previous contact with a social se-
curity office to discuss disability
protection should get in touch with
our office right away because bene-

| fits cannot be. paid until an appli-

cation for them is made.”

Another change made by the new
amendments affects people entitled
to benefits and who are working,
Morris explained. Unchanged is the
rule that a person can get social
security benefits for every month
of the year if his earnings for the
year d onot go over $1,200, For
amounts over $1,200—the following
formula applies beginning in 1961:

‘One dollar in benefits is withheld

for each $2 of earnings between
$1.200 and $1,500. If a person earns
more than $1,500. he forfeits a dol-
lar in benefits for each dollar that
his earnings go over the $1,500
amount. However, in spite of this
rule, no one will forfeit benefits for

- any month that he earns $100 or

Cites Opinion On Law; |
Maximum Pay Possible

Major General Arthur Y. Lloyd,
state adjuvant general bonus law
administrator, has called the at-
tention of veterans to a recent legal|
opinion upon the law.

General Eloyd had felf, from the |
wording of the law, that veterans
might be paid the maximum $500 if

viding they had enough stateside
duty to make up the difference. But
the opinion from the attorney gen-
eral’s office says the contrary.

The law provides maximum pay-
ment of $500 for any individual's
service, A maximum of $300 is set
for stateside duty. Payments are
at the rate of $9 per month for
stateside and $15 for foreign duty.

General Lloyd had thought it
might be possible for a veteran to
draw the full $500 if he had, say,
54 months stateside service and one
month foreign. But the attorney

VEGETABLE STORAGE

Many vegetables can be stored
successfully if handled properly.
First of all store only clean, mature,
high quality vegetables Dirty vege-
tables won't be eaten. If they are
not mature, they don't keep well,
and if they are of poor quality they
are mot worth storing.

Pumpkins, squash and sweet po-
tatoes require a warm, dry storage
wilfh temperature 40-50 degrees.
