Railway Firm Pays Cost 
Of Fire Suppression; 
Cooperation Is Pledged 

The Chesapeake & Ohio Railway 
Company paid $420.87 for suppresion 
costs of forest fires in this county 
set by the railroad's diesel engines 
in the spring fire season, it was 
noted this week by Forrest Burch­
ett, forest ranger. The amount was 
paid to the state Division of For­
estry for seven instances of viola­
tions of the forestry laws. 

Two additional cases are pending 
settlement, Burchett said, until in­
vestigation of cost is completed. All 
the fires occurred between Allen and 
Prestonsburg. Approximately 5 0 0 
acres were burned over within a 
period of ten days, it was said. 

It is explained that the smoke­
stack of a diesel train engine ac­
cumulates carbon and that this be­
comes ignited and causes a wood­
land blaze when it settles on the 
ground. 

The railway company has pledged 
its cooperation in lessening the 
number of forest fires, Burchett 
said.

Work was begun last week on a 
nine-hole golf course at Dewey Lake 
State Park as one of several im­
provements planned there. 

Sites for greens have been peeld 
off. and earth for construction of 
the greens is beiug hauld.

The course was designed by Hal 
Purdy, Kingsport, N. Y., architect.

No definite opening date has been 
set, nor is the overall cost of the 
course known. It is hoped tlliit the 
course may be opened next July. 

More than 5,000 feet of drainage 
tile will be installed, and a four-inch 
water line will be run to each green. 
Water from Dewey Lake may be 
used for watering the greens. 

Five greens will be located in the 
area parallelling the highway be­
tween the Brandy Keg dike and the 
small road Jeading onto the picnic 
grounds, a short distance from the 
boat dock. The others will be in the 
hollow opening off this area. The 
longest hole will be a dog-leg up 
the hollow, and the entire course 
will be approximately 3,500 yards 
in length. 

Construction of a 50-room lodge

Not later than three days be­
fore the election the County 
Court Clerk will notify the elec­
tion commissioners, Sheriff Her­
shell Warrens, Mrs. Josephine 
Evans and Donald L. Meade, that 
the machines are ready for use. 
Not later than two days before 
the election the commissioners 
will meet at Moore's office and 
examine the machines. If the 
machines are in order as provid-

ed by statute the commissioners 
will then endorse their approval 
on the book after the name of 
each precinct and the machine 
number. Following completion of 
this formality, Moore will de­
liver the keys to the machines 
to the commissioners. Not later 
than one hour before the open­
ing of the polls the commission­
ers will deliver the keys to the 
election officers. 'The election 
officers will then receipt for 
them. The commissioners will re­
tain possession of master keys to 
each machine. 

In the meantime other matters 
relative to the proper handling 
of the machines will have tran­
spired. The commissioners, five 
days before the election, will have 
the election officers to a briefing 
on how the machines are to be 
used. If any officer fails to show 
up, another qualified voter will 
be instructed in his stead. 

Clerk Moore is charged with 

delivery of the machines at least 
one hour before the polls open 
but, since they weigh 900 pounds 
each, this heavy hauling, storage 
and care of the machines will 
cost approximately $1,540 yearly. 
This operation will be done by 
the Coal Bit Company, Prestons­
burg. 

It is the duty of each precinct 
clerk to arrange the placing of 
the machines but it is the obli­
gation of Sheriff Warrens or his 
deputies to arrange a curtain, 
screen or hood to insure the vot­
er's concealment while marking 
his ballot. 

The statute charges the elec­
tion officer in each precinct to 
examine the machines to see if 
they are ready for use. If it is 
not ready the officers will notify 
the election commission~rs or 
county court clerk and a reserve 
machine will be delivered. Floyd 
county has one reserve machine

for use in cases of emergency. 
Out of considerable discussion 

in this county many questions 
have been posed on the assistance 
election officers may give any 
individual voter. The statute is 
specific in stating that no voter 
may occupy the booth for longer 
than two minutes if persons are 
standing in line. 

If a voter sta :es upon oath that 
he cannot read English or ha-s a 
physical disability or is blind, he 
may request assistance. The two 
election judges, with the voter, 
will then retire to the machine 
and one of the judges will operate 
the machine for the voter. The 
statutes requires that the two 
judges and the sheriff, and not 
the clerk, must be satisfied that 
the voter needs assistance. A 
register must be kept by the poll 
officers of oall persons so assisted. 

In cases where the voter wants 
assistance from a person other 
than the two judges he may ask 
that a person of his own choice be 
allowed to aid him. The clerk 
will then swear the person so 
designated to help, and in the 
presence of the voter this person 
will operate the machine. This 
provision is in a new law approv­
ed by Governor Combs, Feb. 25, 
this year. 

In providing for the counting 
and certification of the vote in 
each precinct the statute provides 
that the "gover,ning authority of 
each poliical party may designate

I Convention Delegates 
AJree evision Needed 
By Later Generations 

Opinion was divided at Kentuc­
ky's 1890 Constitutional c.onvention 
on the question of how later gen­
erati'olts of Kentuckians should 
change their col:lstitution. 

This was the fourth convention ih 
almost a century of statehood, and 
experience had proved that some 
revision would be necessan'. 

Many delegates agreed that their 
work would have to b·e changed as 
times changed. "We must presume 
that the people will be able to take 
care of themselves ... I cannot 
conceive how it is possible that we 
can bind generations yet to be 
born," said Cornelius Tacitus Allen, 
delegate from Caldwell county. 

Allen was not the only delegate 
who fought for making the con­
stitution easy to an'lend, if the peo­
ple wanted a change. H. H. Farm­
er, delegate from Henderson coun­
ty, one of !'!.<any who spoke in favor 
of making the constitution respon­
sive to the people's will said, "Ex­
perience teaches that when consti­
Gutions are to difficult to amend, 
they wil lbe changed in spite of 
written restrictions. Constitutions 
are strong only when they are ih 
harmony with the wishes of the 
people. Inflexible consittutiens are 
not necessarily the strong'est." 

The outcome of many days of 
argument among the 189() delegates 
was two procedures whereby the 
K ent u c k y constitution can b'e 
changed by amendment and con­
~·ention.

Both methods have proved diffi­
cult to use in actual practice.

An amendment can relate to only 
one subject, and only two amend­
ments can be proposed each two 
years. During the pa$t 69 years, 18 
amendments have been approved 
and 22 have been rejected. Of states 
with constitutions written during 
the 1870-1890 period, all but Illinois 
and Tennessee have adopted more 
amendments than ha s Kentucky, 
and Tennessee held a limited col:l­
ven tion in 1959. 

If the proposal to call a constitu­
tional convention, which for the 
first time is limited to 12 subjects, 
is passed at the November election, 
one subject which the delegates 
could consider is the mode of re­
vision or amendment of the consti­
tution.

CLAY COUNTY NARROWS 
We are indebted to Nevyle Shack­

leford, Beattyville correspondent of 
the Lexington Leader in an issue 
several weeks ago, for an interesting 
bit of history. 

It is an article on the Clay Coun­
ty Narrows of the South Fork of 
the Kentucky River, a mile or so 
from Teges and is revealing of the 
dangers encountered in raft "run­
ning" in Eastern Kentucky. 

We let Mr . Shackleford tell the 
story : 

I t is a land of wild water, small­
mouth bass singing birds, abelea , . . 
tall wooded hills, and bottoms broad 

I enough for all the facili ties neces­
sary . More than that, it is r ich in 
pioneer and Indian lore. 

The Clay County Narrows . or as 
it is more widely known , "The 
Naars," is a mile-long stretch in the 

1 South l"ork River which owes most 
of its notoriety to raftsmen of times 
!eng gone. These rapids which are I said to fall twelve and a half feet to 

1 the mile, was a nigh tmare in the 
lives of old-time ratfsmen who had 
to pilot rafts through them. And 
69-year-old Granville Davidson, who 
now hangs out around Oneida, re­
called that once a logger entered 
the Narrows on a raft, he virtually 
took his life in his hands. With the 
river at high tide and boiling be­
tween the cliffs like high seas rac­
ing before a storm, one error on the 
part of the raftsmen usually result­
ed in their craft being overturned

out narrows many times, said, hoW­
ever, that fatalities were miracul­
ously few. Many raftsmen, he said, 
were inju red on the short trip but 
as far as he knew, only one man 
lost his life.

At the exit of the Narrows the 
mouldering remains of an old water 
mill can still be seen. Years ago 
this mill, operated by Frank Allen, 
wa.s the center of social life in the 
area. Old-timers around nearby 
Oneida recall that while waiting for 
their "turns" to be ground, they 
would sit around the fireplace in 
the mill, parch corn, and indulge in 
various forms of horseplay which 
often wound up in· good old-fash­
ioned free-for-all fights. One way 
of getting a fight started, they said, 
was to heat grains of corn to parch­
ing heat and then drop them down 
some unsuspecting person's shirt 
collar. This tlick rarely ever failed. 

A thousand and one tales exist 
of episodes and incidents occurring 
at the Nan-ows and indeed it is ro-
mantic country. These stories alone, 
should a park be established, would 
certainly attract many people. 

Then all up and down the river 
on both ends of the Narrows, the 
swift water offers the potential for 
some of the best smallmouth and 
muskie fishing in the state.
